Artsakh in the period of the Van Kingdom

Summary
After formation ofthe Van kingdom eastern Armenian regions Artsakh and Utik became parts
ofthe Armenian State. Sources testily that Artsakh was conquered notunder Sardury Il, but during the
reign of Menua, and especially Argishty 1(786-764 B.G.)
The annals of Sardury Il (Gandzadur) as well as the annals of Russa I (Tsovinar), describing
the events taken place in 741 B.G., mention the toponym Adakhuny which sounds like the appelation
Artsakh.

The date ofarcheological excavations of burial-mounds in Stepanakertand Khodjally witnes
once mote thatartsakh was a partofthe Kingdom ofVan.
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
