Combat Actions in September 1992

Summary

After thorough analyses and conclusions of what caused the temporary setbacks inthe 1992
summer campaign there were taken some urgent measures for centralizing and invigorating of the
state power organs rule and authority. There also took place merging ofcommand system, equipment
and ammunition in the self-defense forces (SDF) which factors soon brought about positive results.
With the introduction of the new organizational structure in the SDF, i. e. after formation of army
infrastructures and creation of defense areas, there appeared opportunities for beating back autumnal
major offensives ofthe enemy, destroying enemy forces in stubborn defense fights and thus creating
footholds for liberation of the occupied settlements and restoration of territorial integrity of the RMK
(Republic of Mountainous Karabakh).
Taking in account intensity, dimensions and character of the combat actions going on with fluctuating
successftilness itmay be unequivocally stated thatonly as the resultof RMK SDF entering new stage
in reforming army services and infrastructures, dating from September 14,1992, and also coordinated
work of the centralized command and head-quarters as well as mass heroism and high morale of the
Armenian soldiers ready to do their best in defending the native land, itbecame possible to withstand
the wide range aggression undertaken by Azerbaijan authorities against the RMK. Still and yet
because itwas just the beginning of the army organizing process, its more tangible results became
obvious only a few months later, when after wearying out in stubborn defensive fights the enemy
troops incomparably more numerous and better equipped with arms and ammunition, the SDF
supreme command created the grounds for counterattacking on February 5, 1993, and routing the
Mardakert and Lachin-Kelbajar groups ofthe enemy.
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
