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PERSONALITY STUDY APPROACH OF GORDON ALLPORT

Allport’s approach to the study of personality can be characterized by several key concepts:
1) conscious motivation, 2) mentally healthy individuals, 3) proactive behavior, 4) uniqueness of
each individual, 5) eclectic attitude to other theories.

More than any other personality theorists, Allport emphasized the importance of conscious
motivation; healthy adults are usually aware of what they do and why they do it.

Historically, psychology, including personality theory, arose on the basis of psychiatry, which
study mentally ill people. Allport, was perhaps the first theorist of the personality who has studied
mentally healthy person. Back in 1937, long before Abraham Maslow made popular the concept of
self-actualization, Gordon Allport described the main features of a mature personality. Mentally
healthy people have the ability to learn new patterns of behavior and grow throughout their
lives. They tend to proactive behavior, that is, a healthy person does not only respond to external
stimuli, but is able to consciously work on his new environment, not previously tried methods and
force the environment to react to them. Proactive behavior is not simply aimed at stress reduction,
but also creates new tensions.
