THE ADMINISTRATIVE AND ECONOMIC GOVERNMENT
SYSTEMS OF THE MIDDLE ASSYRIAN STATE

Abstract

Introduction: The Middle Assyrian Period (approximately the last quarter of the XV century BC -
the first half of the X century BC) is a new stage in the development of the Assyrian State. The
period is an important transitional stage between the "merchant” state of Old Assyria and the Neo-
Assyrian Empire. This period is characterized by unique socio-economic and administrative-
political innovations and political dynamics. By moving from a City-State to a Territorial and
Regional Power, ASSur created a solid political system, which would later serve as the political
foundation of the Neo-Assyrian Empire (c. 934-607/605 BC). The main attention has been paid to
the most important domestic political factors that contributed to the Transformation of Assyria from
a City-state to a Territorial Kingdom. Methods and materials: Through the analysis of archaeological
material, administrative texts, and comparative studies, this research examines the interconnected
social, political, and economic systems that characterized Middle Assyrian society. The historical-
comparative research method was used in the work. The principle of comparison and contrast of this
method was used when studying the sources. Analysis: The methods of formation and development
of governing bodies in the early stages of statehood, as well as the system of governance of the
Assyrian state, are revealed and characterized. Results: During the Middle Assyrian period, AsSur
witnessed administrative and political innovations, the legal characterization of traditional norms,
and the emergence of transformed socio-economic institutions. It was these changes that were to
become the most important characteristic of Assyrian civilization in later centuries, as well as the
distinctive basis of its society.
