Abstract — As the cosmic beginning and the source of life, water had its primary place in the
ancient views of the other world. Since funerary rite was a social/community practice aimed at
overcoming death, the use of water in a number of rituals of this rite was natural. Spouted
vessels, large and small jugs, communicating vessels, and cups found in sepulchres are
indirect evidence of the sacrifice of different liquors/drinks. In Armenia’s Bronze and Iron
Age funeral rites, water was used in different ways, serving a common purpose - to ensure
the ritual purity of the deceased and promote his revival. Archaeological "data" about the use
of water are discussed according to different ceremonies - from the preparatory stage to the
honoring the memory of the deceased. The territory of the burial complex was cleaned with
water, ritual libations were performed, the body of the deceased was washed, a river pebble
symbolizing water was placed under the head of the deceased, a vessel with water was placed
in the hands or near the hands of the deceased, vessels with holes at the bottom and large
jugs used in the ritual system were installed in the burial chamber, etc. Water served not only
as a consolation for the deceased, but also as an essential remedy to assist the resurrec-
tion/revival of the dead. The findings of archaeological investigations of Bronze- and Iron-Age
burial grounds of the Armenian Highlands - from Kura-Arax culture to Cimmerian and Scy-
thian cultures, served as the basis for this investigation. Nevertheless, the sepulchral complexes
that played an essential role in shaping our views have wider temporal and spatial coverage.
