Abstract — The Early Bronze Age Kura-Araxes culture (approximately 35th/34th to 26th/25th
centuries BCE) burial sites, discovered through excavations that began more than a century ago,
now form a relatively significant group in the region. In Armenia alone, the number of these
burial sites approaches two hundred. Various researchers have made attempts to consolidate
the available data on early Bronze Age burials based on different criteria, considering both Ar-
menia and the entire region. However, with the recent discovery of new burial sites, the avai-
lable data has led to changes in their classification, and fresh insights are emerging in the study
of Kura-Araxes culture burials and burial practices. The article presented below focuses on a
tomb discovered in 2021 in the area of Dasht village, which is being discussed for the first time
in this work. This find adds important new information to the study of early Bronze Age burial
traditions in Armenia and the surrounding region. The analysis of this burial site is expected to
fill a significant gap in understanding the rare kurgans from this period, especially those with
collective burials. This tomb is particularly notable for its unique features and offers a fresh
perspective on burial practices in the Kura-Araxes culture. The detailed analysis of the finds and
the burial practices associated with this tomb can provide valuable information that will help
contextualize the site within the broader Kura-Araxes culture. This, in turn, will help refine and
expand the understanding of the Kura-Araxes burial system, providing new data that could be
instrumental in the classification of other similar sites. This discovery also promises to shed light
on the social and ritualistic aspects of early Bronze Age societies, offering a deeper understan-
ding of their funerary customs and the cultural significance of burial practices in this region.
