SARISSA AS ONE OF THE MOST SIGNIFICANT CENTERS IN THE WESTERN PART OF
THE ARMENIAN HIGHLAND (XVI-XII CENTURIES B.C.)

Abstract

The city of Sarissa was one of the most important centers of the western part of the
Hittite Empire. Geographically, the city was in the Armenian Highland. Archaeological
excavations in the territory of Sarissa provide a lot of important and interesting facts about
the cities of the eastern part of the Hittite Empire. Besides, the city was an important cult,
economic and military center of the region. Ceremonies and rituals of worship in honor of
one of the most important Hittite gods - Weather god of Sarissa, were held in the city. The
great king of Hatti himself also attended these events. After the fall of the Hittite Empire
Sarissa fell as well and only after several hundred years it was partially reconstructed.
According to archaeological data the settlement was permanently abandoned in the 6th
century BC.
