ORIENTATIONS OF STUDENT-READERS IN THE DIGITAL AGE
A Reading Perspective

The digitization of texts and the rise of network-based reading have given
birth to new trends in online reading. Humanity is entering a new era of reading-
what can be termed the “era of Internet reading.” The traditional concept of
“Homo Legens” is increasingly being replaced by “Homo Interneticus”-a human
who lives and functions within the digital realm. The Homo Sapiens is beginning
to read differently.

Compared to traditional reading, reading in the digital age differs signif-
icantly in terms of methods, scale, and characteristics. As a result, the strategies
for promoting reading must also evolve accordingly. The most significant change
lies in the separation between content and carrier, which has led to a complex
competitive relationship among various modes of reading. The same content can
now be delivered to users through multiple formats, platforms, and channels.

Libraries are at the forefront of this transformation and must first
address the diversity of carriers and media in order to effectively curate, deliver,
and integrate content for readers. With the expansion of digital reading and the
concurrent advancement of modern technologies and applications, increasingly
effective models for reading promotion are expected to emerge.

Whether the library can continue to fulfill its role as a mediator and
gatekeeper of knowledge, as it did in traditional society, largely depends on its
ability to promote reading and continuously enhance and improve its services.
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The process of attestation for library staff has recently been introduced
in Armenia following amendments to the national law on libraries and
librarianship. According to these changes, all librarians are now required to
undergo attestation through a training program approved by the competent
governmental authority. This is the first time in Armenian history that such a
requirement has been imposed on library employees.

The article is about the introduction of a new attestation (certification)
system for library staff in Armenia, which marks a significant shift in the
country’s approach to professional standards in the field of librarianship. It
provides historical background on attestation in Armenia (such as in public
service and education), explains what attestation means, and examines intern-
ational models of library staff attestation-specifically those in Russia, the United
States, and European Council countries.

The goal of the article is to inform readers about the new legal requi-
rement for attestation of Armenian library staff, explain what attestation entails,
why it matters, and what questions it raises, compare Armenia’s new approach
with international practices in order to offer perspective, guidance, and potential

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benchmarks, prepare the professional library community in Armenia for this
major change by promoting awareness and understanding of how attestation
supports professional development, standardization, and quality assurance in
librarianship.

In essence, the article seeks to contextualize and clarify a new policy in
Armenia by connecting it to global trends, encouraging thoughtful implementa-
tion, and addressing the concerns that naturally arise from such a foundational
change.

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Introduction:

The library staff is scheduled to be attested in Armenia. The
appropriate law of the Republic of Armenia, which pertains to libra-
ries and library work, was amended, as necessary. It was stipulated
that librarians must complete attestation by the training program
established by the competent government agency in the field of lib-
rarianship.

Not previously has the library staff been subjected to attes-
tation in Armenia. However, the process of attestation is not a new
practice in the RA. The first attestation procedure for government
employees was approved by the Armenian government in 20012 It
was deemed to be in full compliance with the reforms that were
being implemented in the field later in 20233. Therefore, a new
system of attestation for government employees was implemented.

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Teachers' Voluntary attestation was initially implemented in
Armenia in 20214 Additionally, it was designed to evaluate the pro-
fessional knowledge and skills of educators through testing, as was
previously mentioned.

Although the concept of teacher attestation was not new, it
was still employed during Soviet times. Conversely, library employ-
yees have never previously been required to submit an attestation.
Although this is a prevalent practice in certain countries, it is a new
development in the history of Armenia's libraries. Consequently,
there must be some questions and concerns about it. To answer
these questions, we must first understand what an attestation is.

So, what is an attestation?

Attestation / from Latin attestatio-Testimony / is the verifyca-
tion of the authenticity of a document and its signatures by a third
party who witnesses the signing and ensures that proper procedu-
res were followed. It is also an assessment process that determines
the professional level, knowledge, and skills of an employee or lear-
ner. It can be applied in education, public service, professional de-
velopment, and other areas.

The next questions to be asked are.

e Who should undergo the attestation?

e How will the attestation be carried out?

e How often should it take place?

e Will it be voluntary or mandatory?

There are many questions, especially since this is a new and
unclear concept. To gain a better understanding, we should look to
other countries that already have experience with library staff attes-
tation.

International practice of attestation or certification of
the library staff

Attestation Practices in Russia

The Federal Law "On Librarianship"® of 1994 of the Russian
Federation determines that librarians are subject to periodic attes-
tation. This was later approved by The Order of the Ministry of Cul-
ture of the Russian Federation which established the rules for con-
ducting the attestation. The document came into force in 2016 and
was published on the official Internet portal of legal information and
the official website of the Ministry of Culture of the Russian Fede-
ration®.

The attestation can be carried out in a traditional format or
a remote format.

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¢ The traditional attestation can be both in written form and
through an interview. During the testing together with the questions
referring to the professional knowledge of computer skills of the
applicants are also checked.

e Remote attestation involves the use of online questionnai-
res designed to assess the applicant's professional and computer
skills, ensuring they meet the requirements for the position.

Each library independently determines whether to imple-
ment a traditional or remote attestation program.

The attestation can also be regular or unscheduled.

Every five years, a regular attestation process is undertaken
to ensure librarians' compliance with the professional standards of
their positions.

A regular attestation process is conducted every five years
to confirm that librarians continue to meet the professional stan-
dards required for their positions.

For the attestation, a commission is formed consisting of at
least three members who make the following decisions regarding
the applicant's results.

e The applicant is confirmed in their current position;

e The applicant may retain their position but is required to
complete further professional training within the library;

e The applicant is deemed not to meet the requirements for
the position.

