HOMELAND IN THE DIASPORA’S PERIODICALS

Abstract

The ethnic homeland holds a special place in the preservation of identity in the diaspora.
Perception of the homeland and connection with it play an essential role in the diasporic identity
construction. Homeland-diaspora relations may best reflected in ethnic media. In the era of
information technologies, geographically distant homeland can form and maintain identity in the
diaspora through ethnic media. The analysis of publications in press reveals the homeland perception
in the diaspora. The content analysis of the periodicals (2005-2010) of three Armenian communities
("Asbarez" in Los Angeles, "Alik" in Tehran, and "Noev Kovcheg" in Moscow) shows that ethnic press,
replicating materials about the homeland, promotes identity preservation, reproduction and
dissemination of ethno-cultural values, strengthens the sense of belonging to their ethnic community.
