APPLIED ARMENOLOGY

It is not a secret that the Armenians both in the fatherland and
in the Diaspora are facing existential challenges. It is the
undertaking/task of state, church, political, scientific and other
Armenian authorities and bodies to address these challenges.

Indeed, we face outstanding issues of state building and identity
in addition to demographic, linguistic, cultural, educational and
other concerns, as well as the agendas of the Armenian Genocide
and Artsakh matters. Armenology with its diverse study disciplines
may contribute in overcoming these challenges.

In this regard the role of applied Armenology is further
underpinned in the process of resolving outstanding pan-
Armenian and local issues.

As a matter of fact, in order to generate a strategic plan,
applied Armenology may become the base in analysing,
understanding and highlighting the current critical issues.

This is why Armenian studies should further orient field studies
with an eye to their applicability. This can be achieved through
further supporting and promoting extensive field studies
(investigations, observations, surveys, the collection, preservation
and cultivation of data, case studies, etc.). These will shed further
light on the nature of the above-mentioned basic issues.

The scientific, multifaceted, comparative and transparent study
and analysis of the material produced by field studies will enable
those responsible to assess the current actual situation in real
terms and to formulate and shape further objective strategies to
suggest to national decision making bodies that can then offer
relevant solutions based on valid data.

These field studies should be continuous, which infers that the
above-mentioned strategies and the progress of their application
and their corresponding resolution should be permenantly under
scientific observation and assessment.



To overcome the current challenges of the Armenian space an
interconnected, unified and harmonic collaboration is a must.
Likewise, relevant decision-making authorities and bodies of both
the Armenian State and the Diaspora ought to promote applied
Armenology, take realistic and applicable decisions as the basis
for policies, and modify and revise them whenever need be.

With such an approach, Armenology also becomes a renovating
factor of Armenian national life and plays its role in addressing
the existential challenges of the nation.
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
