Summary

Armenian-Latin and Armenian-Byzantine church relations became
noticeably more active in 1230-1240. This is evidenced by the
correspondence between Pope of Rome Gregory IX, Patriarch Germa-
nus Il of Constantinople and Manuel | with Catholicos of All Armenians
Kostandin | Bardzberdtsi, King of Cilician Armenia Hethum | and
Queen Zabel. As the study of documents shows, Armenian-Byzantine
and Armenian-Latin church relations were interconnected at that time.
In order to resist the Pope's demand to accept the primacy of the Latin
Patriarchate of Antioch, which was presented to the Armenian
Catholicos, Kostandin | Bardzberdtsi and Hethum | began negotiations
on an ecclesiastical union with the Emperor of Nicaea and with the
Greek Patriarch of Constantinople. The diplomatic efforts of the
Armenian side was crowned with success, as Gregory IX, worried about
the Armenian-Byzantine rapprochement, withdrew his demand.

Summary

Ahmed Cevdet Pasa (1822-1895) was a key figure in the 19™
century reforms of the Ottoman Empire. He was an intellectual,
statesman and historian known for his contributions to justice,
administration and education, historiography and politics. His works
reflect his views as a witness and participating statesman on Arme-
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nians and the Armenian question. In this article, we present one of
the reports written by Cevdet Pasa on the order of Sultan Abdul
Hamid 1l (1876-1909) to shed light on the attitude of a high-ranking
Ottoman official towards the Armenians.

Summary

An integral part of the Ottoman Empire's policy of persecuting the
Armenians was to change the demographic profile of Western Armenia
in favor of Turkish-Kurdish elements. The movements of the Armenian
population of Diarbekir province, including migration within the cou-
ntry, emigration (mainly to the USA at that time), as well as Islami-
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zation, which was also actual during the XIX century and especially
during the years of the Hamidian massacres, were the main causes that
affected the demographic profile of the area.

In other settlements of Western Armenia as well as in many
settlements of Diarbekir province, the main reasons for emigration
were the social, tax and religious discriminatory policies applied to the
Armenian population, the economic situation of the Armenian peasants,
the lack of ownership, violence, and the massacres that had been
implemented in the 1890s.

At the beginning of the XX century, the number of purely
Armenian settlements in Diarbekir province decreased. There were
many villages where a small number of Armenians lived. For example,
only a few of the settlements surrounding the city of Diarbekir had a
significant number of Armenians, while others, had only a few houses
with Armenian residents. However, despite the declining trends in the
Armenian population, a significant percentage of the population in
Diarbekir, as well as in other provinces, were still Armenians.

Summary

As a periodical with a national democratic orientation, “Joghovurd”
referred to the deplorable social, economic and political situation of
Armenian people and proposed measures to get them out of that
situation. The magazine focused on the coverage of important events in
the social and cultural life of the Egyptian-Armenian community and
regularly called for the employment of poor Egyptian-Armenians. In
addition, the magazine focused on the struggle of the Armenians after
the adoption of the law of 12 June 1903, calling on them to unite around
the Catholicos and continue the struggle within the law. The Egyptian-
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Armenian periodical was also concerned with the situation in Western
Armenia, reporting on the Sasun uprising in 1904. Unlike other
Egyptian-Armenian socio-political periodicals, which severely criticized
the anti-Armenian policy of the Ottoman authorities, “Joghovurd” was
content to report only some information about the situation of Western
Armenians.

Summary

In 1908, after the abolition of Abdul-Hamid’s despotic regime and
the coming to power of the Young Turks, the persecutions and
atrocities against the Western Armenians did not stop. From April
1909 the Turks organized the massacre of the Armenians of Cilicia.

The Catholicos of All Armenians, Gevorg V, who played a major
role in the discovery of the Armenian question in 1912, received
information about the massacre of Armenians in Western Armenia
from various sources. The Catholicos appealed to various state and
public European and Russian statesmen and public figures with the
request to prevent the massacre of the Western Armenians.

The purpose of the Catechism was to influence the Turkish
government through the great powers and make them stop the
massacre. However, the European countries and the Russian
government, guided by their own interests, were limited to diplomatic
steps and promises.

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Introduction

Nakhijevan, a district of the Republic of Armenia on the left bank
of the Araxes river, borders with Iran and has been an administrative
enclave since 1921. From 1828 to May 1918 it belonged to the Russian
Empire as a unit of the Armenian Region (Oblast) and the Yerevan
Province. In 1918, due to the collapse of the Tsarism and the rise of the
Bolsheviks in October 1917, Transcaucasia established its own
administration to withstand the social chaos and disintegration of the
Caucasus Front. Local Turks, supported by the Ottoman Army and
Baku nationalists, attempted to establish a separate administration
subordinated to Turkey or Baku but were unsuccessful during the
mutiny that occurred from 2 to 25 March 1918. After the Armistice of
Mudros, Armenia faced significant socio-economic problems. On 17-18
January 1919 these were further exacerbated by the fighting against the

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autonomous South-Western Caucasian Republic. This republic was
organized and controlled by the Ottoman Army and was ruled from
Kars by a Muslim shura composed of the local Ottoman dwellers (who
were not Tatars of the Eastern Transcaucasia'). Nakhijevan was
proclaimed to be a constituent part of the republic. The shura
neglected the clauses of the Armistice of Mudros that led to an open
hostility of Armenia and the Entente Powers. Moreover, the Yerevan
government was opposed by the Nakhijevan Muslim Council itself.

It should be added that the British adopted an anti-Armenian
stance from the very beginning: on 15 January 1919, they supported
the Baku nominee as a temporary Governor-General of Karabakh, with
its 95% Armenian population. Naturally, this person encountered
stubborn resistance.? Then, on 29 and 12 January 1919, the British
replaced with their forces two pro-Turkish puppet units: the short-lived
Republic of Arasdayan (Araxes) (5 December 1918 — 17 January 1919)
and the Kars shura. They took necessary measures to push back the 9"
Turkey Army to the border of 1914.

Since the British authoroties replaced Armenians in Nakhijevan on
3 February and then regained control over the region on 3 May, it’s
essential to clarify the duration of the British governorship there, the
role of the Armenian administration in the district, and the reasons why
it ended so abruptly on 25 July 1919, with such tragic consequences. |

The British involvement in Armenia-Turkish Military
Withstand

On 26 January 1919 General G.T. Forestier-Walker informed the
Armenian Prime Minister that he had stopped the fighting between the
Republican and Tatar-Ottoman forces in Nakhijevan, cancelled the
plenary powers of the Armenian Governor G. Shelkovnikian, who had
been appointed by his Cabinet on 14 January, and instead appointed
Lieutenant Colonel F.E. Laughton as the British Military Governor.® On
3 February 1919 the latter signed an agreement with the Armenian
Foreign Minister S. Tigranian, stipulating that Armenian troops would
remain in Davalu but withdraw to the north of the river Uva.* The
British army remained in the region untill 7 June 1919, when it was
evacuated as part of the general withdrawal from Transcaucasia. This
withdrawal, with the transition from British to Armenian rule in

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Nakhijevan, was decided on 6-30 April and then executed on 3-20
May 1919.5

After Mudros, the British deployed their forces in Baku, Batum,
Tiflis, Kars (12 January — 8 June 1919), Shushi and Yerevan (7 February
— 28 August 1919), where they stationed their Southern Command of
the 27" Division from 4 April to 14 June.® The presence of British
forces served multiple purposes: 1) to exploit the natural resources,
economic and strategic advantages of Transcaucasia, 2) to safeguard
their routes towards India, and 3) to prevent the restoration of any
Russian influence to the south of the Caucasus range. They also strived
to counter the Bolshevik propaganda in Turkey and Iran. Generally, the
main Entente powers followed their secret agreements of 1915-1916 to
avoid unnecessary conflicts.

Furthermore, the British governorship in Nakhijevan (which lasted
only from 3 February to 3 May 1919), with its troops stationed since 15
February’ of the same year, preserved peace and stability in the
district. The soldiers kept order and had a reasonable degree of
control over the situation, although they left the area well before the
final decision of the Paris Peace Conference. However, on 13 May 1919
Nakhijevan was transferred to Armenia by British General K.M. Davie

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on behalf of all Allies, and the Paris Conference always regarded all
Yerevan Province as a indubitable part of the Republic of Armenia.®
Two British Governors, Lieutenant Colonels F.E. Laughton J.C.
Simpson, commanded a battalion here.® And the Armenian govern-
ment worked urdently to control this very important region.

The Armenian Entrance to Sharur-Nakhijevan

The British decision to withdraw from Nakhijevan, announced by
the Commander-in-Chief of the British forces in Transcaucasia Major
General W.M. Thomson to the Prime Minister of Armenia H.
Kajaznuni, in a letter of 6 April 1919, created a new danger of inter-
ethnic strife affecting from 54,209 to 83,374 local Armenians and
refugees.” The Armenian government discussed the matter and agreed
to General Thomson’s note of 14 April, which assigned the district to
Armenia. On 17 April the Minister of the Interior A. Khatisian consulted
with General Davie in Alexandropol, and D. Kanayan had drafted a
plan discussed by Davie and Governor Simpson two days later.
Although this scheme was elaborated by a special committee in
cooperation with Khatisian, governor-to-be Gevorg Varshamian and

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War Minister General H. Hakhverdian,’? Drastamat Kanayan (Dro) was
its main author.