As attestation is carried out to validate library staff qualify-
cations, ensure compliance with their current positions, and deter-
mine the need for advanced training, the following categories of lib-
rary employees are subject to attestation.
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e Librarians of all positions;

e Heads of libraries;

¢ Methodologists of librarianship;

e Archivists and library specialists.

Based on the results of the attestation, the attestation com-
mittee decides whether the attested person corresponds to his/her
position.

Each librarian position has specific qualification characteris-
tics that must be met. These are as follows:

e Job Duties: Outlines the primary labour functions that may
be assigned-either in full or in part-to the employee holding the po-
sition. These functions are defined with regard to technological co-
herence and task interconnectivity, promoting optimal specialization
across the workforce.

e Knowledge Requirements: specifies the essential knowled-
ge required for the role. This includes both professional expertise
and familiarity with relevant regulatory legal acts as well as other
documents necessary for the effective performance of job duties.

e Qualification Requirements: defines the necessary level of
professional training and outlines the expectations for additional
professional development or advanced training as required for the
role.

After the attestation process, based on the grades received
by the employee, the commission members issue one of the follo-
wing four decisions:

e The employee meets the requirements of the current posi-
tion and is recommended for promotion;
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e The employee meets the requirements of the current po-
sition;

e The employee meets the requirements of the current
position conditionally, subject to one or both of the following:

e Completion of additional professional education in the
field of librarianship;

e Fulfillment of the requirements or recommendations set
forth by the Attestation Commission;

e The employee does not meet the requirements of the posi-
tion.

The U.S. Approach to Library Staff Certification and Ac-
creditation

In the USA, the development of formal accreditation and
certification for library staff has taken several decades, making it
difficult to pinpoint a specific starting point for U.S. libraries. Ini-
tially, the American Library Association (ALA) was responsible for
accrediting library programs, while certification for individual libra-
rians remained an open issue. The need for staff certification fre-
quently resurfaced in discussions.

In 1996, leaders from the ALA divisions, specifically the
Public Library Association and the Library Administration and Ma-
nagement Association, along with the board of the Association of
Specialized and Cooperative Library Agencies, approved a program
for Certified Public Library Administrators’. This decision reignited
the certification debate. However, a standardized nationwide certifi-
cation system has not been established, as each state has its requi-
rements for library staff. Nevertheless, educational and certification

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standards play a crucial role in guiding the broader profession
throughout the United States.

In the U.S., both certification and licensure assist employers
in evaluating the knowledge and skills of library staff. Certification
demonstrates a commitment to professional growth, while licensure
indicates that the state officially recognizes an individual's skills and
grants them the legal authority to practice. Certification is entirely
voluntary and available to anyone who seeks it, in contrast to licen-
sure, which is mandatory and enforced by government agencies.
Library employer requirements may vary significantly from state to
state. Different types of libraries require different certification ty-
pes:

- Public Librarian Certification3: Required for working in
public libraries. Most public librarian positions require a Master of
Library Science (MLS) or a Master of Library and Information Scie-
nce (MLIS) degree. Certification may be requirement for library
directors and administrators, but optional for general librarians.

- Academic Librarian Certification: Necessary for libra-
rians in colleges and universities. A master's degree in library
science (MLS), preferably from an American Library Association
(ALA) accredited school, is necessary for getting a position as an
academic librarian, although some positions may require an advan-
ced degree in a subject speciality.

- Special Librarian Certification: For librarians in specia-
lized libraries, such as law or medical libraries or librarians working

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in special libraries serving particular populations, such as the blind
and physically handicapped.

- School Librarian Certification: Required for librarians in
schools. According to the American Association for School Libra-
rians (AASL), the appropriate first professional degree for a school
librarian is either of the following:

e A master's degree from a program accredited by the
American Library Association (ALA)

e A master's degree with a speciality in school librarianship
from a program recognized by AASL in an educational unit accre-
dited by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education
(NCATE)

Some states require a Master's degree in Library Science
(MLS), while others may accept only certification or licensure. Re-
quirements for certification can also vary based on educational qua-
lifications and library types, leading to different standards for pu-
blic librarians, academic librarians, and school librarians. The most
notable difference among them is the educational requirement. The
certification criteria can differ significantly between states in several

ways:
- Not all states have certification programs or requirements.
- Certification may be mandatory or voluntary.
- It may apply to all library workers or only specific catego-
ries.

- Certification can be granted based on exams, portfolios, or
course evaluations.
- It may relate to individual career growth opportunities.
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While some libraries may only require a bachelor's degree
in Library Science or a related field-mostly referring to public lib-
raries-others necessitate a Master's degree accredited by the ALA.
Libraries that do not require a master's degree often offer different
levels of certification. Relevant work experience and continuing
education are also taken into account. States typically have laws go-
verning certification, and some may require certifications for all
levels of staff, only for librarians, or exclusively for directors. In so-
me cases, library staff must obtain certification for their library to
receive state funding or to participate in state retirement plans. The
purpose of these certifications may include legal requirements, skill
enhancement, or the need to practice. Regardless of whether a lib-
rarian holds a master's or bachelor's degree, continuing education-
such as attending conferences, webinars, and workshops-is man-
dated across all states. Ongoing education and certification are vital
in the profession, making it essential for librarians to stay updated
on continuing education requirements to maintain their knowledge
and skills in this ever-evolving field.

Recertification Requirements®:

A librarian's certification is valid for five years from the date
of issue. To renew the certificate, the librarian must submit a recer-
tification application to the state library and archives administrator,
along with proof of having satisfactorily completed either:

- Three semester credits in library science, including inst-
ruction in established core competencies; or

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- Forty-five hours of library-related continuing education,
also covering the core competencies.