He wanted to incorporate Sharur-Nakhijevan in three stages:
«Davalu and the rest of the Vedichai-Sadarak zone [on] May 1-5, Bash-
Norashen to Nakhichevan [on] May 5-10, Nakhichevan to Ordubad and
Agulis [on] May 10-15. The 1/2 Rajputs® move into Sadarak and stand
guard along the railway from that pivotal village to Nakhichevan, a
distance of some 40 miles. British observers should be sent to the
occupied settlements to witness that he is treating all nationalities
equally, as he intends to disarm the entire population irrespective of
race».

Having accepted the Armenian scheme, General Davie informed
the Prime Minister on 24 April that the integration of Nakhijevan was to
begin on 1 May 1919. Military Governor J. Simpson was ordered to
send 100 soldiers each into the villages Davalu, Sadarak, Yaidji and
Jagri to keep them under the control. The Armenian detachment
included 2,000 infantrymen, 4 field guns and 4 squadrons of cavalry.'®
This work was completed on 30 April, when General G. Milne,
Commander-in-Chief of the Black Sea Army, visited Yerevan. During
his meeting with acting Prime Minister A. Khatisian, General Milne
informed that his troops would be withdrawn from Nakhijevan in three

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weeks. General Thomson demanded that the entry into the region had
to be be peacefull and the entire operation had to be carried out with
the direct participation of General Davie.'®

Then, on 3 May 1919, Gevorg Varshamian was appointed
Governor of the Nakhijevan Region (Oblast) by acting Minister of the
Interior, S. Manasyan, and Khatisian met with General Thomson in
Tiflis. The British threatened to ban the repatriation of Armenians into
Nakhijevan if their Artsakh compatriots did not not surrender to the
Governor from Baku. However, this threat proved ineffective. Khatisian
described his policy as identical to the Turkish one and categorically
refused to discuss any conditions.!” On the same day, General Davie
and Commander of the Yerevan District D. Kanayan issued a joint
«Order to the Population of the Nakhijevan District».*® This document,
called «The Davie-Dro Declaration», began: “The War is finished, the
suffering and torture of the people must come to an end”, because the
Yerevan detachment headed by Kanayan had come to ensure peace for
all inhabitants. The Commander of the Yerevan District demanded
absolute discipline from his men. He appealed: “I am also addressing
you, inhabitants of Nakhichevan. | have come to Nakhichevan with my
troops on the order of my government and the Allies to bring back to
their homes both Armenian and Muslim refugees”.

So, the Armenians returned home to cultivate their fields and to
restore a peaceful life without racial or religious prejudice. Every
soldier and militaman had to protect every life and property, to
maintain good neighborhood, freedom and equality. However, all the

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lands confiscated from Armenians had to be returned to their owners,
government instructions had to be obeyed and the Transcaucasian
banknotes, called Bones, were put into obligatory circulation, since the
local population widely employed Turkish currency. There would be no
requisitions, and the army’s purchases would be paid for in cash.
Otherwise, his servicemen (soldiers) would face martial law.

However, Thomson created new obstacles. That's why General
Davie and A. Khatisian made their urgent trip to Tiflis from 8 to 11
May. The matter is that the British strived to counterweight the
Armenian success at Nakhijevan by subordinating of Zangezur to Baku.
On 9 May 1919 one of his colleagues went to Goris with armoured cars
where he received a reply that Armenians would fights any British
troops in case they tried such a thing.!®* W. Thomson then blackmailed
that he would forbid Armenian repatriation in Nakhijevan if the
Yerevan Government didn’t surrender Karabakh with Zangezur. On 7
May 1919, through written communication and during the meetings on
9-10 May in Tiflis, Khatisian and General Davie neutralized Thomson’s
reluctance. Acting Prime Minister Khatisian angrily explained that he
had no control over the Regional Council in Zangezur. General Davie
added in a letter to Thomson of 7 May: “As to the question of
suspending the movement into the Nakhichevan area, | feel strongly
that this will be fatal to our prestige and will have a disastrous effect on
the situation amongst the Tartar population not only in the
Nakhichevan but also in the Kars area. | beg that the repatriation and
advance be allowed to continue as arranged. If this is suspended, it will

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affect ...the refugees, the Army and the very existence of the Armenian
government itself. | cannot urge this too strongly”.%°

Finally, they obtained Thomson’s consent and returned to Armenia
on 12 May. On 14 May 1919 General Davie, Khatisian, Governor G.
Varshamian and other officials had entered the city of Nakhijevan.
Then came the expeditionary force and 50,000 refugees; 8,000 more
had died of hunger and deprivation.? The newcomers were greeted by
Lieutenant-Colonel Simpson, the Rajput guard of honour and Kerbalay
Ali Khan Nakhichevanski,? the former local war minister and a Colonel
of the Russian Army, along with other members of the Muslim Council.

“When Davie announced that Sharur and Nakhijevan were to be
temporarily united with the Armenian Republic by decision of the Great
Powers”, decried the injustice. On 16 May he and his team declared
that they would work only with a civilian governor without other
Armenian officials and categorically forbade any repatriation. Then
Khatisian promised at the session of the Muslim National Council to
establish a mixed administration with a Muslim Assistant Governor. He
explained that Armenian troops would only maintain order, but the
right of Armenian refugees to reclaim their properties to reclaim their
property was inviolable.. He also proclaimed “a new era of friendly
relations” and Davie repeatedly cited “His Majesty’s Government”.?® As
a result the local ring-leaders obeyed.

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A week later, on 20 May 1919, 2,000 Armenian infantrymen
under Major General G.H. Shelkovnikian, with 4 field guns and 4
cavalry squadrons, including the steadfast Sasun squadron led by
Mushegh Avetisian, entered Nakhijevan. On 4 June the Armenian
government united the Sharur-Daralagyaz and Nakhijevan districts into
a short-lived Governorate-General under the leadership of
Shelkovnikian.?*

Since April this administrative unit had been subdivided into the
districts of Goghtan (Ordubad), Nakhijevan, and Sharur, with their
respective administrative centres in Agulis, Nakhijevan, and Bash-
Norashen.”® Regarding the events in May and June, the British
Armenian historian Acaby Nassibian noted that the fate of this district
was decided not by the Muslim rebellion of 20-25 July, led by Turkish
officers, but elsewhere. She meant that this outcome was produced in
London, where politicians understood the vulnerability?® The politicians
in London understood the vulnerability of Armenia and realized that
the withdrawal of their troops would lead to catastrophic bloodshed in
the region. So it came as no surprize to the British policymakers in
London and Paris that the fierce fighting in the district in July was far
beyond the strength of the Armenian Army. With the retreat of the
British detachments, this newly formed state had to endure an
extremely hard time of Tatar and Turkish warfare all over its territory,
from Kars till Zangezur, Karabakh and at Vedi-Basar, 20 miles from
the capital.

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Armenian Governorship and its problems

The Armenian administration of Nakhijevan clearly saw that
Kerbalay Ali Khan Nakhichevanski, Samed Bey Jamillinski eagerly
obeyed orders of the Ottoman colonel Halil Bey. As G. Makhmourian
notes: In the middle of April 1919 the Ottoman High Command “sent
Halil on a mission to Nakhijevan; he was appointed chief of staff of all
Muslim forces in this district. He was supported with money,
ammunition and up to 3,000 soldiers from the Turkish 11" Caucasus
Infantry Division quartered in Bayazet. The local population was
obliged to undergo military training, and those villages which were not
eager to fight, were suppressed”.?’

Dro reasonably asserted that he had to control Kars with
Nakhijevan in order to keep Yerevan secure. And when the British
Army Command became aware of the intense Pan-Turanian activity in
these two regions, it arranged for their additional inclusion in the
Republic of Armenia. By order of 4 April 1919, General K.M. Davie was
appointed to lead the Southern Command of the 27" Division. His
sector included Yerevan, the neutral zone of Borchalu, entire
Nakhijevan and the Province of Kars. Forty nine Imperial officers were
put in charge of the troops in this area. Davie was instructed to hand
over Kars Province and Nakhijevan to the Armenian government untill
the final settlement at the Paris Peace Conference.®

The British were aware that the Muslim Council of Kars had never
cut connections with the 9™ Ottoman Army quartered at Erzerum. Due
to their total disobedience, the “Autonomous South-West Caucasus
Provisional Government” and all Turkish officers were arrested on 12
April 1919, and deported. On 19 April Kars Province was handed over
to the Armenian Governor S. Korganian. The Turkish population

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welcomed the repatriation of Armenians and remained quiet even
sending a letter of gratitude.?®

Regarding Sharur-Nakhijevan, the Armenian government planned
to incorporate this fortress of Yerevan into the Republic as one of its
provinces. Besides, the Armenian leaders strived to reach the borders
of Iran, to exploit the railway Yerevan — Julfa and thus to keep the
southern gate of international trade safe and secure. Their installation
in the district was paralleled with the quick (rapid) evacuation of the
British troops, though it was evident that the Armenian army,
administration and refugees needed time to accommodate (adjust).
Despite this, the Armenian Governor Varshamian had only two weeks
of stability. On 1 June 1919 the Colonel J. Simpson’s battalion
headquarters departed from (left) Nakhijevan. The total evacuation of
the British troops had been completed on 7 June 1919.