State-Specific Certification Examples

Library Staff Certification Practices in European Coun-
cil Countries

In 1997, the Lisbon Recognition Convention', officially
known as the Convention on the Recognition of Qualifications
concerning Higher Education in the European Region, was adopted
in Lisbon, Portugal. This convention was ratified by all member
states of the Council of Europe and legally ensures that higher
education qualifications are recognized throughout the European
region. Each country's NARIC/ENIC center facilitates the recognition
of foreign degrees under this framework, which includes Armenia
as a member of the NARIC/ENIC network™.

Additionally, the Council of Europe plays a role in enhancing
the quality and professionalism of library staff across Europe. Orga-
nizations such as CILIP (Chartered Institute of Library and Informa-
tion Professionals) in the UK, as well as networks like Eurolib (Euro-
pean Institutions' Library Network) and LIBER (Association of Euro-
pean Research Libraries), have established standards and provided
certification or professional registration for library and information
professionals within and across European countries. However, each
Council of Europe member country determines its own library staff
certification standards independently.

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The requirements for library staff certification can vary sig-
nificantly from one country to another. While some countries man-
date periodic attestation for public library staff, others have imple-
mented special programs and exams.

Below are examples of specific systems for library staff qua-
lification and certification in various countries:

- Moldova: Requires to undergo attestation every five years
for public library staff. The certification procedure is organized by
the Ministry of Education, Culture, and Research in collaboration
with other authorities™.

- United Kingdom: Requires LIS degrees accredited by
CILIP (Chartered Institute of Library & Information Professionals).
Professional registration options include ACLIP (affiliate), MCLIP
(chartered member), and FCLIP (fellow)™. However, membership is
not mandatory to work in the library profession.

- Ireland: The Library Association of Ireland accredits cour-
ses and offers exams, diplomas, certifications, and recognizes quali-
fications. Typically, managerial roles in public libraries require an
MLIS or an equivalent qualification™.

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- France: The Ministry of Culture is developing a national
skills framework under an ongoing "Library Plan", which includes
access to competitions and structured training paths for library
staff™.

- Spain: Public library recruitment involves competitive civil
service exams'®, similar to those in France.

- Germany: Offers several career paths. The librarian role
typically requires a bachelor's or master's degree in LIS, plus comp-
letion of the Referendariat (a civil-service-style trainee program).
Alternatively, there is a vocational path, which involves a 2-3 year
apprenticeship. Foreign degrees must undergo a recognition pro-
cess for equivalency. Non-academic or library paraprofessional ro-
les may require only vocational training or an assistant-level qualifi-
cation'.

- Nordic Countries (Norway, Sweden, Finland)'®: In Nor-
way, work experience and computer skills, with a bachelor's or
master's degree in LIS required. In Sweden and Finland, a bache-
lor's degree in LIS is sufficient for many positions, though a mas-
ter's degree is preferred for roles in university libraries. There is
no single special professional body responsible for the certification

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of the library staff, and decisions are often made by individual insti-
tutions.

Bulgaria: LIS education is offered at the bachelor's, mas-
ter's, and doctoral levels. Students gain knowledge of European lib-
rary standards and quality management standards (ISO)'".

Summary

Many countries today have chosen higher education as a key
policy for future development, as it plays a crucial role in fostering
democracy. Libraries, being custodians of resources essential for
knowledge and education, have a significant role as sources of
information and learning. Therefore, it is not surprising that having
qualified and competent library staff, along with ongoing education,
are fundamental criteria for becoming a librarian.

To meet these needs, governments, institutions, and library
associations have developed standards and qualifications necessary
for modern librarians. In some countries, these programs are called
attestation, and in others, certification. But whatever the name,
their purpose is the same: to prepare qualified and competent libra-
ry staff who can meet the evolving needs of modern information
environments.

Attestation, certification, and licensure programs for libra-
rians have been created by governments or library associations in
various countries, based on national standards, traditions, and the
specific characteristics of their libraries. These programs can be
either voluntary or mandatory, with requirements that vary not only

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from country to country but sometimes between regions within the
same country.

In some countries, attestation is government-controlled and
regulated by law. It not only demonstrates a librarian's competency
and knowledge but also supports career advancement. In others,
certification is managed by library associations, which develop spe-
cific programs tailored to different librarian roles.

Some libraries require employees to hold degrees or have
certificates in library science. Because libraries can differ-public,
school, academic, and beyond-requirements may vary according to
the type of library and the specific position. In other words, many
nuances must be taken into account. Some libraries do not require
any certification. However, one thing remains consistent across all
libraries and related institutions: the importance of ongoing profes-
sional development. This can be achieved through online courses,
live and recorded webinars, panel discussions, workshops, and
more.

Armenia must develop its system of attestation or certifica-
tion. At the same time, since Armenia is part of the European
NARIC/ENIC network, its librarian qualification standards must align
with those of European countries-without contradicting national
priorities and practices. Researching and analyzing the experiences
and practices of other nations is essential for shaping Armenia's
standards in librarianship.

Whether these programs will successfully cultivate qualified
library staff-or become tools of manipulation-only time will tell.
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The printing of the first Armenian Bible by Voskan Yerevantsi in Ams-
terdam (1666-1668) marked a milestone in Armenian cultural and printing
history, elevating Armenian book production to an international level. Although
early Bible printings were few, they laid the foundation for the significant growth
seen in the 19th century, thanks to advances in printing technology. Each edition
reflected artistic and technical innovation, underscoring the Armenian
community's resilience in preserving its heritage.