The Armenian administration had to deal with the grave problem
of repatriation. Approximately 50,000 souls streamed back to their
native villages, where they were not welcomed by Muslims, who had to
return all the grabbed lands and property to their former Armenian
owners. At the same time, most of refugees disregarded government’s
efforts to regulate the repatriation, although the government provided
all assistance it could. The Cabinet allocated one million rubles to stock
food and supplies at stations along the routes of return; a special
committee of the Parliament appointed administrative commissars for
each reoccupied village, district, and county. A mounted militia of 100-
200 men was organized for each county. It selected officials to arrange
the resettlement of refugees. Roadside rest, food, and medical stations
were established to keep these people on the main roads in order to
avoid incidents. In the first stage, only native inhabitants could return.
After that, the commissars were to determine the remaining vacant

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land for the repatriation of other refugees as well. In addition, the
Parliament appointed its own commissars, native to each of the
affected districts, to act as the highest authority during the reparation
operations.*°

On 6 June 1919 the government also joined the district of
Daralagyaz to the province of Nakhijevan. The capital of the province
was credited with 15,000 rubles and from 14 June to 10 July 1919 this
new unit was guided by the Governor General G. Shelkovnikian.® It did
not help, as the main problem of the authorities was their military
weakness: Armenians desperately needed foreign armed assistance.
Though the locals were divided “into rival groups of Turks, Tatars and
Kurds, almost all were united in irreconcilability to the alien Armenian
Government, - notes Prof. R. Hovannisian. - ...The departure of the
small but awe-inspiring British contingents ... gave reason to believe
that the Armenia’s good fortune would not last long”.*? His opinion was
proved by the reports of 12 and 15 June from the Chief of Staff of the
Yerevan Detachment, Captain S. Pritomanov; from General H.
Hakhverdian; and by the letter of 3 July 1919 from D. Kanayan to the
Minister of the Interior S. Manasyan.

Captain S. Pritomanov informed that Muslims from the city of
Nakhijevan under the command of Kerbalay enlisted volunteers and
prepared for mobilization. They attacked Armenian soldiers near Ulnia-
Norashen and Shahtakht and took six women and one man captive
from the villages of Sultan-Bek and Badamlu. In other villages
(Dasharkh, Engija) they propagated to prepare for an insurrection.
Chief of Staff of the Commander-in-Chief of the Armenian Army, Major
General Hakhverdian told about three officers from Baku, who

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consulted the leader of the Nakhijevan Muslim Council Sultanbekov in
Engija, delivered 2,000 infantrymen and 2 cannons to this village and
prepared a large-scale uprising in the district. In his turn, Commander
of the Yerevan detachment wrote that there were no Armenian judicial
bodies in Sharur; the district commissar could not visit the Muslim
villages and was completely disregarded. Kanayan required to send
more civil officials and military units to this area.®®

As for the Diplomatic Representative of Azerbaijan in Erevan,
Mohammed Khan Tekinskiy, he emphasized in his telegram to the
Foreign Minister M. Yu. Jafarov on June 22 that “Armenia was the only
veritable enemy of Azerbaijan. The future of the nation summoned the
Republic of Azerbaijan to rise”. However, “whether the barriers
between Russian Armenia and Turkish Armenia would be lifted was
incumbent upon the decisions of the Paris Peace Conference and the
actions of the Allied Powers.” (it would be stylistically better to leave a
passage as one quote)** Taking into account that Ottoman Turks and
Tatars of the region prepared to fight as a combined force, the
conditions for Armenians were worsening every day.

Armenian Administration in the District of Nakhijevan

The Armenian administration in Nakhijevan tried to establish
peaceful inter-ethnic relations. A resident of Agulis, H. Hakhnazarian,
witnessed that after a short visit of six British officers to their city at the
beginning of March 1919, these relations improved considerably
everywhere.® Later on, “when the district of Nakhijevan became part

The inhabitants of the
township gave [him] a splendid welcome. ...Vahab Effendi, who worked
as a teacher in the Turkish quarter of Agulis, conveyed the obsequious
obedience of all the local Turks to the Armenian authorities”.*® As we
see, people wanted and could leave peacefully under the Erevan-
appointed administration without any deleterious influence from
outside.

We should note that repatriation of about 50,000 souls included
provision of seeds, repair of the devastated houses, establishment of
ceramic and carpentry workshops, etc. Thus, General Inspector of
Sharur-Nakhijevan Aram Makarian reported that by 28 May 1919 his
administration had opened a hospital, several mills and food stations in
Bash-Norashen, Khanlukhlar and Nakhijevan. The station in Nakhijevan
provided food for 150 Armenians and 150 Turks equally since 15 May
1919; the station in Khanukhlar fed additionally 176 people from the
Assyrian village of Siagut. Each received 675 grams of bread and one
fish daily. On 27 May the Mayor of Nakhijevan had a conversation with
Varshamian and expressed his willingness to obey Erevan’s
instructions. He was informed of the future general elections in the city
on the condition, that the Muslim and Armenian sides would each elect
8 representatives. The mayor’s promises contradicted to the situation
in the city, where the entire Armenian quarter had been destroyed and
its European-style buildings had been pulled down to basis. All its

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hospitals, schools and churches were demolished and preserved bloody
stains on the walls. A lot of damage was inflicted after 3 May 1919, but
the British authorities did not prevent these actions.*’

Although the officials appointed by Erevan tried to establish peace
and cooperation, the situation deteriorated as the the Ottoman Army
prepared to attack. This new Turkish-Tatar mutiny took place from 20
to 25 July 1919. Well-coordinated and fierce fighting took Armenian
civilians and soldiers unaware. The operation was led by Hall bey in
Sharur with 30 Turkish officers (including gunners) all around the
province, who were commissioned from Erzerum. The rulers of Baku
appointed officers and allocated 25 million Russian gold rubles. As a
result, the Army of the Republic of Armenia lost 26 officers and 200
privates, and withdrew after six days of intensive fire, while the Tatar-
Turkish bands demolished 45 villages and killed 10,000-12,000
people.®® After 25 July 1919, there was no Armenian administration in
this country. In August 1919 Samed bey Jamalinskiy was appointed the
local Governor General, while Halil bey, Commander-in-Chief of the
Tatar troops, asked for new officers from Erzerum.*°

The U.S. Vice-Consul H.A. Doolittle reported to his Diplomatic
Mission at Paris: “The Turks apparently intend the total extermination
of the Armenian race. Turkish emissaries inspire (are stirring up) the
warlike attitude of Azerbaijan and are arousing the Tartars in the
districts south-east of Erivan along the Persian border where Tartar
forces have been massing for some time, with the purpose, according
to information received by Armenian government, to totally wipe out or
drive away Christian population and to connect up Turkey and

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Azerbaijan by means of a broad Mohammedan belt”.*° G.
Makhmourian presents archival records on victims: “The British and
especially the American Relief officers, who fled Persia from this city
on July 28, 1919, had testified the tremendous quantity of beheaded
and mutilated human corpses in the river of Araxes at the bridge of
Jugha. All tributaries of the river had been blocked up by the dead
bodies. American establishments and warehouses all around the district
had been robbed and destroyed”.*

This revolt against the Armenian authorities continued until August
1919, when the U. S. Colonel William Haskell, the High Commissioner
to Armenia appointed by the Paris Peace Conference, arrived in
Yerevan on 21 August. He negotiated an American General
Governorship in Nakhijevan and signed a draft agreement with the
Prime Minister in Baku on 29 August 1919 to administer the neutral
zone of Sharur-Daralagyaz and Nakhijevan under an American
Governor General.*> However, (due to the lack of a military force,) only
relief officers were accommodated in the area. This situation preserved
until 12-25 July 1920, when the Armenian detachment under General
Shelkovnikian implemented its military expedition to Sharur-
Nakhijevan. This new, successful process was drastically altered by the
Red Army intervention and by the subsequent Treaties of Moscow and
Kars signed in 1921.

To summarize, the Armenian Governorship at Nakhijevan from 3
May to 25 July 1919 was overthrown by the Muslim National Council in
cooperation with the Ottoman army and the official Baku. The latter
strived to occupy and annex everything it could, regardless of ethnic

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composition or history. The only thing that mattered was military
advantage. The Paris Peace Conference never considered Nakhijevan
to be Ottoman or Azerbaijani territory. However, the local Muslim
National Council had remained active since July 1918 and gained much
from the sovietization of Azerbaijan in April 1920.