Despite existing bibliographic lists, such as Armen Khachatryan’s 2016
compilation of 129 Armenian and Armenogram-Turkish Bibles, discoveries
continue to emerge, highlighting the field's ongoing relevance and the need for
further study. The research emphasizes the importance of digitizing these works
and creating a comprehensive Bible database, which would unify digital versions
from libraries and private collections worldwide, ensuring broader accessibility
and preservation of this rich tradition.
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Introduction:

Some events stand out in the history of Armenian printing,
which changed the printing course, bringing it to a new level of perfec-
tion. The printing of the first Armenian Bible between 1666 and 1668 is
a landmark event in the history of Armenian culture and printing. This
effort by Voskan Yerevantsi in Amsterdam elevated Armenian printing to
a new level of craftsmanship and international significance. The project
lasted over two years and was finally completed in October 1668, 154
years after the beginning of Armenian printing (hChuUL3UUL 2012,
536; L64NUL3UL 1958, 256). Attempts were made to print an Arme-
nian Bible before 1666, but the efforts were successful (FULEURGU-
PEUL 1914, 7-18).

The printing of the first Armenian Bible by Voskan Yerevantsi in
1666-1668 marked the beginning of a slow but steady increase in the
printing of Armenian Bibles, with growth accelerating over time. Al-
though the frequency of Bible printing did not increase rapidly at first -
only one edition was printed in the 17th century and two in the 18th
century - these early efforts laid the foundation for later developments.

By the 19th century, advancements in printing technology and
the broader spread of Armenian printing houses in the Armenian com-
munities allowed for a surge in Bible printing. This period saw unpre-
cedented growth in Armenian Bible editions, as printers could produce
books more efficiently and on a larger scale.

Each edition of the Bible stood out for its uniqueness, often
reflecting the latest innovations in printing techniques, typography, and
artistic design. These editions were not merely reproductions but usually
carried distinctive features that made them significant as religious texts
and as works of art. This evolution in Armenian Bible printing is a
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testament to the resilience of the Armenian community in preserving its
cultural and spiritual heritage across various regions, adapting to new
technologies while maintaining a deep connection to tradition.

The study of Armenian Bible printing is a rich and evolving field,
with scholars continuously discovering new Information about the con-
tent, typographical features, and historical context of these books. Des-
pite the long history of Armenian Bible printing, many questions remain
open, such as the exact number of editions printed, the locations of
these printings, and the identities of the printers involved.

The answers to the above questions can be found by studying
the collective bibliographic lists of Armenian books. Despite the existen-
ce of comprehensive bibliographic lists that document Armenian books,
including Bible editions, discoveries continue to surface, indicating that
the field is far from being fully explored. The appearance of previously
unknown Armenian Bibles, which have not been included in collective
bibliographic lists or have escaped researchers' attention, underscores
the need for ongoing investigation into this topic.

Armen Khachatryan's 2016 bibliographic list of 129 Bibles in
Armenian and Turkish with the Armenian alphabet, compiled for the
350th anniversary of the Armenian Bible, significantly contributed to
Armenian book studies. His work, based on the collective biographies of
Armenian books and the holdings of the National Library of Armenia,
remains an indispensable resource for scholars (FuU2USM3UL 2016,
16-35). This was a great help and support to researchers and remains a
vital source. However, subsequent bibliographic research has uncovered
additional Bible editions not included in the original list, expanding our
understanding of the scope and diversity of Armenian Bible printings.
Khachatryan's bibliography not only aids researchers in tracking down

known editions but also provides a foundation for further exploration,
encouraging scholars to continue identifying and cataloging previously
unknown Bible publications. This ongoing effort helps fill in the gaps in
the history of Armenian Bible printing, ensuring that discoveries are
incorporated into the collective understanding of this rich tradition.

Our research aims to bridge the history of Armenian Bible prin-
ting with the opportunities provided by modern digital technologies. By
creating a comprehensive "Bible" database, we envision a platform that
will combine digital versions of Armenian and Turkish Armenian alpha-
bet Bible books stored in various libraries and personal collections
worldwide.

"Bible" database’

In the era of rapid technological development, the preservation,
care, and transmission of Armenian books have indeed been transfor-
med (RUNFUN3UL 2002, 168): Traditional Armenian bibliography,
once dependent on printed catalogs and manual archiving, has evolved
to include digital resources. This shift has enabled a broader and more
flexible approach to bibliographic research, ensuring greater access and
preservation of Armenian cultural heritage.

Creating the "Bible" electronic database by the National Library
of Armenia is a significant initiative that reflects the ongoing efforts to
preserve and promote Armenian literary and religious heritage. The pro-
ject was initiated in May 2017 to commemorate the 350th anniversary of
printing the first Armenian Bible. This marked a vital step in digitizing

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important cultural texts and making them accessible to a broader au-
dience. By 2019, bibliographic descriptions of 64 Bible books and digital
versions were incorporated into the database. This initial phase provided
a solid foundation for the future growth and development of the resour-
ce. Unfortunately, adding new entries was interrupted due to technical
problems, which can often occur in large-scale projects of this nature.
Maintaining and updating such databases requires ongoing technical
support and resources. In 2023, the Fundamental Scientific Library of
the National Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Armenia resumed
efforts to replenish the database. This renewed commitment reflects a
recognition of the importance of this project and the desire to enhance
access to Armenian biblical literature.

The "Bible" electronic database serves as a valuable resource for
researchers and scholars and stands as a testament to the evolving
landscape of bibliographic research in the digital age. As it grows, it will
play an essential role in safeguarding and promoting Armenian cultural
heritage, ensuring these critical texts remain available for generations.