According to the right opinion of the young scholar A. Eprikyan,
the Republic of Armenia did not have enough strength to set up its
control over Nakhijevan; when the British forces withdrew, the
Armenian authorities could operate only in the main cities or villages.
Within just two and a half months of Armenian administration and one
a half months after the British withdrawal the Erevan officials were
forcefully ousted by the Turkish-Tartar mutiny.*3

Conclusion

The British troops did not complete their main task of securing
peace and safety of Armenians. They withdrew when they decided to,
clearly realizing that the Armenians in Nakhijevan would be attacked
without meanings to preserve their administration. Thus, they were
diplomatically pro-Armenian, but in realpolitik anti-Armenian. It is not
correct that the British governorship lasted from January 26 to June 1
1919. Since their order urged a protest from official Yerevan, this
governorship lasted from February 3 to May 3 1919. And the Armenian
governorship functioned from May 3 to July 251919. The Republic of
Armenia did everything to protect and revive its district, but it didn’t
get any reliable allies or protectors. The assistance given to his
Republic was constantly too few and too late to withstand the active
intrusion of Baku and the Ottoman Army. The local Tatar and Kurdish
population, which feared repatriation of Armenian refugees and

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restitution of their land and property, took up arms to prevent this
process.

Besides, the Armenian governorship had a precarious material
and political basis but its Army was quite limited. The Tatar and
Kurdish majority in Sharur-Nakhijevan was aggravated by the
massacres committed by the regular Ottoman Army and the local
population in July — August 1918 when large numbers of the Armenian
population were killed and around 100,000 were expelled from their
homes. When the British support was weak during their own rule,
Russia was in the civil war and isolated from Armenia, including
Nakhijevan. Although we know that a military expedition to this district
under General Shelkovnikian on 12-25 July 1920 was interrupted by
the Russian Red Army, after the local council had twice announced its
capitulation with subordination to the Erevan government on 20 and 25
July.

In 1918-1920 the local Muslim Council in Sharur and Nakhijevan
benefited to the full from Turkish assistance. The only hope for Erevan
in the second half of 1919 remained the joint assistance of the Paris
Peace Conference, which sent the U. S. Colonel W. Haskell as High
Commissioner to Armenia to establish peaceful coexistence, combined
with the neutral Nakhijevan district as American Governorship General.

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Introduction

Nikol Aghbalian (1873-1947) was Minister of Public Education and
Culture of the First Republic of Armenia for less than a year, but he
built a remarkable legacy, as outlined in the following pages, based on
published documents and press materials.*

For more than half a century, from the 1890s until his death,
Aghbalian polished and developed his multifaceted personality as an
experienced educator, an accomplished Eastern Armenian literary
critic, a skilled philologist and linguist, a conscientious party worker,
and a well-forged publicist and editor. In a letter addressed to poet
Hovhannes Tumanian in 1904, Aghbalian, then 29-years-old, quoted
the lines of another poet, Avetik Isahakian (“The lute does not allow me

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to become a warrior, / The sword doesn’t allow me to become a
troubadour”), to add his own interpretation: “Now it has become mine:
teaching doesn’t allow me to become a writer; writing doesn’t allow me
to become a breadwinner...”? In the same year 1904, Aghbalian,
already a member of the Armenian Revolutionary Federation, had
become well-known as a disciplined party worker and a talented public
speaker. For more than a decade, his educational, intellectual, public,
and editorial activities went hand by hand until the member of the
Armenian National Council who had handwritten the Declaration of
Independence on May 30, 1918, was elected a representative to the
Council (Parliament) of the first Republic of Armenia in August 1918.

Ministerial activities

In this century of specialization and quest for continuous
certification, it is noteworthy that Aghbalian’s qualifications were
summed up by his diploma from the Nersessian Lyceum of Tiflis and
his two years at the Gevorgian Lyceum of Holy Etchmiadzin. He also
attended he followed university courses in Moscow (1899-1900),
Lausanne and Paris (1906-1907), but without graduating. Aghbalian,
who finished the plan of founding — and practically founded — Yerevan
State University, did not have university degree to back up his extensive
educational experience, administrative abilities, and encyclopedic
knowledge. However, after the coalition government of the Armenian
Revolutionary Federation and the Armenian Populist Party came to an
end in June 1919, he was the best candidate for the portfolio of
Minister of Public Education and Culture, which he fulfilled until the
government reshuffle that came during the Bolshevik uprising of May
1920. In those days, he had been dispatched to Kars, where his talents
of speaker and organizer prevented the bloodshed. After the Buro-

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Government led by Prime Minister Hamo Ohanjanian came to power in
May 1920, he returned to his parliamentary seat, without ever avoiding
to do works unbefitting to his vocation, such as the supervision of the
collection of rice and abandoned assets in Sharur-Nakhijevan® and the
purchase of wheat to satisfy the requirements of the ministries of
Welfare and Public Health.*

Aghbalian put his abilities to the service of an effective ministry.
His activities encompassed the reform and expansion of the existing
educational system, as well as the sponsorship and development of
cultural initiatives.

Due to the state of belligerence, school life had come to full stop
in 1917-1919. In 1919 Armenia had 135 elementary and 10 high schools
with a student body of 14,000 and a faculty of 500°. In the term of one
year, figures grew three times; in 1920 there were 420 elementary and
22 high schools with 43,162 students and 1,283 teachers. Those
numbers did not include about 60 schools belonging to the Muslim,
Russian, and Greek minorities.® In April 1920 Aghbalian started the
implementation of an educational reform, which would replace the old
parochial schools with a six-year elementary system based on a secular,
progressive approach. The program of elementary schools would
include Armenian language, mathematics, history, geography, natural
sciences, health, painting, music, physical education, and handcrafts.
Aghbalian had formulated the main lines of his educational approach in
a lecture on “Democratic Education” he gave on December 13, 1919 at
the eighth literary evening of the Armenian Literary Society of
Armenia.’

Out of a population of 1.1 million Armenians in Armenia, 170,000
were of school age, but there were 50,000 students.

Of course, the acute lack of means and the substandard level of
the infrastructure were great hurdles, but Aghbalian counted on the
support offered by the executive and legislative powers, to which he
continuously made recourse with demands of many types: to raise the
meager salaries of teachers and keep most of them exempt from
military service;® to provide scholarships and school supplies, and to
offer breakfast to low-income students in some faraway districts. He
also inaugurated a teacher training college in October 1919.° Aghbalian
was also well aware of the situation of the Armenian schools outside
Armenia, particularly in Tiflis and Baku, and made an allocation of 1,5
million rubles to them, which was approved by the government in
December 1919.°

Aghbalian undertook a campaign of public instruction to fight the
widespread lack of school education and literacy among adults. This
included six-month courses of Armenian language and mathematics in
three levels, which were held four times a week for six hours, as well as
free evening lectures on a variety of subjects, from Armenian literature
and history to law and health. The lecture series were held in ten cities,
and the draft law submitted to the Parliament clarified that “everyone
can attend the courses without discrimination of religion, nationality,
and gender.” The ministry also sponsored accounting classes, for
which the only requirement for participants was to have finished the
fourth grade of high school.'?

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Aghbalian’s predecessor, Gevorg Melik-Gharageozian (Armenian
Populist Party), had submitted a project to establish the University of
Yerevan with four divisions, which was approved by the Council of
Ministers in May 1919.®* The immediate opening of the Faculties of
Armenian Studies and Law was planned for September 1919. The jurist
Yuri Ghambarian, who had managed higher education institutions in
Paris and Tiflis, was designated rector of the University."* Ghambarian
submitted a list of tentative faculty members and asked the ministry in
October 1919 to start advertising the opening of the university."”
However, the opening was delayed by the lack of appropriate facilities,
which forced a temporary move to Alexandrapol,'® where the official
opening ceremony was held on January 31, 1920. In his opening
speech, Aghbalian was sufficiently realistic: “Although our country lies
in ruins and our people are mired in poverty, we are founding a higher
education school”. But he was also optimistic: “We are rebuilding our
home and founding temples of education without thinking about what
our enemies think about us, those enemies who have always destroyed
what we have built; we have the belief that this time the ship of the
Armenian nation will sail through the storm undistressed”. As the
situation of the republic showed, the demand to move with
attentiveness, Aghbalian declared, had to be paired with the need to
keep up with life: “Not all dangers have gone away for us, and we still
need to keep the sword in our hand, but it is already time to pick up a
pen with the other hand.” Classes started the next day with eight

professors and 200 students. The university moved to Yerevan in the
fall of 1920.8

Aghbalian showed the same indefatigable and unbreakable will in
pursuing the cultural advancement of the former backward periphery
of the Czarist empire. Many of his initiatives had only taken their first
baby steps when the Soviet regime was established in Armenia, but
they became the basis for the institutional development during the
Soviet period, even it went essentially unrecognized or underestimated
for obvious and well-known reasons. Among those we may mention the
Institute of Research and the Museum of Ethnography,”® the National
Library,® the Department of Antiquities,? the National Conservatory of
Music,?? the Art Exhibition as the beginning of the National Gallery, and
the National Theater and the Theater Workshop.® In 1919 theater
actor and director Ovi Sevumian (1876-1920) was sent to
Constantinople to engage and train new actors for the National Theater
and to bring new students to the Theater Workshop. Aghbalian
appealed to the A.R.F. Central Committee of Constantinople to ensure
support for this project.** Unfortunately, Sevumian passed away in
1920 during his mission.