The goals of forming the database are:

1. The main goal is to unite all Bible books on one platform,
completing their printing history. By combining all Bible books into one
platform, researchers can access a comprehensive collection that ref-
lects the complete history of Armenian Bible printing. The same goal
could be achieved by using the tools of traditional bibliography, but as
we noted, the electronic database allows for ongoing updates and ad-
ditions. Traditional bibliographies can be limited by their physical format
and the resources required for publication, making it difficult to incor-
porate new findings. In contrast, an electronic database can quickly in-
tegrate new editions, discoveries, or corrections, ensuring that the Infor-
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mation remains current and relevant. As new editions emerge, tradi-
tional bibliographies can become outdated or incomplete. The electronic
database can proactively address these gaps, ensuring researchers have
access to the most comprehensive and accurate Information.

The history of Armenian printing indeed reflects the diaspora of
the Armenian people and their efforts to maintain their cultural identity
through literature, religion, and education, even outside the borders of
their homeland. The establishment of printing houses in various parts of
the world, especially during the 16th to 18th centuries, was crucial for
preserving and disseminating Armenian texts. However, they operated
independently of each other. Before the digital age, collecting Informa-
tion about various printers, their locations, and the books they produced
was labor-intensive. Researchers had to rely on physical archives, perso-
nal collections, and correspondence to collect data (NU4UL3UL 1988,
VII-XXV). Due to the geographical dispersion of Armenian communities,
records of printed works were often spread across different countries
and libraries, making it challenging to create a comprehensive bibliog-
raphy.

In the 21st century, when all major libraries in Armenia and the
world have already digitized or are continuing to digitize their collec-
tions, gathering Information about Armenian printed materials has be-
come much easier. This progress allows researchers to more effectively
trace the history of Armenian printing, especially regarding Bible publi-
cations, which hold great cultural and religious significance.

For example, the Armenian bibliographers provided Information
about the two Bibles printed in 1883 at the Poyachyan printing house in
Istanbul, which differed in pagination, illustrating the complexity and
richness of Armenian Bible publishing (NU4UL3UUL 1999, 316). The
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discovery of a third Bible printed in the same printing in the same year
in the Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin» Vatche and Tamar Manoukian
Matenadaran, with entirely different pagination, showcases the variations
that can exist even within the same printing house and year (UWUSNHhU-
oucnhL2 1883, 1010, 314) - another example. As a result of studies,
we found editions of the Bible printed in 1860, 1896, 1905, and 1913,
which were not included in existing bibliographic lists of Armenian
books. There are many examples, and they all prove that the printing of
Bibles had a broad geography, and we cannot consider the Information
about them complete to this day.

2. Collecting and preserving Armenian and Turkish Armenian
alphabet Bibles scattered worldwide is essential to avoid their loss and
ensure their accessibility for future generations. This effort focuses not
only on well-known Bibles but also on discovering lesser-known or
forgotten editions. Studying the collections of various libraries in Arme-
nia and worldwide to find well-known and previously unidentified Arme-
nian and Turkish in Armenian alphabet Bible editions is an essential step
toward preserving these valuable texts. The process involves thorough
research, bibliographic documentation, and fixing the exact location of
each discovered copy. The above examples already demonstrate the im-
portance of this work. However, this is still not enough. The physical
presence of each Armenian and Turkish in the Armenian alphabet Bible
in Armenian libraries is of great importance for preservation and access.
However, the challenges in acquiring these rare prints are considerable.
Many of these editions are scattered worldwide in libraries, private col-
lections, or auction houses, and they may be unique, expensive, or diffi-
cult to access. Digitization becomes an essential alternative when it is not
feasible to bring physical copies of these Bibles to Armenian libraries.
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High-quality digital copies can be created and stored in a “Bible” data-
base, ensuring the contents are preserved and accessible to scholars
and the public. While digital copies cannot replace physical books' tactile
and historical value, they play a vital role in preserving these works' con-
tent, structure, and beauty. This approach also prevents further deterio-
ration or loss. For example, let us present the bibliography, titled "The
Armenian Book in Turkey," in 2022, a step in preserving and studying
Armenian printed heritage in Turkey. This work, published by the Fun-
damental Scientific Library of NAS RA with support from the European
Union, highlights the Armenian printed materials stored in the Istanbul
Municipality Library. It should be noted that the study began in 2018,
marking a pivotal moment in uncovering and preserving a largely over-
looked part of Armenian history. During this process, researchers made
several notable discoveries: a) the discovery of new titles. It became ap-
parent that the library housed new names, works, and authors that had
not been previously documented in existing bibliographies of Armenian
printed materials. These discoveries have expanded the understanding
of the scope and richness of Armenian print culture in Turkey, b) limited
Information on known titles. For other works, only brief or fragmented
Information was preserved. While some of these books were known to
exist through secondary sources, they had not been seen physically for
decades or more. This indicated that the Armenian book collection in the
Istanbul Municipality Library held significant, forgotten works that were
inaccessible to previous generations of scholars. While studying the
Armenian print heritage at the Istanbul Municipality Library, researchers
discovered 2 Armenian Bibles (1881 and 1896) and 5 Turkish Armenian
alphabet Bibles (1873, 1878, 1892, 1900, and 1910). Information about
these Bibles had either been completely missing or briefly recorded be-
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fore this discovery. The significance of these findings lies in the fact that
they provide new insights into Armenian religious publishing traditions,
particularly the use of Armenian script to print Turkish-language texts -
a common practice among Armenians living in Ottoman Turkey. All
these rare Bibles were digitized to preserve their contents and included
in an electronic database, ensuring that they are accessible to resear-
chers and protected from potential loss. In addition to discovering new
titles, considerable focus is placed on uncovering and preserving new
copies of already-known names within Armenian printed heritage. This is
especially significant in the case of Bible scrolls found in foreign
collections. Identifying and preserving such scrolls hold national impor-
tance for Armenia, as they are crucial to safeguarding the country's rich
religious and cultural history. These scrolls, often unique or rare, repre-
sent a tangible connection to Armenian heritage and are vital for scho-
larly research and national identity. Efforts to locate and digitize these
samples, particularly in international collections, help ensure their pre-
servation for future generations.