Shahan Natalie (1884-1983), an influential representative of the
A.R.F. from the United States, had arrived in Yerevan to participate in
the party’s Ninth World Assembly, held in October-November 1919.
Aghbalian wrote a letter dated November 6, 1919, asking Natalie for
help to obtain books of law, history, language, and literature for the

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university, Armenian publications for the State Library, scientific books
for their translation into Armenian, books on school management,
photographic materials to use in photographying monuments, etc.?® He
also wrote to the American Committee for the Independence of
Armenia to secure their support for Natalie, and made an appeal for
assistance to Armenian-Americans.?

The hegemony of the Russian language in all realms of daily life
had been one of the characteristic features of the Czarist period. The
government of the Republic had directed its language policy to impose
the employment of the Armenian language in all public dependencies
and expand its use throughout the territory of the country. On July 5,
1919, the Ministry of Public Education established a two-month course
of Armenian for all government employees of both sexes.?” In October
1919, at the request of the Council of Ministers, Aghbalian submitted a
project of annual courses of Armenian language and calligraphy for
government employees and prospective candidates, to be held in six
weekly hours, four times a week, on four levels, according to the
language abilities of the participants.?® He also suggested the creation
of a committee of translators, which would undertake the translation
into Armenian of the draft bills submitted to the Parliament and the
documents published by the ministries, as well as the production of
unified terminology for official language. It is worthwhile to quote the
grounds for this project, where the experience of Western Armenian
was also mentioned:

“If we take into consideration that German literary language was
produced by officials and that our Western Armenian language has a
comparative wealth and regularity due to more than sixty years of

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utilization and cultivation in national offices, the great importance that
the cultivation and regulation of official language has not only for
government, but also for public life and literature will become self-
evident.”?®

It would have been very strange if literature had not come under
Aghbalian’s wings. In a letter addressed to the historian Leo (Arakel
Babajanian, 1870-1932) on October 31, 1919, he wrote: “I try as much
as possible to ensure protection for literature. | am entering in next
year’s budget a modest credit to provide continuing assistance to
emeritus and fledgling literati, on the account that their annual bread
and shelter will be ensured or, in another way, that they will be able to
work freely for three months in a year. Indeed, you will be the first
among those literati.”°

Aghbalian was the honorary president of the Literary Society of
Armenia. Two weeks before, on October 16, at the second event
organized by the Society, he delivered his lecture, “Yeghishe Charents
as the Newest Poet,” where he highlighted the literary value of the 22-
year-old unknown poet, who would become one of the greatest names
of Armenian literature.®* The follow-up is well-known: in late October,
Charents, who was a teacher in one of the villages of the Kars district,
arrived in Yerevan after hearing about this lecture. He introduced
himself to Aghbalian, who gave him a position at the ministry with a
modest salary, which would allow Charents to continue his creative
work.

After the end of his ministerial tenure, Aghbalian lectured once
again in June 1920 at an event of the Literary Society. His subject was
“The Future of Armenian Literature.” As he pointed out to the second

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class status of Armenian literature during Russian rule, he stressed the
importance of a national state: “In the terrible conditions of the
present, the future of Armenian literature is more hopeful than in the
normal conditions of that time, because a sacred statehood of its own
exists for the Armenian people, with which being related, they create
values out of nothing. The government of Armenia is a caring force
that must think of the well-being of the Armenian people and create
reliable conditions for the future of Armenian literature.””?

Six months later, the independence of Armenia came to an end.
Soviet Armenia would create the conditions for educational and cultural
flourishing according to the criteria of the official ideology along the
lines of totalitarianism. At the same time, it would condemn Aghabalian
and his legacy to oblivion, only to reopen the winding road to their
resurrection on the eve of the collapse of the Soviet regime. That road
has been substantially widened throughout the past three decades.

Conclusions

While better known as a literary critic and scholar, Aghbalian’s
public service throughout his life was equally remarkable. His
achievements during his tenure as Minister of Public Education and
Culture of the First Republic of Armenia, carried out with limited
resources and hard work, have kept their relevance and may still be a
source of inspiration in current critical times.

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Introduction

The participation of Armenian volunteers in the Spanish Civil War
(1936-1939) is almost unknown. At that time, there was no Armenian
community in Spain; however, hundreds of Armenians from different
countries, along with other nationalities, participated in the struggle of
the Spanish people.

Although the Soviet Union actively supported the Republican side,
the participation of Armenian volunteers has been only briefly
mentioned by Armenian historians in the Soviet era’. The memoirs of
an Armenian volunteer, Vahe-Azat Atamian, published in the late Soviet
period, are the most important source on this subject’. The first
comprehensive research on the issue was published in Armenian by the
current author of these lines in Armenian in 20213

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Diaspora Armenians’ Participation

Armenians mainly formed part of the International Brigades
(Brigadas Internacionales), military units created by the Communist
International to help (support) the Popular Front government of the
Second Spanish Republic*. “Diaspora Armenians who distinguished
themselves in the battles of Madrid, Guadalajara, Jarama and Ebro also
fought in the 4th, 10th and 14th International Brigades. Krikor
Haroyan, Gaidzag Karagozian, Karnig and Toros Lobesians,
Hovhannes Boghalian, Boghos Berjentsi, Hovhanes Topalian
perished as heroes, while Vahe-Azat Atamian, Rudolf Shahinian,
Khachik Amirkhanian, Hagop Mardirosian and many others fought
bravely. In December 1936, ‘Milisia Roja’ (Red Militia) wrote about the
heroism of the Republican Army Captain Vahan Chrkayan. In 1937-
38, the Armenians of France collected and delivered one million francs
to the Committee for Aid to Republican Spain” (emphasis mine)°.
Unfortunately, most of the names have not been found in other
sources.

During the Spanish Civil War, the Armenian press repeatedly
referred to this issue, sometimes publishing articles by Armenian
authors®. This historical event had a certain influence among
Armenians, both in Armenia and in the Diaspora. Thus, according to
the testimony of a Syrian Armenian intellectual, among young Syrian
Armenians, “the Spanish revolution and the war events also stimulated

democracy™”.

In 1937 there were about a hundred Armenian volunteers in
Spain. According to an Armenian-American newspaper, “these people
are not adventurers hired by various armies: not at all! They are
volunteers in the most honest sense of the word. People who volunteer
their lives for the liberation of peoples and in the struggle against
bloody fascism. May these brave men serve as an example to us all’®.

Another Armenian-American newspaper, “Banvor”, reported on
the death of Armenian volunteer Misak Chelebian in Spain in early
January 1937: “Comrade Chelebian joined the group of volunteers
from America to Spain in December 1936. He belonged to the
Abraham Lincoln Battalion, which included other Armenian workers.
Comrade Chelebian was a member of the sniper group and was very
skilled in that task. He was killed by a bomb fired by the fascists®.

Vahram Kevorkian, editor of the aforementioned “Banvor,”
participated in the Spanish Civil War and was killed in July, 1937'°. On
23 April, 1937, he sent a letter from Spain to the same publication. He
stated that he had met with an Armenian member of the Franco-
Belgian battalion, and that his Bulgarian friend had told him that 25
Armenians from Bulgaria had come to Spain to fight against fascism.
There were also Armenians from Turkey in the International Brigade,
and the Abraham Lincoln Battalion had four Armenian members®.
“The victories and successes of our People's Army [he means

nationalist army — A.B.] encourage us, as well as all those fighting
fascism outside Spain. Our friends gave wonderful proofs of combat
readiness in the battles of Guadalajara and Cordoba. The great success
recorded by our victorious army was a proof of what armies under
disciplined and centralized command are capable of. This was not
accidental, but the result of many months of hard work by those who
know how to fight the enemy on two fronts: military and political.”.