Even in the libraries of Armenia, new examples of Bible books
continue to be discovered, further enriching the collection of already-
known works. In the last two years, notable discoveries were made in the
Fundamental Science Library of NAS RA, including a) a copy of the
Voskan’s Bible, one of the most critical early Armenian printed Bibles; b)
one copy of the Bible printed in Calcutta in 1817. These samples, howe-
ver, were incomplete and have not yet been given a full bibliographic
description. Their discovery adds to the ongoing effort to document and
preserve Armenian printed heritage and highlights the continued poten-
tial for finding historically significant works within even established
collections.

3. The online platform created for the digitized collection of
Armenian and Turkish in Armenian alphabet Bibles enables researchers
to conduct meaningful research by providing access to these rare works.
One of the key features of this platform is that it facilitates the study of
substantive differences between various printings of the Bible, which is
crucial for scholars. Bible printings often contain significant variations -
in translation, formatting, and textual notes - that can have substantial
implications for theological, historical, and linguistic studies. On the last
pages of many Bibles, there are handwritten references and annotations
made by previous owners or scribes. These notes are unique to each
copy and provide valuable insight into the history and fate of the book,
including details about its journey, ownership, and usage over time.

The platform allows researchers to compare different prints of
the Bible, both across various editions and between Armenian and
Turkish Armenian alphabet Bibles. This comparative capability helps
scholars trace textual changes and better understand the evolution of
Bible printing within the Armenian tradition.

The Voskan’s Bible, published between 1666 and 1668, is an ex-
cellent example of the complexities in Armenian Bible printings. It exists
in two versions, which showcase notable differences: a) one version has
834 pages, and b) the other version contains 808 pages. In the second
version, "The Prayer of Manasseh King of Judah" and "The Fourth Book
of Ezra" are missing (luU2USMN3UL 2018, 134-165). The differences in
these versions were acknowledged by scholars N. Voskanyan and K.
Korkotyan back in 1966 when a microtape of the second copy, sent by
Paul Zaven Ptukyan, became available to them (NU4UL3UL, 4NN4NS-
3UL 1966, 168-175). Although they discussed these discrepancies in
their article, they did not provide a separate bibliographic description
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for this particular copy in their bibliography, which limits its recognition
in academic circles. Through subsequent bibliographic searches, several
copies of the second version of Voskan’s Bible were located. Notably,
relevant pages were copied from a version held by the Patriarchate of
Jerusalem and included in the database. This effort highlights the on-
going work to document and preserve Armenian printed heritage,
ensuring that significant works like the Voskan’s Bible are accurately
represented and accessible for future research.

4 Digitize all prints and make them open access to everyone.
This initiative is a fantastic way to preserve and share valuable cultural
and historical materials, especially those stored in Armenian libraries
and worldwide. All materials included in the electronic database must
have digital versions. This includes both the digital versions of the Holy
Books stored in Armenian libraries and the books outside Armenia,
whose physical presence in Armenia is simply impossible. A bibliograp-
hic description must be attached to the digital material to make the
search more flexible.

Given the rapid pace of development of information technology,
which is changing the requirements, today, only scanning is no longer a
primary concern. It is essential to use Optical Character Recognition
tools. Unfortunately, in the case of Armenian, we face a problem becau-
se we have not yet achieved at least 99% accuracy in recognition. The
library plans to collaborate with Calfa?to address the challenges in
digitizing Armenian materials and improving search functionalities. Gi-
ven the complexity of digitizing non-Latin scripts and historical docu-
ments like Armenian, this partnership could be pivotal in overcoming

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those barriers. In this case, it will be possible to provide the user with
complete Information and easier means of searching.

5. The database enables statistical analysis. The ability to per-
form statistical analysis in the database on Bible printing is a powerful
tool, offering valuable insights into the historical spread of Armenian
Bibles. The system has search fields, which are essential to streamline
the research process and help users navigate the vast database of Ar-
menian Bible printings.

According to statistics, the Armenian Bible was printed in
around 15 countries, the first of which in ranking is Turkey (69 prin-
tings). Only 1 Bible was printed in Smyrna, and the remaining were prin-
ted in Istanbul. There was one print each in the Netherlands (Amster-
dam, 1666), India (Calcutta, 1817), Germany (Stuttgart, 1989), and
Belarus (Minsk, 2004). The place where the Armenian 11 Bibles were
printed is unknown. These books are physically missing, and their biblio-
graphic descriptions are incomplete.

The first Turkish in the Armenian alphabet Bible was published
in Turkey. The historical printing of such literature, especially spiritual
and church texts like the Bible, highlights the linguistic needs of Turkish-
speaking Armenians. In 1727, Mkhitar Sebastasi's book "The Door of
Grammar" was published in Venice, and it also included Turkish passa-
ges with Armenian letters. In 1842, In Smyrna, some parts of the Old
Testament were printed in Armenian-Turkish, and the complete Bible in
Armenian-Turkish was printed in 1859. To date, we do not have a full
bibliographic description of this printing of the Bible.