After the war, many Armenian soldiers were unable to return to
their countries of residence. Some of them went to France, where they
were imprisoned in concentration camps. This was evidenced by
Hagop Mardirosian, a veteran of the civil war, in a letter written to
another Armenian-American volunteer, Hovhannes Atamian, which
was published in 1939 in the New York newspaper “Lraper”. It is not
redundant to quote it almost in full here:

“First of all, let me ask you about your well-being. If you ask me, |
am alive and well. Behold, my dear friend Hovhannes, | crossed from
France to Spain. ONLY WE KNOW WHAT WE HAVE BEEN THROUGH.
No one from the Armenian organizations in France supported us, nor
did they look for us. My dear friend Hovhannes, | beg you very much
to publish the following names in the Armenian newspaper “Lraper”. |
hope that the Armenian-American anti-fascist brothers will send us
help. When we lost Catalonia, we crossed to France on foot through
the mountains. And the French took us to the concentration camp. Now
they are treating us like captives. We are in a very bad situation. | think
you have already read about it in the newspapers. Concluding my note,
| send cordial greetings to all my Armenian-American anti-fascist

Mardirosian also recalls the names of Armenians who participated
in the Spanish War: Kevork Aramian, Davit Davitian, Vahan
Tashjian, Aristakes Hakobian, Vahan Vahanian, Daniel Gazanjian,
Aram Hakobian, Sedrak Hakobian, Garnik Kelekian. Although 11
names are mentioned here (including Mardirosian himself), the same
source notes that “in addition to these 14 veterans, four veterans are at
another station™*.

“Lraper” opened a column for donations, recording sums to be
sent to the Abraham Lincoln Battalion office for Armenian
concentration camp veterans. By July, $39.80 had been collected™.

In 1938, the Armenian National Association of Uruguay called to
support the anti-fascist struggle of the Spanish people. One of its
members, Bedros Bardizbanian, wrote: “The Armenian National
Association of Uruguay should be the headquarters of all anti-fascists.
.... For 20-50 cents a month (...) and/or donating old and new clothes,
you can do it through the Spanish Aid Committee. Yes, fellow citizens,
let's help the Spanish people so that they can bury fascism in Spain™®.

In 1940, the Central Board of the American-Armenian Youth
Association appealed to Armenians in the United States to help Spanish
volunteers and refugees. It was pointed out that among these
volunteers there were 20 young Armenians who had left different
countries to go to Spain and fight against fascism. Among them were

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members of the organization: Ashod, George, Herald”. In April a
conference dedicated to Spain took place in New York, in which Grace
Shahinian participated as a delegate of the American-Armenian Youth
Association and testified that the association had had the best fighters
on the Spanish front'®.

Two Armenians who participated in the Civil War wrote memoirs
about their experience. The first was Vahe-Azat Atamian (1913-1981),
born in Constantinople, later emigrated to France and finally
repatriated to Armenia. In his memoirs “Toda la vida es un lucha” he
gave a detailed account of his participation in the chapter “In the
International Brigade of Spain™®. Having suffered from the anti-
Armenian policy of the Ottoman Empire, Atamian interpreted his
decision to go to Spain in terms of his ideological position. “I became
convinced that no force would stop me, that | would fight against the
organizers of the Armenian Genocide, international fascism, which
threatens to turn the whole world into ruins”®. Atamian and his
companions left Lyon for Paris, after which the volunteers crossed the
French-Spanish border on foot. The group of which Vahe Atamian was
a member first stopped at a school in the city of Figueres, where
hundreds of volunteers belonging to 52 nationalities had already
arrived. Then they headed for the International Brigades' assembly
center in Albacete. “Every time the train stopped at the stations, the
Spaniards greeted us with enthusiastic and joyful shouts. Women and
girls greeted us effusively, presented us with bouquets of flowers and
filled our wagons with oranges. .... On the way, people's souls were
stirred with shouts of joy, riotous cries of overflowing emotion, rain of

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tears and flowers. ...Pleased by their greetings and hugs, we sang “The
Internationale” in dozens of languages. ... Although | was in the French
group .... from the middle of the song, | recited the Armenian
translation of Yeghishé Charents with the idea of making the Armenian
people participate in those historical events”?.

Atamian first served as a private in the Henri Barbusse brigade of
the Marseillaise Battalion. Then, for his merits and his participation in
public and political activities, he was appointed captain, squadron
commander and battalion commissary??. As a member of the battalion,
he participated in several battles, the most important being those of
Alcafiz, Gandesa and Ebro. Atamian described the last battle in detail
how his battalion fought against Franco's Moroccan mercenaries on the
banks of the Ebro River and how “before our eyes, the Ebro was
stained with the blood of our friends.”?. And then: “The fate of this
battle depended largely on us. The Spanish army had crossed the river
and the fierce fighting was going on. The International Brigades had to
prove this time that the volunteers would fight against fascism. ...the
International Brigades fulfilled without hesitation the promise made to
the Spanish government, that is, to fight as shock units”?*. When the
order was given to withdraw to the initial positions, the wounded were
placed in separate boats with the machine guns and the rest jumped
into the water to swim across the river. Vahe Atamian also swam across
the river: he was not an expert swimmer and barely escaped death.
“Under the barrage of explosions and shelling, two people came out
and carried me. In the 21 August, 1938 edition of the newspaper 'El
voluntario de la libertad', under the title 'La 142 Brigada a sus héroes', a
note was published in Spanish with the following content: “VAHE

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ATAMIAN was the first to speak when the volunteers had to swim
across the river under enemy fire during a hard battle”?®.

Atamian concluded the chapter on Spain with the reflection that,
although Franco triumphed, he was unable “to involve in the war the
thirty million people with aspirations of freedom and to repay the aid
received from the Hitlerite and Italian allies in 1936-1939.” ....
Symbolically, he only managed to assemble a weak unit that was
crushed by the first blows of the Soviet army and was shattered,
undertaking a shameful escape™®.. He then recounts the Soviet
involvement in the Spanish Civil War.

Atamian's memoirs add to the already rich eyewitness accounts of
the Spanish Civil War and confirm a number of facts (e.g., that the
food, equipment and weapons of the French army were of a much
higher standard than those of the Spanish army, and that the French
army had a much higher standard than that of the Spanish army® or
that the volunteers were suffering from a lack of weapons®), but
especially his data on the participation of Armenians are very valuable.
According to him, two dozen Armenians from Marseille participated in
the Spanish Civil War. In particular, he recalled Krikor Haroyan, a
native of Kharberd, who stood out for his bravery in the battles of
Gandesa and was appointed commissar of the battalion. According to
Atamian, “for the bravery shown in the battle of the Ebro, in the 1938
issue of the newspaper 'The Freedom Volunteer', in the reports about
the heroes of the 14" Brigade, the name of Krikor Haroyan was also
mentioned. Haroyan died as a war hero after the battle of the Ebro, in
the defense of La Sierra-la-Cabals. Years later, when | moved to a

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leading position in France, | learned that the French police, ignorant of
the fact of his death, were constantly looking for him in 1941 in order
to arrest him as a dangerous and recognized communist-activist”?.

Atamian also recalls the following names among the Armenians
killed in Spain: Captain Vahan Chrkayan, Garabed Demirjian,
Hovhannes Bogdalian, Sokren Lopasian, Karnig [Lopasian], Hakob
[Mardirosian] and others®.

Another Armenian, this time from Canada, D.P. (Pat) Stephens,
also left his account of fighting with the International Brigade against
the forces of Franco. D.P. (Pat) Stephens (1910-1987) was born Badrig
Der Stepanian in Armenia and emigrated with his family to Canada in
1926, where he soon adhered to leftist politics. He arrived in Spain on
14 February 1937, being one of those approximately 500 Canadians
who went to Spain. He served in the Abraham Lincoln Battalion of the
15" Brigade as a machine gunner and a quartermaster (a supply post),
and later as a military investigator®. In his memoirs, Stephens
mentioned his encounters with fellow Armenians. He once discovered
that the ammunition depot manager was an Armenian-American from
New York named Bill Sahagian. “I introduced myself to him as an
Armenian-Canadian, and he asked me to stay with him in the ammo
dump. He said it was much safer than the trenches, and he arranged
my transfer®2. Once he “asked Comrade Sahagian, who was in charge
of the ammunition detail, and he said he would speak to Comrade
Davidian, who was in charge of the machine gun company. Davidian
was also an Armenian, like myself and Sahagian. In due course, | was
introduced to Davidian and he told me to get my gear together=3,

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On another occasion, Stephens even met another compatriot
whom he knew personally: “My group was in a lorry with some infantry
men from the First Company. | noticed someone | knew, an Armenian-
American from Worcester, Massachusetts. This man was one of the
worst bitchers in the Battalion”*.

Stephens described one more interesting meeting with another
Armenian, this time from France. “That night, after supper, | started
walking to Almoguerra.... | hailed the driver and he stopped. | asked
him for a lift. He could not understand English, and asked me in
French where | wanted to go.... When | told him | was Armenian, he
pulled his bike to the side of the road and stopped. He jumped off his
bike and gave me his hand. He was Armenian too, serving with (in) the
French 14" Brigade.”*®

Writer Toros Toranian testified about another Armenian veteran
of the Spanish Civil War, Haigaz Khachadurian, whom he met in
Beirut, and some others:

“He [Haigaz Khachadurian — A.B.], a strong young man, who was
orphaned by the Turks, wished to take revenge on dark fascism when
the opportunity arose, not one occasion, but many. He takes the
documents out of the chest and looks at them for a long time.

Makruhi thinks that Haigaz is looking at the letter, while our
Haigaz is in Spain, in Barcelona, carrying weapons, carrying secret
weapons to Spain, to help the heroes fighting for life and death against
Franco.