In 1733, Abbot Mkhitar printed the third Armenian Bible in
Venice. It stands out for its high print quality and the splendor of the
included images. There is evidence that in the Mkhitaryan Library in
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Vienna, there is an album of pictures in which the photos in this edition
of the Bible (without the original) are collected. The album consists of
157 sheets, on which there are images of different sizes with
inscriptions. Unlike the pictures in the book, there are no prints on the
backs of the photos collected in the album.

Let us also single out the Holy Bible printed by Hovhannes Zoh-
rapyan in Venice in 1805. In the same year, he published the Bible in 4
separate volumes.

Two Bibles were printed in Iran, specifically in Nor Jugha (New
Julfa). Armenian printing in Nor Julfa began in 1638. The first book
published in this location was "The Psalter," produced in the Monastery
of St. Amenaprkich in the same year, thanks to the efforts of Archbishop
Khachatur Kesaratsi. In 1650, Hovhannes Jughaetsi attempted to print a
Bible. However, the complete bibliographic description of this print
remains unknown. Evidence of this attempt is mentioned in the work
"History of Persia" by Khachatur Norjughayetsi (2NhLU3G3h 1905,
121), also on page 233 of "Azdarar" printed in India (URHUNUN 1795,
233) about this publication mentioned Theodik, who dated the publicca-
tion to 1650 and Garegin Galemkyaryan. Since the full bibliographic
description is missing, 1650 is indicated by a question mark in bibliog-
raphic lists. The second Bible was published in 1989 in Tehran.

Summary

The "Bible" electronic database is of strategic importance in
enhancing the study and accessibility of the Holy Scriptures. It offers
distinct advantages over traditional bibliographic lists by being flexible,
searchable, and incorporating both a bibliographic description and a
digital version of each item. This makes it a highly effective tool for
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scholars, students, and everyday readers who want to explore biblical
texts more easily.

Created using Greenstone, an open-source software designed
for building digital libraries, the database offers a user-friendly platform
that is accessible to all without time or geographical limitations. One of
its key contributions is its ability to serve as a repository for Armenian
printed Bibles, collecting all versions on a single platform, regardless of
where the physical copies are stored. This ensures that rare or otherwise
inaccessible editions of the Bible are available to a global audience.
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libraries not only collect and safeguard valuable materials but also facilitate
their targeted dissemination and usage. The implementation of UDC (Universal
Decimal Classification) and DOI (Digital Object Identifier) systems enhances the
classification of literature and increases the research results. Through the
application of OCR (Optical Character Recognition) technology, scanned
documents become editable and searchable, thus expanding their usability in
academic research. These processes significantly contribute to the dissemination
and enrichment of science. The purpose of this article is to present the working
principles of the Pan-Armenian Digital Library and its role in the context of
scientific advancement.

The American Board of Commissioners for Foreign Mission’s activities,
particularly in publishing and missionary education, had a significant cultural and
linguistic impact on diverse communities across the Ottoman Empire. The Board's
financial and logistical support facilitated the publication of a wide array of mate-
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rials in various languages and scripts - including Armenian, Armenogram Turkish,
Greek, Greek in Turkish script - tailored to the linguistic realities of local popula-
tions.

Among these, the Armenogram Turkish and Armenian-language mate-
rials produced for Armenian communities are essential. They serve as tools of
religious instruction and as rich documentary evidence of linguistic hybridity and
cultural interaction in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Recent digitization
efforts under the "Endangered Archives" project, funded by the British Library
and implemented in collaboration with SALT Research and the American Research
Institute in Turkey, have made a significant portion of this legacy accessible to
researchers worldwide. The digital collection includes rare newspapers (e.g., Ave-
daper and its Armenogram Turkish version), the journal Hay Patani, and an
extensive list of Armenian and Armenogram Turkish books. Notably, the database
includes 62 previously unknown titles - 18 in Armenogram Turkish and 44 in
Armenian - identified and cataloged during the project.

The availability of these materials not only enriches our understanding of
American missionary strategies and their cultural ramifications but also contri-
butes valuable resources for the study of multilingual print culture, minority edu-
cation, and the preservation of endangered textual heritage. This collection rep-
resents an important step toward reconstructing the transnational history of
missionary print networks and the intellectual life of non-Muslim communities
within the late Ottoman Empire.

The Bazmavep journal, as one of the longest-running periodicals in the
history of Armenian press, has played an exceptional role in the educational, spi-
ritual, and cultural development of Armenian society. The Mekhitarist fathers-
authors of the journal’s articles - inspired by the progressive ideas of their time,
sought through their selfless efforts to educate enlightened citizens endowed
with moral values. They placed particular emphasis on the upbringing of the
younger generation, viewing it as the cornerstone of national progress. Opera-
ting within the era of national revival, the journal’s authors were not only active
participants in this renaissance but also its ideological leaders. Their work was
grounded in the values of the Enlightenment, yet it did not seek to uproot tradi-
tion, thus ensuring the preservation of national identity within the educational
process. Today, as we revisit the ideas expressed in the pages of Bazmavep, we
can confidently assert that they are not merely reflections of their time, but also
valuable guidelines worthy of reassessment and application within the contempo-
rary discourse on education.

In early 2025, Armenia became the regional hub for meaningful
professional exchange in the library field, hosting a series of seminars
and webinars within the framework of the EU4Dialogue programme.

Organized jointly by the Armenian Library Association and the
National Library of Latvia, these events showcased the power of libraries
to act as open platforms that foster community engagement and cross-
cultural understanding.