What a time that was, Haigaz! Armenians had crossed such
distances and oceans to join the partisan armies, which had only one
name: anti-fascists.

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Ashod Antreasian came from America. There were guys who came
from Alexandreta, from Beirut and from France. And Haigaz came
from the orphanages in Greece and brought hundreds of weapons and
ammunition to Spain dozens of times.*®

It should be noted that a small group of left-wing Armenians also
participated in the Spanish Civil War. The former commander of the
Armenian Revolutionary Party (Dashnaktsutyun) Torkom (Arshak
Baghdasaryan, 1878-1953, with the self-proclaimed title of General)
formed a volunteer group in Greece, went to Spain and cooperated
with Franco’s forces against the Republicans®’. According to the
testimony of an author from Soviet Armenia: “The disreputable
General (1) Torkom.... Is recently making criminal attempts playing
again with the fate of the Armenian working people, with the help of
General Franco sneaking into Spain with some nationalist Armenian
adventurers™®, The credibility of this information, however, is not
certain, being the only testimony in this regard.

In 1937, the writers Antranig Antreasian and Peniamin Nuriguian
published extensive articles on the Civil War in “Nor kir”, a New York
literary magazine. The same issue of the magazine contains translations
of poems by Federico Garcia Lorca and Manuel Altolaguirre (translated
from English)*°. After the war, Rev. Arsen A. Gorgizian tried to assess
the political situation in Spain in the Armenian Diaspora press®.

The participation of the Soviet Armenians

It is known that more than 5000 volunteers from the Soviet Union
also participated in the Spanish Civil War. In Soviet Armenia, already in

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the early 1930s, the society was somehow aware of the political
developments in Spain. In 1931 Gurgen Kellerian (1895-1937), a young
journalist and later a victim of Stalin's cult of personality, published in
Yerevan the volume “Revolutionary Crisis in Spain”. In 1936-1938
Tadevos Mandalian (1901-1941) also took part in the Spanish Civil
War, being appointed commissar of the USSR in Spain. In 1937-1939
Lieutenant General Hayk Tumanian (1901-1971) worked in Spain,
probably actively participating in propaganda and the partisan struggle.
In the play “Noyem” by Agnesa Sevunts, an Armenian fighter in Spain
is mentioned: “Behold, my brother Andranik ... He was still a man
before the war.... He was fighting in Spain™.

Ordinary Armenian citizens reacted to the Spanish Civil War in
their own way, but through actions imposed by the state policy. In
1935-1936, the government organized in needy Armenia the collection
of aid for the wounded communists from Spain and their families*.

During this period, the Soviet-Armenian press frequently
published articles about Spain and its culture®. In 1936, a Spanish
Music Concert was held in the Yerevan Music Hall in solidarity with the
Spanish people in struggle*. In 1937, the Republican House of Folk
and Amateur Art of Armenia translated from Russian the play about the

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war “They Will Not Win” to be staged in amateur theaters*. Several
books were also published in Armenian dedicated to Spain®.

In 1930-1940s Soviet Armenians had some relations with Spanish
communists who took refuge in the USSR. Some of them were
stationed in the Caucasus, including José Diaz (1895-1942), who died
in mysterious circumstances in Thilisi*’.

Spanish communists and the Civil War heroes, especially Dolores
Ibaruri, la Passionaria (1895-1989), were a source of inspiration for
Soviet peoples, including Armenians. Arnold Aghababov’s film “Where
Were You, Man of God?” (1992), which portrays life in a Soviet
Armenian village in the 1930s, recalls how a couple wanted to name
their newborn son José Diaz after the aforementioned Spanish
revolutionary; in their everyday conversations people remember the
Civil War.

The same moods also appear in the story “That Amazing Khaki
Color” by Elda Grin. The hero, Marlen Yeghishevich, an Armenian
from Thilisi, says that there have been many phases in his life, one of
which was Spain:

“When | was studying at the pilot school in Thilisi, they were
bombing Madrid,” he said. The radio announcer reported: Itsvis
Madridi, itsvis Madridis quchebi, which means in Georgian: Madrid is
on fire, the streets of Madrid are on fire. He said he had seen Dolores
Ibarruri at the Thilisi airport and asked her for an autograph as a
souvenir. And Dolores hurriedly wrote one word on a slip of paper
(while boarding the plane), ‘Cordialmente’, which means: cordially.

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“The fiery Dolores Ibarruri! Pasionarial... Amor a primera vistal
Love at first sight,” cried Marlen Yeghishevich.*®

In 1936, an author under the pseudonym Gugaruni published a
poem, without any literary value, dedicated to Ibarruri in the Soviet
Armenian sports press*. In 1937, the poet Gegham Sarian (1902—
1976) published the poetry book “Young Heroes of Spain,” while the
writer Lucy Targul (1905-1955) published “To Spain,” a book in which
she asked for help to the Spanish rebels with volunteer detachments.

Agassi Ayvazyan (1925-2007) combined the story of his Spanish
studies and the 1988 earthquake in Armenia in his short story “The
Spanish Language.” It begins with his memory of learning the language
from his Spanish friend Saturnino in Tbilisi during the Second World
War. Saturnino was the son of a Republican, who had left Spain and
escaped to the Soviet Union and later returned to Spain®°.

Conclusion

Summarizing the material presented, we can state that the
participation of Armenians in the Spanish Civil War (1936-1939) is a
historical fact. At least one hundred Armenians from different
countries (France, USA, Canada, Bulgaria, Turkey) participated in that
war on a completely voluntary basis, forming part of the so-called
International Brigades. These Armenians, who became stateless due to
the xenophobia and genocidal policies of the Ottoman Empire, simply
could not tolerate the outbreak of fascism in another part of the world
and joined the struggle against fascism, sometimes at the cost of their
lives. The names of Vahe-Azat Atamian and captain Vahan Chrkayan
deserve special mention.

As for the Soviet Armenians, several servicemen were officially
sent by the USSR to support the Spanish communists. Armenian
citizens, like all peoples of the Soviet Union, were obliged to express
their support for the Spanish people through donations and raising
awareness about Spain by organizing various events, publishing books
about Spain, etc. The Spanish Civil War and its heroes became a
source of inspiration for some Armenian writers.

1960)

Summary

Scientific and technological progress made increasing demands on
the education system in general and on secondary specialized
education in particular. For these reasons, the restoration and
reconstruction of secondary specialized education in Soviet Armenia
began in the post-war years. The party-state leadership of Armenia
made a number of important decisions on the reconstruction of
technical schools, which were supposed to contribute to the qualitative
growth of students and the emergence of new specialities.
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The reconstruction of the secondary vocational education system
was mostly completed in the post-war years. In the republic, the
number of students of secondary professional educational institutions
increased significantly. In 1959 alone, 5,000 specialists were trained
by specialized secondary educational institutions for various branches
of the national economy This number of specialists with secondary
education was sufficient for this period. However, the rapid growth of
the republic’s industry and the restructuring processes in agriculture
required making qualitative changes in the work of secondary
professional educational institutions.

The steps taken by the party-state leadership in that direction gave
positive results, but it was necessary to make qualitative changes in the
educational system to ensure the connection between public schooal,
secondary professional educational institution and university, which
would contribute to the development of the national economy and
culture.

Summary

The plenum of the Central Committee of the CPSU held in April
1985 made a decision on a radical reconstruction (reformation) of the
whole society, which was launched under the slogans “perestroyka”,
“uskorenie” (acceleration) “democracy”, “glasnost” (publicity), etc. In
reality, this process was a programme of reforms regulated from above
and carried out under the control of the Communist Party. As a result,
the socio-economic crisis in the country deepened, and some of the
union republics began to promote the idea of economic sovereignty
and later on — of full independence. Regular interethnic wars, which
broke out in several regions, caused considerable human losses. Thus,
the process of political disintegration of the Soviet Union began and
gradually deepened,; it finally ended on 21 December 1991 in Alma Ata,
where eleven ex-Soviet republics signed a declaration on the
foundation of the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS).

The disintegration of the USSR led to the breakdown of the actual
geopolitical balance in the sphere of the global international relations.

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Introduction

In the conemporary period, the Armenian statehood is
represented by historical stages of the three republics: 1918-1920,
1921-1991 and 1991 - till now. Although these republics radically differ
from each other in their political systems, in contemporary times they
form the links of a common chain of statehood.

Restoration of independence — 28 May 1918

The historical stage of the Republic of Armenia starting from 28
May 1918 (1918-1920) is marked not only by the restoration of
independence, but also by the establishment of a democratic, i.e.,
parliamentary republic with an administrative structurel. In only two
and a half years, the First Republic acquired all the characteristics of

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an independent state: territory, authority bodies, army, international
recognition, etc.