A Strong Foundation for Collaboration

Since its launch in 2021, the EU-funded initiative “EU4Dialogue:
Improving exchanges across the divide through education and culture”
has promoted intercultural dialogue and professional development
across the South Caucasus and Moldova. Armenia has been a highly
active participant, with its librarians engaging in diverse training and
mobility programmes in Latvia.

A key highlight of this cooperation was the participation of 10
Armenian library and cultural professionals in the international summer

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school “Library as a Cultural Platform for the Community”, held in
August 2024 across five Latvian cities. The programme featured:

e Field visits to libraries, museums, and cultural institutions

e Thematic workshops on community engagement,

* Youth reading programmes

e Local history and heritage preservation

e Innovation in public libraries and participatory programming

Armenian participants represented a wide range of institutions,

including:

These
contributions not only enriched the summer school experience but also
highlighted Armenia’s evolving role as a proactive voice in regional
library development.

The experience deepened institutional connections and reinfor-
ced the value of mutual learning and cultural exchange in driving
sustainable progress in the library field across borders.

Armenian-Latvian Library Conference (February 19-20,
2025 | Yerevan)

The flagship event of the year, the “EU4Dialogue: Armenian-
Latvian Dialogue for Library Development” conference, brought toge-
ther library professionals, educators, and cultural actors for two days of
intensive and inspiring exchange. Held at the Khnko Aper National
Children’s Library and the Armenian Genocide Museum-Institute, the
event served as a meaningful milestone in strengthening cooperation
between Armenian and Latvian library communities.

In her opening address, Ruzan Tonoyan, President of the Ar-
menian Library Association, emphasized the rapidly evolving role of lib-
raries in addressing societal challenges—from promoting inclusive ser-
vices to leading the way in digital transformation. She underlined the vi-
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tal importance of sustained international partnerships in empowering
librarians to meet these challenges with professionalism and innovation.

The conference offered a diverse and dynamic programme of
presentations delivered by both Armenian and Latvian experts. Key
themes included:

¢ Inclusive library services for people with disabilities

e Accessible literature and assistive technologies

e Strategies for promoting reading among children, youth, and
adults

e Innovative public library programming and community
engagement initiatives

The seminar became a true and direct platform for experience
exchange, encouraging open dialogue, mutual learning, and collabora-
tive reflection on common goals.

Beyond the formal programme, the Latvian delegation was inv-
ited to participate in curated cultural visits to some of Armenia’s most
esteemed institutions, including the National Library of Armenia, the
Matenadaran - Mesrop Mashtots Institute of Ancient Manuscripts, the
Vache and Tamar Manoukian Matenadaran in Etchmiadzin, and local
municipal libraries. These visits deepened the delegation’s understand-
ding of Armenia’s rich literary and cultural heritage, while also opening
new avenues for institutional partnership.

The conference concluded with a certificate ceremony, symbo-
lizing not just participation but a renewed commitment to cross-border
cooperation in the library field. The atmosphere throughout the event
reflected a shared belief: that libraries, through collaboration and inno-
vation, can become powerful engines of inclusion, learning, and cultural
dialogue in our societies.
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Library for All - Latvia’s Inclusive Programmes (15 April
2025 | Webinar within National Library Week in Armenia)

As part of National Library Week celebrations in Armenia, the
Armenian Library Association organized an inspiring international we-
binar titled “Library for All: Inclusive Programmes of the National Libra-
ry of Latvia.” This online event served as a powerful demonstration of
how libraries can become truly welcoming, equitable, and empowering
spaces for all members of society.

The webinar brought together over 60 library professionals and
cultural workers from across Armenia, including participants from Ye-

tional Children’s Library. It provided a unique opportunity for Armenian

librarians to explore and learn from Latvia’s well-established inclusive
practices.
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The session was led by two distinguished specialists from the
National Library of Latvia, Kristine Kazakane and Liene Mukanene, who
are central figures in Latvia’s inclusion-focused library programming.
They introduced participants to the country’s flagship initiative, “Library
for All,” and shared the values that underpin it: accessibility, equity, and
active participation.

Through detailed presentations and real-life examples, the spea-
kers showcased:

¢ The strategic vision behind inclusive library development in
Latvia

e Tailored services for people with disabilities, seniors, and
other underrepresented groups

e The use of assistive technologies, barrier-free physical de-
sign, and inclusive content curation

e Staff training and institutional commitment to building
empathy-driven services

e Community partnerships and user engagement models that
ensure no one is left behind

Armenian participants engaged actively in the Q&A portion of
the webinar, exchanging perspectives on local challenges and exploring
how similar models could be adapted to the Armenian context. The
session sparked reflection and motivation, especially among librarians
working in regional settings who are eager to expand the scope of
inclusive services in their own institutions.

This event not only reinforced the spirit of Armenian-Latvian
cooperation, but also empowered Armenian library professionals to
rethink inclusivity not as a separate initiative, but as a core principle of
library service design. It underscored the idea that an inclusive library is
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not only physically accessible - but also socially responsive, emotionally
safe, and culturally respectful.

The webinar marked yet another step toward building a mo-
dern, inclusive library ecosystem in Armenia, informed by best practices
and enriched by international dialogue.

Building on this momentum, Armenia is taking steady steps
toward strengthening its library sector through collaboration, capacity-
building, and knowledge exchange. The Armenian-Latvian partnership
has laid the groundwork for more inclusive, innovative, and community-
oriented practices. As the outcomes of these initiatives continue to
unfold, Armenian libraries are well-positioned to further evolve as
accessible and engaged cultural spaces serving diverse audiences in the