The First Republic was formed in a very difficult geopolitical
situation, in a limited area, but expanding in 1919, it included Kars
Province, Nakhichevan, and in 1920 Artsakh, i.e., about 60-70
thousand sg. km. area. According to the Treaty of Sevres (10 August
1920), the Republic of Armenia would also include most of the
provinces of Van, Bitlis, Erzurum and Trabzon in Western Armenia.
The territory of United Armenia was to be about 160 thousand sq. km.
Thus, the creation of a united Armenian statehood should have become
a reality.

The defeat of the Ottoman Empire in World War |l raised hopes
for the creation of a state also among the Armenians of Cilicia. With
the consent of other Armenian national parties and political forces, on
4 August 1920, the members of the Armenian National Union, led by
the famous Hunchakian figure Mihran Tamatyan, declared the
“independent” Christian Republic of Cilicia®>. However, the French
military authorities did not recognize Tamatyan’s ‘“government”,
dispersed it by force of arms and began to use violence against the
Armenians of Cilicia.

In May 1920, with the intrusion into Artsakh by the 11" Red Army,
the process of sovietization of Armenia began, which also included
Syunik and Nakhichevan in June-August. With that event, the process
of losing independence also began in the given region. However, the
Armenians of Zangezur, led by Garegin Nzhdeh, Poghos Ter-Davtyan,
and others, soon rebelled against the Soviet-Tatar regime and regained
their independence on 25 December under the name of “Autonomous
Syunik,” which was reorganized into “Mountainous Armenia” on 27

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April 1921. From 1 June to mid-July it survived under the name of
“Republic of Armenia”.

The nationwide uprising against the Bolshevik system in Yerevan
in mid-February 1921 and the preservation of independence until 2
April, led by the “Committee for the Salvation of the Homeland”, also
became an expression of boundless faith in an independent state. It is
noteworthy that among the countries of the entire Transcaucasian
region, the independent, non-Soviet government in Armenia lasted the
longest and was the last to be abolished.

Armenian statehood in the Soviet period

As a result of the Bolshevik-Kemalist cooperation, the Republic of
Armenia was abolished in early December 1920. But even the brief
existence of independent Armenia forced the Bolsheviks to take into
consideration the real entity of socialist Armenia. Thus commenced the
historical stage of Soviet statehood (1920-1991).

Soviet Armenia (until 1936, the Soviet Socialist Republic of
Armenia, SSR of Armenia), since it had most of the characteristics of a
state, was certainly also a state, especially since it had a relatively
independent status in the first years of its existence. Thus, according to
the first clause of the agreement signed between Soviet Russia and the
Republic of Armenia on 2 December 1920 in Yerevan, “Armenia was
declared an independent (emphasis added - A.M.) Socialist
Republic®. And indeed, in the first years, that relative independence
was maintained until 1922. Specialist in international law A. Yesayan
wrote that during those several years Soviet Armenia had such a
feature of independence as the right to conduct foreign policy: “From
the emergence of the Soviet independent republics until ... their
unification into a single union state, each Soviet independent republic

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acted discretely in the international arena as an individual entity of
international law ...”*. The SSR of Armenia, like the First Republic, had
diplomatic representatives in a number of countries. It was even
internationally recognized by several European countries®. To all of
this, the facts of having military forces, legislative, executive and
judicial authority bodies, a constitution (1922), state symbols and other
attributes were added®. Therefore, the years 1920-1922 in the Soviet
Armenian history can be conventionally considered as the first,
independence sub-phase of Soviet statehood.

Meanwhile, it should not be forgotten that in the same sub-phase
of relative independence, taking advantage of unfavorable external and
internal conditions in Armenia, several Armenian territories
(Nakhichevan, Nagorno Karabakh, Utik, Javakhk, Kars Province,
Surmalu district, etc.) were left out of the Armenian SSR. At least one
of them — Nagorno-Karabakh — was given status of an autonomous
region within Azerbaijan on 7 July 1923, when the Nagorno-Karabakh
Autonomous Oblast (NKAO) was formed. Although the latter was
deprived of many elements of autonomy, its limited self-autonomy
allowed it to fight against the nationalist policy of Azerbaijan and
maintain the general Armenian lineament of the oblast until the Artsakh
movement of 1988.

On 9 February 1924, Nakhichevan, the other Armenian territory
unjustly included within the borders of Azerbaijan in 1921, was
reorganized into the Nakhichevan Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic
(Nakhichevan ASSR)’. In fact, the motives behind the creation of that
administrative-territorial unit were not clarified.

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First, the region was an ancient Armenian territory, and bordering
the SSR of Armenia, with the consent of Soviet Russia and under the
Turkish pressure was annexed to Azerbaijan, with which it had no
common border. What has happened is that the Caucasian Tatars (now
Azeris) within Azerbaijan gained autonomy in “their” own republic.
However, in order to “mitigate” this regular screaming injustice, the
Soviet authorities openly pretended that this “autonomy” was also
created to protect the interests of Armenians. For example, it may
seem strange, but until 1937 on the coat of arms and flag of the
Nakhichevan ASSR, it was written not only in Turkish-Tatar
(“Azerbaijani”), but also in Armenian: on the top line — Azerbaijani
SSR, below — Nakhichevan ASSR.

The efforts of the leadership of Soviet Armenia to unify Javakhk
and Khrami (Tsalka), predominantly settled by Armenians were also in
vain. Therefore, an attempt was made to provide some autonomy for
the Armenians in the territories left to Georgia. As early as 1922, a
group of Armenian politicians presented a project to create an
autonomous Armenian administrative unit within the Georgian SSR
comprising the Akhalkalak district and the Armenian-populated villages
of Borchalu (Northern Lori). However, Georgian government officials,
including members of the intelligentsia (particularly historian Iv.
Javakhishvili) received the project with knives out, and considering it as
a step towards the dismemberment of Georgia, they rejected it in
19238,

Thus, after the sovietization of Armenia, several Armenian state
formations were created: the SSR of Armenia, the NKAO, and formally,
the NASSR.

In parallel with the reinforcement of the Soviet dictatorship, the
sovereignty of both the abovementioned and other Soviet national-state

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formations soon diminished. The process of forming a union federal
republic, a Transcaucasian Federation, out of the three independent
Soviet republics of Transcaucasia began in order to create the Soviet
Union (USSR) within the framework of V. Lenin’s “national-state
building” program. The Transcaucasian Socialist Federative Union of
Soviet Republics (TSFUSR) was established on 12 March 1922 at the
Plenipotentiary conference of the Central Executive Committees of
Georgia, Armenia and Azerbaijan in Tiflis. This meant that the
independent Soviet republics became members of one federal union
and lost their independence. In December of the same year, the
TSFUSR was reorganized into the Transcaucasian Socialist Federative
Soviet Republic (TSFSR) in Baku, i.e., the union of the three republics
turned into one republic and thus became part of the USSR, which was
formed at the end of December. This even deepened the loss of
sovereignty of the federation members.

Armenia was subsequently deprived of the opportunity to
communicate directly with the union center and, in fact, fell under the
subordination of the authorities of the Transcaucasian Federation in
Tiflis, where Armenian figures did not have significant influence. It is
no coincidence that in the TSFSR, along with the decline of
sovereignty, until the collapse of the Transcaucasian Federation in
1936, Armenia suffered territorial losses in favor of Georgia and
Azerbaijan®. Thus, the years 1922-1936 were the sub-phase of the
loss of the sovereignty of Soviet Armenia.

And finally, the third period in the history of Soviet Armenia’s
statehood can be considered as the sub-phase of the status of a
union republic (1936-1991), when Armenia (already renamed the
Armenian Soviet Socialist Republic — Arm SSR) regained many

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elements of sovereignty, including the opportunity to relate directly
with central authorities. In 1937 the second constitution of the
Armenian Soviet Republic was adopted. During the Patriotic War, the
number of Armenian national military units reached six. In 1946, the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs was restored among the ministries of
Armenia, and several important points, enshrining the sovereignty of
the republic, were included in the third constitution adopted in 1978:
Armenian was declared as a state language of the Arm SSR, the change
of the territory of the republic was prohibited without the consent of
the legislature, the Supreme Council, etc.

Third Republic

In the contemporary period, the third stage of the Armenian
statehood, the independence stage, began in September 1991, when
the Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh (NKR) came to life on the 2
September, followed by the Republic of Armenia after the national
referendum held on the 21 September. In fact, the foundations of this
process were laid by the strong Artsakh liberation movement, the
multi-party, democratic elections held in May 1990 and the
“Declaration of Independence” adopted by the newly elected Supreme
Council (later the National Assembly) on 23 August.

At present, the two Armenian states, the Republic of Armenia and
the Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh, completing the thirtieth
anniversary of their re-independence, continue the march of the five-
thousand-year-old Armenian statehood.

Conclusions

Thus, the aforementioned recital of the outline history of
Armenian statehood suggests, that it is necessary to reconsider the
wrong standpoint of Armenian historiography that the Armenian people
were stateless for centuries. This article proposes a hew mechanism,
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according to which, the united kingdoms experienced only occasional
downfalls, but the unique state manifestations — regional kingdoms,
princely states, melikdoms and other formations — at almost all
historical stages preserved the continuous chain of the Armenian
statehood.
