Summary

“Sasna Tsrer” (“Daredevils of Sasun”) is a classic heroic epic, which
reflects historical events — the Arab invasions of Armenia in the 7th-9th
centuries, by the end of which the country was liberated from foreign
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invaders, and the Bagratid dynasty ascended the Armenian throne. On
the background of these real events, epic narratives were created about
folk heroes who fought against the caliph of Baghdad and Msra Melik.
Their heroic deeds are described in four branches of the epic, and the
origins of their images go back thousands of years, beginning from
mythological ideas. In the narratives about Sanasar and Baghdasar, Elder
Mher, David of Sasun and Younger Mher, traces of ancient gods are
obvious, but the main idea of the epic is directed to the future, when
freedom and justice will come to the Armenian world.

Summary

In the 1240s, significant changes took place in the Armenian-Latin
church relations. During this period, the Pope insisted that the Catholicos
of All Armenians accept his supremacy. The Pope justified his supremacy
over the Universal Church by claiming to be the vicar of St. Peter, the
chief of the apostles. In response, the Armenian Church emphasized its
apostolic lineage, tracing its foundation back to the apostles Thaddeus and
Bartholomew.

To undermine the Armenian Church's position, the Pope pointed out
that, according to some accounts, Saint Thaddeus was not counted among
the twelve disciples of Jesus Christ. In order to affirm that the founder of
the Armenian Church, the apostle Thaddeus, was indeed one of the twelve
disciples of Christ, the Armenians concurrently began to highlight the
significance of the apostle Bartholomew. According to all the gospels,
Bartholomew was one of the twelve apostles of Jesus Christ.

It is worth noting that the inclination towards favoring Bartholomew
over Thaddeus emerged in the Armenian Church as early as the 10"
century, in response to the demands of the Byzantine Empire and the
Patriarchate of Constantinople to recognize their authority.

Summary

The Tmogvetsi dynasty is one of the two younger branches of the
Zakaryan family. It was founded by Sargis A., the youngest son of Vahram
Zakaryan, who passed away before 1176. The name of the dynasty comes
from Tmogvets fortress, which was the center of their power.

Three princes of Tmogvetsis are known: Sargis I, his son Taghiadin and
grandson Sargis |l. They were loyal vassals of the Georgian Bagratunis and
actively participated in the anti-Seljuk initiatives of the Zakarians.

In 1236 Sargis Il, among other Armenian and Georgian princes,
submitted to the Mongols and played a major role in various events
unfolding in the Georgian kingdom.

He made a significant contribution to raising Ulu Davit, the son of
Georgian king George Lasha, to the throne. For the last time the
Tmogvetsis were mentioned in the primary sources in connection with the
event that took place in 1304.

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Introduction

In 1919 the French policy in Armenia, in the whole Transcaucasia
and on the Armenian Question generally was determined by several
factors. First, during the Paris Peace Conference, on 18 January -
28 June 1919, it was mainly implemented in the sphere of multila-
teral diplomatic relations. Second, when the British forces quitted
Transcaucasia in July — August of 1919, the Paris-based statesmen
began to implement their own program of establishing in the
Republic of Armenia, taking into consideration the main conflicts
and facilities of the Transcaucasia. Third, on 22-23 December 1919,
when the US withdrew from the negotiations and the British

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evacuated their Army from Transcaucasia, France acquired more
space to act with a free hand at the bilateral London Conference.
Analysis of the insufficiently explored stand, which had been taken
by France and its partners in the constantly changing environment,
as well as its correlation with the Big Game of 1919-1920 has both
scientific and practical political significance.

The Republic of Armenia in the French Policy at Paris

At the Paris Peace Conference of 1919-1920, France sought to
settle down in Syria and Cilicia, even though Cilicia with its
Armenian population and its strategic and economic advantages,
had been regarded as a safety buffer for Syria. When the Prime
Minister G. Clemenceau directed his High Commissioner J.-A.
Defrance to Constantinople on 5 January 1919, he assigned him to
become a mediator between the Commander of the national
squadron in the Mediterranean and Commissioners of other
Powers, who would supervise C. M. F. Georges-Picot, the regional
High Commissioner in Syria-Palestine and Armenia, and would also
receive in Constantinople all the information from the Military
Attaché to the Caucasus, Colonel P.-A. Chardigny'. Here, on the
shores of Bosporus, Defrance had to ensure the performance of the
Mudros requirements and to suggest the specific clauses for the
final Peace Treaty with Turkey. In his note of 10 January entitled
“On a liquidation of the Ottoman Empire and constitution the
Turkish State” the French Foreign Ministry had envisaged an
institution of Armenian States - in Cilicia together with an enlarged
Republic of Armenia (abbreviated — RA). Such a creation had been
substantiated by “the general reprobation of the domination, that

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had been put into effect by the means of periodic massacres,
promoted to the system of government”2.

At first France was very watchful towards the Republic of
Armenia. The Delegation of the latter failed to attend the Paris
Peace Conference till 4 February3, and on 20 January the French
President R. Poincare made written excuses to the Chairman of the
Armenian National Delegation Boghos Nubar and explained why he
did not mention Armenians in his speech at the inauguration of the
Congress. Poincare wrote that his government “gave enough
evidence of sympathy and friendship with Armenians, so that you
would not have any doubt in invariability of these feelings. | have
done it myself recently and repeated to you my assurances in
response to your amiable telegram, sent to me to Alsace. | am very
far from consigning Armenians to oblivion”, that’s why | gave an
instruction to verify the wording in the «Journal official”. Now the
fragment of the inauguration speech sounds as follows: “Yugo-
Slavs, Armenians, Syrians and Lebanese, Arabs, all oppressed
peoples”. The very same days Chardigny informed counsellor-to be
of the Armenian Republican Delegation Major General G. Korganian
of the first steps of the international forum?®.

The next action took place on 26 January. Now the Armenian
community of Paris gathered in their church on av. Jean Goujon

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under the guidance of A. Chobanian. Manifestants appealed to the
Congress and demanded to recognize their people as a belligerent
nation, to confirm their independence and to admit their Delegates
to the Conference as plenipotentiary members, so that “the solution
of the Armenian Question would be carried out by a consent” of
their subjects. Two days later this meeting was supported from
Marseille. Then Catholicos of the Great House of Cilicia Sahak Il
(Khabayan) appealed from Paris to the Minister of Foreign Affairs S.
Pichon: “I have visited Adana just now. Continuation of the Turkish
civil administration is an insult to the memory of our martyrs, in
regard to whom it is officially established, that their death, caused
by this administration, is a crime against the Justice. | protest with
all the strength of my soul in front of God and the Powers, who are
protectors of the Justice. Sahag I1”®.

On 31 January Pichon had to apologize to Boghos Nubar and
explain, that the Conference would invite the prominent figures
from the neutral countries and from the States in the process of
formation to listen their oral and written addresses. Such a proce-
dure does not prejudice the future decisions, nor does it diminish
enormous sympathy of all its members towards the Armenian cause.
“Therefore, | would not fail to remind the Conference, when we
start to discuss the questions of interest to Armenians, about the
necessity to convoke and listen their qualified representatives””.

Despite this Presidential omission, the Prime Minister of France
and its Minister of War G. Clemenceau actively discussed at the
Conference the issues of the new border for the Republic of

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Armenia, formed by the joining Western Armenian provinces to it.
The latter lands were subjected to liberation from the Ottoman
yoke, as the Ottoman Empire had lost the First World War, was a
perpetrator of the Genocide and an enemy of the Entente. A new
state was obviously regarded as politically and economically
oriented to the West, therefore its new capital could move to
Erzerum, though public administration and state machinery should
be provided precisely by the RA. As far as a mandate for a new
state had been offered to the USA, militarily Transcaucasia was
controlled by Great Britain, the French Foreign Ministry complained
that London ignored pan-Allied interests, without bringing their
dispute to a clash.

Strategically, Clemenceau defined himself the role and place of
the RA in the World War and international diplomacy. Following the
publications by Maurice Prax, the writer and journalist of Le Petit
Parisien, on 2 and 11 January 19198, the General Staff of the French
Army compiled in its 2" bureau a report for Clemenceau and
Pichon, dated 11 March and entitled “On the events in the
Caucasus, extended since March 1917 till June 1918”. Its authors
recorded no separatism in the Transcaucasia till November 1918.°
This document, fed by the testimonies of the direct eyewitness of
the events, adequately described those tasks, that arose for the
three republics since May 1918. Georgians had to defend Tiflis in
co-operation with 5,000 German soldiers, who had Artillery and
Aviation, and to fix their state borders. Tatars got an opportunity to
destroy and plunder Armenian villages under the auspice of the
Turkish Army. Armenians had the main part of the Erevan
Province, part of the Elizavetpol Province, Alexandropol district

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(Uezd) and previously liberated Western Armenian Provinces now
occupied by the Ottoman Armies. Bolsheviks did not recognize
Armenian independence, the Quadruple Alliance considered her an
adherent of the Entente, and such evaluation brought Tatar and
Georgian hostility. The General Staff's report shared this
assessment. Its Officers considered that England- and France-
oriented Republic of Armenia got under the Turkish occupation and
could not continue its resistance'®.

Later on, French Military representative in the RA, Captain A.
Poidebard sent to Clemenceau on 28 April 1919 a review
“Caucasian Armenians during the War of 1914-1918”" which
derived from the memorandum by the Captain Astvatsatour
Eghiazarian (Bogdan Eghiazarov), Chief of Staff of the Detached
Cavalry Brigade within the Armenian Corps, written on the same 28
April, together with a report of 14 February 1919 by the General
Lieutenant T. Nazarbekian, Commander of the said Corps™. Their
records, together with a report by the Armenian Commission in
Tiflis, were compiled at the request of Poidebard for transmission
to Paris. The review gives a detailed account on the regional
relations and general assessment of the French policy concerning
new Armenian Republic. Like M. Prax, the Captain stressed the
unfriendly attitude of the Transcaucasian Republic, and afterwards
of the independent Georgia and Azerbaijan to the Allies. The
Transcaucasian Government did not support Armenian resistance to
the Ottoman offensive in 1918, Georgia eagerly adopted German,
and Azerbaijan - the Turkish protectorate. Their attitude towards
Armenian self-defense was openly hostile, including lots of wrecking

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in the military and food depots, together with frequent blockades of
high roads and railways.

The main idea, expressed by M. Prax, separately by Poidebard
and maintained by Clemenceau was that the Republic of Armenia
was not a partner of the Quadruple alliance or of her neighbours,
when they collaborated with this antagonistic block; Armenia signed
the Treaty of Batum in 1918 as an ultimatum, oppressed by a
merciless military dictate. However, her resistance at the Caucasus
Front in February-June 1918, genocidal strategy of the Ottoman
Army and following Armenian self-defense in Nakhijevan, Baku and
Artsakh put the Yerevan Government into the rank of the Entente's
small partners, with all political consequences, emanating from the
given fact. This conclusion, made by Clemenceau, separated the RA
from other Transcaucasian Republics and was fully accepted by all
victorious Powers, including British and Americans.

The negotiations in Paris culminated in May 1919, when
Clemenceau handed over the whole of Cilicia to the US President,
W. Wilson, in an attempt to stimulate his guardianship over the RA.
On 2 May W. Wilson complained, that “the French Government had
not given the necessary authorization” for the arrival of the
Azerbaijani representatives to Paris'3. At the same time, he did not
permit ltalians to enter Transcaucasia, supported by weak
objections of the British and French Prime Ministers. On 2 May they
made provisions in the the Treaty of Versailles for “inalienable
independence of all the territories which were part of the former
Russian Empire”, as well as for annulment of the treaty of Brest-
Litovsk and “of all treaties or arrangements, [concluded since
November 1917] ... with any Government or political groups formed

on the territory of the former Russian Empire”'. On 5 May the
partners heard that one and a half British divisions would be
withdrawn from the Transcaucasia, American soldiers were invited
into this region, and the French could place their troops in Syria.

These days the Republic of Armenia had become an object,
rather than a subject of the most dangerous and complex, multila-
teral and multicomponent negotiations at this stage of the Conferen-
ce. Now officials simultaneously exchanged political, economic
control and deployment of troops in the Republic of Armenia or in
the Caucasus generally, including the oil fields in Grozny, Baku or
port facilities of Batum. These questions were discussed in common
with matters of Syria and Cilicia, Constantinople with its Straits and
of the Western Armenia. With plenty of regions at their disposal,
the trade went between France, Britain, U.S. and Italy. Each could
obtain whatever he wanted; his gain depended on might of his army
and economic resources. However, the war-torn British replaced
their expansion with a departure, feeling anxious of the future of
Russia. And France, much more weakened than British, could find
soldiers only for Syria. This country became established in the RA
and Transcaucasia only in a political-diplomatic and economic
spheres.

The French took the second position in the hierarchy, they led
discussions without bringing them to a break; though they allied
more often with the British Prime Minister D. Lloyd George,
observing and carefully limiting the U.S. interests. Thus, on 13 May
Clemenceau openly allotted the Armenian mandate to the United

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States. This country would keep under its supervision political and
legislative activity of the new state, but all countries obtained equal
trade-economic rights in the whole area. W. Wilson declaimed this
proposal very eloquently. The next day he invited the French into
the northern Anatolia, which was perceived as a region to the west
of the Armenian Highland, commencing from Cappadocia. By 14
May the parties agreed on two resolutions. According to the first of
these papers, the Allies gave to the USA a mandate on the Straits
and Armenia, fully separated from the Ottomans'™. According to
another one, France, Greece and Italy came into Anatolia. Though
on 16-17 May the statesmen began diplomatic rollback. Now they
announced the Russian-Turkish borderline to be not ethno-
geographical, but mere political one before the war of 1877-1878.
Yes, this was true, since Armenians lived on both sides of this
frontier. Then it was suggested to extend all rules of government,
advised for Armenia, located “in the Eastern provinces of Turkey,
the north-eastern provinces of Turkey and the south-western
provinces of the Caucasus”, to all Muslim peoples, including the
Kurds, who were active participants of assaults on Armenia villages,
and the Caucasian Tatars - close ally of the Ottomans'®.

On 19 May 1919 the Anglo-Saxon partners confirmed that they
would preserve the French supervision of the Sultan in financial and
commercial sphere, as well as the priority in Anatolian concessions.
Clemenceau wanted to include the political and administrative
control in his powers, which would made his country almost a man-
datory. On 21 May it was said that America could substitute Armenia
for Anatolia in her complex mandate; then the RA, enlarged by the
Western Armenian Provinces, could be subordinated to France. We

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should record that after 19 November, when the USA had with-
drawn from the Big Game, France really took the leader’s position
in the Transcaucasia. But now, on 21 May, Clemenceau decided to
cede his positions in the Caucasus and Cilicia to the U.S. He scolded
his Anglo-Saxon “fiercest friends”", thanked them for the common
victory, but clearly distinguished the future Armenia from the zone
of the Straits and demanded to reserve him a place in the region.
Wilson’s phrase about the United States' unpreparedness to deal
with the Asia Minor and even to dominate in Armenia defused this
furious dispute. This was said at the moment, when the Europeans
provided to Americans «a provisional mandate over Russian
Armenia, Azerbaijan, and the whole Caucasus region pending a
solution of the Russian problem»'®. Wilson gave up everything in his
reply, making the single stipulation in regard to Constantinople.

21 May became the day of the Paris Peace Conference, when
France secured its second place in the Armenian issues by
compelling the USA to assume the third role. Clemenceau itemized
on 31 May that he would bring his troops or install politically only
when the British withdrew. And the latter had clearly announced
since April 1919 about their evacuation from the Transcaucasia
through the lack of military contingents and money. At the same
time, the British did not cooperate with Paris and well understood
the inability of France to master the whole region single-handed and
to resist the Russian and Turkish activity.

The general pattern had changed radically and simplified since
the middle of November 1919, when the USA had completely
withdrawn from the Middle East politics and the British evacuated
their troops from the Transcaucasia, leaving merely a small
garrison in Batum, with two French battalions next to them. Now
only two countries discussed the future of Armenia, and Director of
political and commercial affairs in the French Foreign Ministry Ph.
Berthelot presented his own project for a Transcaucasian
arrangement to G. Curzon, the chief of the Foreign Office.
Tactically, the French spoke first and the British accepted their
settlement generally, inserting amendments, which they judged to
be necessary; then the French accepted their objections.

Let’s note that the memo by Berthelot was based on the regular
influx of the accurate and cool-headed information, produced by
the French Political Mission in Tiflis under P.-A. Chardigny, in
common with the data from Captain A. Poidebard, who worked in
Yerevan. The latter sent his reports to the War Minister and head of
the Cabinet Clemenceau. Berthelot received accounts from Char-
digny and copies of various Transcaucasian documents from the
Ministry, guided by Clemenceau.

Making use of these but taking as a basis of the policy, formu-
lated by his Government, Berthelot sent a note to his British
colleagues, dated 12 December'®. This message was accepted on 22
December 1919, the very first day of the Anglo-French conference
in London, as a bedrock of negotiations. Its “Armenia” section

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stated: “after the systematic massacres, by means of which the
Young Turks in accord with Germans tried to make her disappear”,
she must be organizes separately, as an independent nation. Giving
tribute to appalling demographic losses, «it is more sensible to
attribute the Armenians a country, when they consisted a majority
before 1895 or 1914, more precisely — those neighbouring districts,
where they represented a considerable share of the whole
population. Access to the sea will be guaranteed to them on the one
hand by the Batum railway, and on the other hand by two railways,
leading to Constantinople and to the Mediterranean»2°.

Berthelot wrote about the Republic of Armenia, that “the new
State must incorporate most of the land, disputed with Azerbaijan
and Georgia (namely the Mountainous Karabakh, Zangezur, several
mountainous regions)”, and its eastern frontier “goes along the
mountain range of the Armenian Highland to the valleys of Araxes
and Kura”?. With regard to the Western Armenia, the author
added to the Republic the Eastern part of the Vilayet of Erzerum
without its main city, the plain of Mush and the basin of the Lake
Van up to the Persian border. Berthelot penciled a border line from
Olty to Hasankale, farther along the massif of Bingel, adjoining
Mush in the East and embracing its plain, then along the shore of
the Lake Van and South to Adamakert (called Bashkale).

To create such an Armenia, 20 thousand troops would be

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required to protect dwellers of the already existing Republic “from
very hostile Tatar and Kurd inhabitants», and then to repatriate
refugees into Western provinces, guarding them “from the
Kurdish-Tatar population, who have already divided the lands”?2.
The list of the tasks supplemented food supplies for at least 2 years
in common with huge investments to restore destroyed villages and
the railway from Erzerum to Maku. Finally, Berthelot pointed out
the danger of absorption of the new State by the reconstituted
Russia, since the Caucasus would long serve as the main area of
Armenian communications. As far as Batum was the nearest port fit
for international trade, the author proposed to complete the
construction of the railway Tabriz-Julfa-Shahtakht-Bogdanovka,
and thus to connect the Norther Persia with the Black sea.

The next day, on 23 December, Berthelot agreed with all British
amendments. They included the city of Erzerum with a district
immediately to the West into the enlarged Armenia. The entire
frontier of the new State, including its Transcaucasian segment,
should be drawn by an inter-Allied expert commission. Berthelot
asserted the data sent by Chardigny from Tiflis, that maintenance of
peace and order in all its territories, be it in the West or in the East,
would require 20 thousand European soldiers, who could be
recruited as volunteers for Franco-British-ltalian or American
money; otherwise, these means could be provided, if needed, by the
League of Nations?3.

A high degree of hostility of the Kurds and Tatars, who lived in
the RA, towards the central republican authorities had been
underlined in the aforesaid memorandum by Chardigny, entitled
“What are the necessary conditions for creating this Armenia?”.

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The Colonel reminded, that as soon as the British detachments
leaved (on 1-7 June 1919) Nakhijevan, the local Muslims raised (on
20-25 July) a mutiny, expelling the Armenian administration with
her 2,000 fighters?*. Let's add that 3,000 soldiers of the Ottoman
11t Caucasus infantry division were quartered in the villages of this
region; the mutiny itself was carried out under the command of the
Ottoman Colonel Halil bey and 30 officers, commissioned from
Erzerum. Baku had allotted 25 million gold Rubles of the Tsar
period. As a result, 45 Armenian villages were ruined with 10 to 12
thousand souls massacred?®.

Since the situation in the Western Armenia had been even
worse, the presence of the foreign troops was absolutely necessary
for the successful establishment of the State. “Local organization of
Armenian troops under the guidance of the European instructors
would obviously be insufficient”26. A quarter of the European con-
tingent should be deployed in Nakhijevan-Zangezur, Ararat-lgdir
and Kars. The rest should stay at Bayazet, Bitlis, Berkri, Khorasan-
Kyoprikyoy (Vagharshavan), Van, Khnus, Alashkert, Mush, Manaz-
kert. These foreign occupation troops could be united into Moun-
tain Brigades equipped with Artillery, Cavalry, telegraph, motor
transport and railways workers. First of all, they were sent to keep
communications and to drill local contingents. Communications
were generally considered as the most important and vulnerable
factor of the Armenian Statehood.

The First London Conference confirmed the whole series of
important decisions, doing it in well-minded partnership. The

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parties agreed to demilitarize Turkey completely, putting her gen-
darmerie under the international control; they decided to establish
a special Free state around Batum under the aegis of the League of
Nations. They assigned Anatolian economic concessions to ltaly,
outlined the zone of influence and the substance of partnership with
Greece. Besides, Berthelot — unlike his stance in January - gave up
Cilicia and preserved the Turkish sovereignty in it. Though he
informed about French intention “to offer a home and protection in
Cilicia for those Armenians who wished to settle there”?. Contrary
to the French opinion, Erzerum was included in the new Armenia,
and all its frontiers were to be delimited by the Europeans. France
had specially emphasized the independence of the existed RA and
tried to strengthen her in the fierce interethnic war with Azerbaijan,
as well as in the disputes with Georgia. Unlike the British, who
worked out regional policy in London and then sent out directives to
the Army, who carried out these instructions with a great deal of
freedom and initiative, the French took the data and considerations
of the field Officers and Diplomats as a basis. The main theses of
these actors were for the most approved by the Foreign Ministry or
by the Prime Minister. The bottom-up mode ensured the realism
and pragmatism of their course, indicating that they had just began
to devise their global approaches to the East.

Practical Policy of France in the Republic of Armenia and
Transcaucasia in 1919

As soon as on 1 January 1919 the Captain Poidebard, being the
sole plenipotentiary Allied Field Controller of the Ottoman 9™ Army
evacuation from the Kars Region (Oblast), wired to Tiflis for the

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Major General G. Forestier-Walker, the Commander of the British
27" Division and to the Colonel C. E. Temperley, the newly
appointted Military Governor of Kars, about his attempts to resist
the Ottoman plunder of the RA28. The French described his
interview of the same day with the Chief of Staff of the 9" Army
Husni Bey, who was ordered to return into Alexandropol electric
mills, which were indispensable in winter, together with electric
equipment for lightning the city. The Turks exported all available
grain and generously fed their 11,000 horses and mules in front of
the terribly starving population. Poidebard demanded to make
strong remonstrance to Ali Rifat Bey, the commandant of the
Ottoman troops in Kars, who made up false reports, and to force
him and the Commander of the 9" Army Shevki Pasha to stop the
pillage of the local population and to obey the Allied orders
rigorously. The Captain insisted on immediate seizure of the grain
surpluses from the Turks and on supply of the food available in the
Kars Region to the city dwellers, as well as on the military
investigation and guarding of all armory and grain stocks, stretched
from Erzerum to Karaurgan.

In a response, Forestier-Walker arrived on 6 January with
Temperley to Alexandropol, where he issued on 7 January a written
order to Shevki Pasha. On 8 January Forestier-Walker, as a
Commander of the British Forces in the Western Transcaucasia,
presented to the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
Armenia S. Tigranian a letter on the creation of his own administ-
ration. They signed together a memorandum which was an agree-
ment on the Armenian civil administration of the Kars Region under

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supervision of the British Military Governor?®. Although the Great
Britain built its relations with the Transcaucasia on the the basis of
its military force, the French entrepreneurs had demanded as soon
as in the mid-February more activity from their government.

The famous mining engineer, geologist and archeologist Jean-
Jacques de Morgan, who managed a copper mine in Akhtala in
1887-1889, recalled the necessity to intensify the French commerce
in Persia, Armenia and Georgia, since Batum and Trapezund were
so convenient for the transportation of Persian goods to Marseille.
This business was carried out by the steamers of the “Le Courrier
maritime” line, owned by Société N. Paquet et Ce. De Morgan
reminded: “Striving to provide outlets for their goods, our excellent
friends Russians had banned a transit into Persia through the
Transcaucasia, thus either you had to pay a double customs duty for
the French output in Batum and Enzeli, or you should sent them via
Trebizond and Erzerum, you could also reach the Persian Gulf, ...
arriving at Teheran long months ago”3°. As a result, commodities
went through Turkey and the Transcaucasian path had been used
only for urgent parcels.

However, the revolution has liberated Armenia with Georgia
from the Imperial control, and the trade route through these
countries could be put in motion now. France only had to support
their full independence, especially the Armenian one, and to open
the routes via Batum-Tiflis-Erevan-Julfa and Batum-Tiflis-Baku.

The actual
situation gave France new and vast market, while maintaining the
British positions in Mesopotamia and Southern Iran. According to
de Morgan, the power vacuum south of the Caucasus range made
its mineral resources accessible; the only one thing needed were
French, Turkish or Russian investments. Russia, “contrary to its
assurances, was unlikely to have more favourable attitude towards
foreign industry than Turkey. ... To return the Transcaucasia to
Russia and Armenian Vilayets to Turkey in whatever form would
mean to renounce the most attractive branches of our commerce
and industry in the East”3'. Meanwhile, Armenians are capable of
development, they can become self-sufficient and organize with the
support of Europe a strong and prosperous country. That’s why, de
Morgan continued, we have to support and declare an entire
Armenian sovereignty from Turkey, to save this part of civilization
from the most infamous plunder.

While the French clarified the economic foundations of their
Armenian policy, the Republic of Armenia was fighting against cold,
famine, epidemics, overflow of refugees, lack of transport and
security, medicine and State apparatus, combined with Tatar and
Kurdish assaults within the State and on its borders. Poidebard
informed Temperley on 28 February that the Muslim Council of the
Kars Region, who disregarded his order, had been instituted by
Shevki Pasha on German prompt. This gathering was established by
the retreating Ottoman army, who gave weapons, Officers and
instructors to the Council (Shura), and also sent everywhere its
allegedly demobilized officers and privates. The Commander of the
12t Ottoman Division Ali Rifat bey personally acknowledged this

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fact. It was urgent necessity to expel these folk, to diminish the 9t
Army, which reinforced on the borders of Kars, to repatriate
Armenians into Erzerum and to co-operate with the Armenian
government in military measures against the Kurdish-Tatar assaults
that threatened Yerevan. Tatars would obey only imperative orders.
Besides, the famine activated Bolsheviks in Alexandropol, it was
necessary to cut off their movement drastically32.

Conforming the data supplied by Poidebard, S. Tigranian also
revealed to the Colonel Chardigny on 20 March the basic milita-
rization of Tatars by the Ottoman soldiery, when the latter declared
General Governorships in Sharur, Nakhijevan, Artsakh and Surma-
lu. A serious collision became inevitable, so the Foreign Minister
demanded that the Allies fulfill their peacekeeping mission, open
communications for the Western Armenians and commit pressure
on Baku, forcing it to restore contacts with the Cabinet in Yere-
van®. Moreover, the Chairmen of the Delegation of the Republic of
Armenia A. Aharonian and of the Armenian National Delegation
Boghos Nubar let Clemenceau know in Paris, that the RA was ready
to place its Army under the Allies' command and to raise new
regiment with their help, enrolling thousands discharged soldiers
and refugees, who took asylum in the Caucasus®*.

Thereby, when, on 6-8 April 1919 the British began to handover
their governorships in the Kars Region, Sharur-Daralagyaz, Nakhi-
jevan and Surmalu Districts up the border of 1914 to the administ-
ration of the RA, on 6 and 8 April Poidebard and Chardigny visited
A. Khatisian, the Armenian Minister of Interior, who was in Tiflis on
a business trip. Both Frenchmen stood up for the Armenian

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Karabakh and urged Khatisian to remain firm. Their negotiations
also included the repatriation of refugees and the political set-up of
the future expanded State. If the British Generals W. Beach and W.
Thomson spoke on 8 April about the future Armenia, composed of
six vilayets with Trebizond and Erzerum as its capital, although
deprived of Karabakh, then the Franco-American tandem lead by
Chardigny strongly objected to this approach.

Khatisian also asserted the previously sanctioned position of his
Cabinet “that the mountainous part of Karabakh, inhabited by
Armenian, be declared outside the Azerbaijani Governorship
General of Karabakh and its management remain in the hands of
the National Council in consent with the will of population, and the
Azerbaijani troops were immediately withdrawn from the bounds of
the Armenian Karabakh. The Armenian Government considers this
area an integral part of Armenia. Control over the government,
which would be established by the British Command, could be
exercised only by an ethnic Englishman, who would become a
Governor General in both parts of the Karabakh — in Armenia one
and in Muslim”. On 8 April Khatisian affirmed this thesis in a
particular letter to Chardigny3°.

Since the British side proposed a complete division of the
Transcaucasia among three republics, Chardigny sent three reports
for Clemenceau on 7, 12 and 20 April. He noted that, contrary to
British allegations, Armenia and Georgia did not accept the
borders, and moreover, on 14 April the RA declared its discord by a
special note to the British. Chardigny recorded, that General
Thomson was talking just about trying to establish peace and order,
though “the proposed solution would lead to completely diverse

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results. Neither the nation, nor the Armenian Government will
never accept the provisional reunion of the administration of
Karabakh-Zangezur into the Governorship General, appointed by
Azerbaijan. Therefore, you have to be afraid of troubles in this
region”%. Chardigny added that during a personal meeting with
Thomson on 18 April Khatisian had definitely rejected this solution
even as provisional one, pending a decision of the Paris Peace
Conference. The British replie he did not insist on this question,
though Thomson reserved its settlement not for Paris, but rather
for the Commander of the Army of Black Sea, General G. Milne,
quartered in Constantinople.

At the same time, in Paris, Aharonian responded to an article in
the London “Times” of 6 May about refugees, who were eating
corpses. On 9 May he sent a letter to the Minister of Foreign Affairs
Pichon, where he described desperate situation in the RA.
Aharonian blamed the inaction of Europe, asked to accelerate the
recognition of Armenian independence; if the Allies were unable to
send troops, they should at least allocate a loan and distribute
weapons among these people for their self-defense.?” The Military
Adviser of the Republican delegation, Major General G. Korganian,
who was on a way to Paris, fully shared this anxiety. The latter one
reported to Tiflis and Erevan about his interview in Constantinople
on the same 9 May with the Chief of Staff attached to the
Commander of the Allied Army of the Orient, Colonel Bouchet.3®
Korganian summarized their talk and reported that the British
troops would withdraw from the Transcaucasia soon, they might be

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substituted by ltalians, however, the French “cannot provide any
help in any matter”; they limit their activity by the mode of Russia’s
further conduct®.

In fact, chairmen of three Transcaucasian delegations led by H.
Ohanjanian really appealed to Clemenceau on 28 August 1919 and
asked him to adjourn the withdrawal of the Allied troops, since their
evacuation would produce griefful consequences*’. Meanwhile, the
French politicians took the departure of the British as an
opportunity to revive and streamline their own regional politics. On
10 September the member of Parliament André Lebey submitted a
note to the Foreign Ministry on “the French Interests in Armenia”,
approved by the Government on 16 September. The deputy empha-
sized economic activity, including private enterprise. He requested
the Ministry’s approval for the establishment of the private Franco-
Armenian Research Bank (Banque Franco-Arménienne d’Etudes)
and Franco-Armenian Import-Export Society (Société Franco-
Arménienne d’Importations et d’Exportations).

With official support received, the “Société du Manganése” was
set up as soon as on 23 September. Its main task was to expel the
German assets from the Transcaucasia. The Franco-Russian
“Societe Commerciale Industrielle et Financiére pour la Russie” was
established in Paris at the end of November, having 50 million
francs as a fixed capital. It paid its shareholders 8% of annual
interest, imported industrial goods to Russia and financed the
purchase of French weapons by A. Denikin. The “Union Commer-
ciale Franco-Russe”, “Banque Commerciale Russe pour le Levant”,
the trading houses “Chabriéres, Morel & C”, “Panassié¢”, “Société
Industrielle et Métallurgique du Caucase”, “Société du Manganese
de Paris”, the French “Optorg”, “Amper" and others made their

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business in our region and in Armenia particularly*'.

At the same time, the new Chief of the French Military Mission in
the Caucasus, Ch.-M. de Nonancourt, demanded from Clemenceau
to reinforce his staff by the Trade Attachés in Tiflis and Baku, in
common with Consuls in a number of spots, including Batum. He
required to sustain local Governments and to send students to
France, to open and fund French schools, to improve communica-
tions, to dispatch him a bacteriologist and economic mission*2.

Let’s record, that even with the absence of soldiers the French
diplomats carried out dynamic economic and political work,
defending the Armenia identity of Artsakh and Zangezur. Thus, on
17 November de Nonancourt visited the RA Mission in Tiflis and
proposed S. Tigranian, V. Papazian and T. Bekzadian to convoke all
foreign representatives to demand all together to cease the
Azerbaijani assault on Zangezur. His attitude to this district was
“perfectly sincere and warm, though powerless”#3. The Nonan-
court’s comprehension of the regional problems echoed with the
report, which he received from the Captain Poidebard on 22
November 1919. The Military Representative of France in Yerevan
gave an analysis of all separations, completed by the British in
Transcaucasia according to their pan-regional and all-embracing
plan. Poidebard wrote that the British gave to Armenians what was
difficult to control and deprived them of demographically reliable
areas (Kars and Nakhijevan instead of Zangezur, Artsakh,
Akhalkalak and Lori).

Contrary to the Englishmen, the French made Eastern Armenia

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stronger but reduced the frontiers in the Western vilayets (Artsakh
and Zangezur instead of Erzerum). The British saw the main
enemies in Russia and weakened her positions in advance, before
she would return. The French were more concerned about the
Bolsheviks and their growing intimacy with the Turks. Poidebard
specially accentuated that the main problems of the security of the
Republic of Armenia caused fast withdrawal of the British detach-
ments, absence of State functionaries and the large-scale manage-
rial efforts of the Ottoman army. With no money, officers and
weaponry from Erzerum, the Kurd and Tatar population of Armenia
lived peacefully and did not accept the pan-Turkish propaganda**.

Conclusions

When the Great Britain based its Transcaucasian expansion on
military power and the U.S. practised humanitarian intervention,
the French regional policy was built on economics and pragmatism.
Thus, the British strongly opposed to the Russia’s comeback, the
U.S. evaded a future collision, and France admitted collaboration
with non-Soviet administration and constructed its policy, judging
the actions of the northern Power. The Englishmen endeavoured a
sole power, but the French demanded the Allied united decisions;
they quickly increased their economic positions and were not afraid
to argue with the British, defending regional delimitation,
favourable for the RA. The European partnership regarding the
Armenian Question did not exist, because first of all, policy is a
rivalry of partners. When this rivalry loses convenient, legal forms
and reaches the state of contest, it produces wars. So, the British
knew fairly well that the French would not hold out here alone, but

viewed them only as rivals. In its turn, France rejected the Turkish
bias of the Russian and British policy, wondering about the trade
route from or via Persia and Armenia.

Generally, collaboration with the new Power was more beneficial
for the RA: working with a less powerful partner who did not bother
of losing its previous gains or status, was not highly dangerous for a
minor State. Meanwhile, in 1919 France clearly formulated the main
tasks of the Armenian Statehood. These were the issues of defense,
of the formation of the State machinery in common with the
external, Turkish threat.

The evacuation of the British troops from the Transcaucasia
between 7 June and 28 August 1919 only stimulated the French
policy in the whole region and in Armenia. On 21 May France
assumed the second role in the Entente’s Eastern policy, taking this
position from the USA. The French began energetic economic
penetration since September, and on 22 December they
commenced to form the Armenian-Turkish frontier, considering it
necessary to compensate for the huge Armenian losses, inflicted
during the Genocide, carried out by the Ottomans. At the same time
the French did not argue the British leadership in the Armenian
question. Their strictly pragmatic course was shaped from the
bottom up, being based on the field reports. France consolidated
the independence of Armenia all-round and played a major role in
recognizing the Republic of Armenia as a Small Ally of the
victorious Powers.

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Introduction

Shortly after the end of the First World War, in December 1918,
the Paris Peace Conference held its preparatory meetings in order
to resolve post-war problems in the world. The main purpose of the
Conference was to conclude agreements with the countries of the
losing Quadruple Alliance. The Conference opened on 18 January
1919 in Paris, where about 2,000 delegates from 27 countries
gathered to participate in the discussions. The young Republic of
Armenia, which participated in the World War, as a "small" Ally,
also sent a delegation to Paris.

During these months, the Government of the Republic of
Armenia faced numerous problems in its internal and external life;
and the issue of food was one of the gravest problems. That is why,

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in February 1919, the Armenian Parliament (Khorurd, Council), on
the basis of the government’s decision', approved a bill, according
to which a special civilian mission was formed under the
chairmanship of Prime Minister of the Republic of Armenia
Hovhannes Kajaznuni?.

The mission was instructed "to go to Europe and America, to
appeal on behalf of the Council of Armenia to the governments of
the Entente States and the United States of North America and ask
them for help in importing food and other essential goods that
Armenia lacks into the country"s.

H. Kajaznuni’s mission had been called into existence on 30 May
1919, when a group of selected experts proceeded to Europe
through Tiflis and Batum®. Upon arrival in Paris on 16 June,
Kajaznuni’s delegation launched an inspired activity in France and
Great Britain in order to receive financial assistance from the
Entente Powers. Though Europeans did not give clear answers to its
claims, America and the Conference were more active.

Taking into account the leading role of the USA in the whole
process of relief, a joint meeting of the delegations of the Republic
of Armenia and the National one in Paris had decided to appeal
officially to the American Government in Washington®.

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So, on 1 October 1919, the Armenian mission left Paris for the
United States and arrived in New York on 9 October®. The
delegation under Kajaznuni was joined by a member of the
Armenian delegation in Paris, Garegin Pasdermajian (Armen Garo),
who was appointed the RA Plenipotentiary Representative to the
United States. H. Kajaznuni was authorized to provide solutions
both to economic and political problems. Upon arrival his mission
went to Washington to present Armenia's problems to the American
government. On 10 October 1919 H. Kajaznuni, as the Chairman of
the civilian mission of the Republic of Armenia and G. Pasdermajian
as the diplomatic representative of the Republic, spoke at the
hearings entitled "Maintenance of Peace in Armenia" in the
Subcommittee of the Committee on Foreign Relations of the United
States Senate’.

These hearings were held on 27, 30 September and 2, 10
October 1919 and were devoted to the Resolution, composed on 9
September by Senator ). Williams together with the Senate Majority
Leader, Chairman of the US Senate Foreign Relations Committee H.
C. Lodge and presented by his colleague Senator G. Hitchcock.

The statements of the Armenian delegates, who spoke about
relief and military assistance to Armenians, as well as about the
recognition of the Republic, played considerable role in shaping the
opinions of the members of the subcommittee. After testifying at the
subcommittee, the representatives of the Republic of Armenia met
with a number of high-ranking American officials, including

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Secretary of State R. Lansing. During the meeting with R. Lansing,
in response to recognize the Republic of Armenia, presented by H.
Kajaznuni, the American official advised them to submit an official
memorandum.

Thus, the Memorandum entitled “The Republic of Armenia” was
prepared under the guidance of Kajaznuni and submitted to the
Secretary of State by G. Pasdermajian on 28 October 19198. Later
on, it was presented to the Senate by its member H. C. Lodge®. On
10 November 1919, the Memorandum was printed as a Senate
Document N2 151 of the 1t Session of the 66" Congress in a
separate booklet'.

The document contained, although brief, but rich information
about the Republic of Armenia, including both the establishment of
independence and the needs and urgent assistance to the young
Republic. In addition to providing details about the Memorandum,
the purpose of this article is also to show how, through the noted
document, the representatives of the Armenian Republic tried to
convey to the US Government that the young Republic of Armenia,
having overcome the hardships of the last year and a half and
despite the still existing serious difficulties of various kinds, was
already an established state worthy of international recognition.
Highlighting the content of the Memorandum in the article, the task

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was set to show through the information provided in the document
that in the case of military-political support, together with the
economic assistance already received, the Republic of Armenia
would be able to take its place among developed countries in a
short time; that, having received assistance, the Armenians would
be able to ensure their self-defense, as well as, thanks to their hard
work and the country's natural resources, they would be able to
repay the loans taken; that recognition of the Government of the
Republic, in particular by the United States, would be of great
importance for the reunification of the Republic of Armenia with
Western Armenia and the creation of a Unified and Integral
Armenia.

A Memorandum on the Recognition of the Government of the
Republic of Armenia

The Armenian Special Mission’s Memorandum contained
information of various kinds about the Republic of Armenia,
including the country's location, territory, climate, population, state
construction, economy, neighbors, and so on. It covers the
following 10 chapters:

“l. The formation of the republic. Il. The constitution of the
republic. Ill. The judiciary. IV. The army. V. Finances. VI. Territory
and physiography. VII. Population. VIII. Economic conditions. IX.
Life of the republic during the past 16 months. X. The present need
for external aid”'.

The first chapter told about the formation of the Republic of
Armenia. It contained a short introduction with the events of the
spring and autumn of 1917, as well as the first half of 1918, which
took place in the Russian Empire. This fragment highlighted the

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changes that took place in the Transcaucasia by the time of
September 1919. It had been mentioned in the text that when the
three principal peoples of Transcaucasia - Armenians, Georgians
and the local Tartars™ composed the federation on 22 April 1918,
they had their respective territories and were conflicting with each
other. The cause of animosity had been their different political
tendencies and very diverse attitude to the World war, which
devastated the whole region. The Memorandum emphasized that
only Armenians chose to stay and were loyal to the cause of the
Allied and Associated Powers, since they continued the war against
Turkey till the end.

These internal conflicts, more and more emphatic, made it
impossible for Armenians, Georgians, and Tartars to collaborate
within the single state. On 26 May 1918, the regional Same declared
the termination of the Federal Republic of Transcaucasia and
relinquished its authority. As it was stated in the Memorandum, the
very “same day Georgia declared her independence; and after two
days, namely, on 28 May, 1918, Armenia and Azerbeijan likewise
declared their own independence. From that day began the
existence of the republic of Armenia”'3.

The second chapter “The Constitution of the Republic” admitted
that the Republic had not a written constitution, because “that
important task had been reserved to the future constitutional
convention which is expected to assemble when the State of united
and integral Armenia has been instituted and when the present
republic of Armenia shall form a part of that united and integral
Armenia”™. Pending that event, the Armenian republic had been

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operated as a democratic, parliamentary republic. Under this form
of government, the State had already a legislative branch, i. e. an
elected Parliament, and an executive branch, embodied in a
Cabinet. The information about the parliament in session and the
cabinet was given in the Memorandum. It was noted that the Prime
Minister was at the head of the government and the president of
the council of ministers. The republic had not a president, but the
powers of the president was exercised in part by the parliament and
in part by the cabinet™.

It was also reported, that every citizen of Armenia of full age has
an equal right to participate in all elections without regard to sex,
race, or religion; the language of the Republic is Armenian, but
citizens not acquainted with Armenian are permitted to use their
mother tongues or the Russian language; all religions enjoy entire
freedom and equal rights in the Republic.

The third chapter, devoted to “Judiciary”, mentioned that the
system of Russian jurisprudence and administration of justice was
temporarily continued in force, except in so far as it was modified
or repealed by acts of Parliament or was in conflict with the spirit
and order of a democratic-republican system of government®.

The fourth chapter covered information about the Army, which
was modeled after the Russian Army and was administered
according to its regulations. The document told that the body of
Armenian officers had been educated in the Russian technical
schools, and the greater part of the soldiers have served and have
received their training in the Russian Army. It was mentioned that
the Armenian troops and people generally were not affected by the
Bolshevism; so, the discipline in armed forces was satisfactory, with

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the morale and patriotism being exemplary. The Armed forces were
“composed of all branches of the service” with the number of
enlisted men in July, 1919, equal to 18,000. “The country needs
and has a capacity of raising an army double that number, but the
luck of physical equipment, arms, clothing, food, supplies, etc.,
makes the realization of that number of troops at present
impossible. Even the physical equipment of the troops now under
arms is inadequate, and is tolerable only because the Armenian is
hardly and sturdy soldier”".

The Memorandum also apprised, there were no Muslims in the
Armenian Army. “For political reasons, military service was not
obligatory upon Mohammedans, as it was not also under the former
Russian regime”'®.

Chapters 5 and 8 are devoted to the financial and economic
situation in the Republic of Armenia. The document provides
information on sources of income, direct and indirect taxes, as well
as disbursements, both ordinary and extraordinary. The difficult
financial position of the country was depicted as follows: “The
extraordinary disbursements are for the relief of the sufferers of
the war and for the reconstruction of the economic life of the
people. Food, clothing and shelter must be provided for orphans
and those unable to work, the deported and exiled people must be
repatriated, ruined villages must be rebuilt, and seed and
agricultural tools must be furnished to the despoiled farmers”'°.

As for economic conditions, the document conveyed, that the
great majority of the population (nearly 85 percent of them) were
engaged in agricultural pursuits. Large cities and large industrial

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enterprises (with a few exceptions) do not exist. “Armenian
mercantile and manufacturing houses of considerable magnitude
have their central locations outside the limits of Armenia, at Tiflis,
Baku, Rostov, Moscow, and Petrograd”??. All the branches of
agricultural industry, i. e. the cultivation of grain, cotton,
gardening, winemaking, and the breeding of cattle, production of
milk and its products, got considerable level. There was also
manufacturing on a small scale.

Chapter six, entitled “Territory and Physiography” described the
location and geographical limits of the State. According to that
description the territory contains 67,000 square kilometers; its
administrative division and neighbors are also characterized. As it
was communicated “the boundaries of the republic are not
definitely delimited or settled”. The quantity of outlying regions
(Akhalkalak, Borchalu, sections of the Kazakh and Elizavetpol
districts, Jivanshir, Shushi, Kariagin) were involved in disputes with
“Georgia claiming certain regions lying within the former province
of Tiflis, and Azerbeijan (Tartaristan in Transcaucasia) claiming
certain regions lying within the former province of Elizabethpol”?'.
The document also tells about mountains, water resources, and
climate of Armenia.

The 7t chapter provided information about the population of the
country: Armenians amounted here 1,293,000 souls or 60 per cent
of all inhabitants; Tatars, Turks, Turkomans and Karapapakhs -
588,000 or 27 per cent; Russians and Greeks — 110,000 or 5 per
cent; Kurds - 82,000 or 4 per cent; Yezidies and Gypsies — 73,000
or 3 per cent; Georgians — 13,000 or 1 per cent.

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The Memorandum also conveyed, that “since 1917, as a result of
war operation, a part of the Mohammedan population has
emigrated from the Armenian Republic”’, while 300,000
Armenians from Turkish Armenia have immigrated into or sought
refuge in the Armenian Republic. It was said with confidence that
“the greater portion of the Armenian population now in foreign
countries is awaiting the favourable opportunity for returning to
Armenia” 2.

The largest, 9" chapter of the document depicted “The Life of
the Republic in the Last 16 Months”. It described the general
situation in the country, which was born, lived and continues to live
under extremely difficult conditions. The document specially
stressed two important facts: “First. The Armenians of Russia not
only gave to Russian Army nearly 160,000 soldiers under the draft
laws, but also from the beginning of the war formed special
Armenian volunteer contingents; and after November, 1917, with
the breakdown of the Russian Army, the Armenians alone held the
fighting front against Turkey. Thus, the youth of Armenia was
constantly engaged in fighting.

Second. In Transcaucasia the war was being waged not only on
the front against Turkey, but also in the rear, in the interior against
the native Tartars”. The latter were exempt under Russian law from
conscription “consequently, the Tartar youth, capable of bearing
arms and well equipped with arms, remained in their homes, in the
rear or in the midst of Armenians, while the Armenian youth had
gone to the war fronts. The Tartars, in order to impede the
operations of the front, led by the secret emissaries of Turkey, kept
the country in the rear in constant turmoil and apprehension,

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raided the Armenian villages, killed the people and looted their
movables. So that the Armenians remaining at home, instead of
devoting themselves to constructive labor, were obliged to defend
themselves against these attacks and to carry on a small factional
warfare with their Tartar countrymen. So that while the Russian
Army, aided by Armenian volunteer troops, was conquering the
vilayets of Erzerum, Van, and Bitlis, Caucasian-Armenia was being
devastated in the rear by the Tartars”23.

Addressing to the situation of the autumn of 1917, the document
reminded how the Russian forces, infected with the Bolshevism,
abandoned the Caucasian front since November and fled to Russia
without permission. Thereat profiting Tartars openly made common
cause with Turkey; the Georgians engaged in negotiations with
Germany and assumed a neutral position towards the belligerents,
and the Armenians alone actually held the ground against Turkey.

The period of November, 1917 - May, 1918 had been referred to
in detail. During six months the Armenian forces, hastily collected
and organized in the midst of confusion and anarchy, fought against
the Turkish armies in the front and against the Tartars in the rear.
“Yielding before superior numbers, the Armenians retreated step
by step, carrying on a rearguard fight from Erzingian and
Mamakhatoun, through Erzroum, on to the former Russian-Turkish
frontier, at the same time protecting the Armenian civilian
population who were fleeing to the north from the menace of
Turkish massacres”?4.

It is well known, that the Turkish Army, enforced by two divisions
from the Syrian front, did not stop at the frontier, but rushed on to
the Caucasus. The Armenian troops retreated and gained a foothold

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at Kars, where they received orders from the Georgian-ruled
Transcaucasian government to surrender this fortress to the Turks
and, in accordance with the Treaty of Brest Litovsk, to hold the line
at Alexandropol. The Turkish Armenian refugees also moved from
Kars with the retreating Armenian army. Thus, they overcrowded
the district of Alexandropol; though the Ottoman Divisions,
disregarding the terms of the Brest Litovsk treaty, did not stop at
the previsaged line and pressed through Alexandropol in two
directions. They moved to the east, into the plain of Ararat, and to
the north, to Pambak and Lori. The Armenian detachments and the
whole nation, men and women, stubbornly resisted the Turkish
advance. On 21-29 May 1918 three severe battles were fought, at
Karaklis (Pambak), Bash Aparan and Sardarabat (Ararat) in which
the Turkish “advance was decisively checked”. As a consequence,
the Ottoman Government signed a Treaty and recognized the
independence of Armenia within a diminutive territory.

Turkey was obliged to take that course owing to the Armenian
resistance, organized afterwards on all its way into the city and
province of Baku. The Armenian stubborn and desperate resistance
on the territory of their Republic had considerable impeded the
Turkish advance. The Ottoman Army was obliged to protect its rear
until September, 1918. The Memorandum stated that owing to
Armenian resistance, Turkey was actually indulged to agree to an
armistice and to recognize the independence of Armenia, so as she
could to concentrate all her forces on Baku. Only on 15 September
1918 the 24,000 Ottoman Army occupied this city with its oil fields
and committed the 3-day massacre of 30,000 Armenians there.

The Document also tells, that when the Armenian government
was established in Tiflis on 30 June 1918 and in Erevan on 19 July of
the same year, it had to confront the following situation:
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The Turkish Army occupied the greater portion of the Republic
with her quick-firing guns only 7 kilometers from Erevan.
Azerbaijan, supported by the Ottoman troops, was pressing the
eastern and northern frontiers of Armenia and was threatening to
put the Armenian people to the sword. “Georgia had accepted
German protection, had welcomed German troops, and by their aid,
had occupied in northwestern Armenia two exclusively Armenian
districts, Akhalkalak and Lori”’?>. Thus, Armenia was left alone,
surrounded by hostile armies, without any external aid or support.
The internal conditions of the country were desperate. More than
half of the people were refugees without food, clothing or shelter.
The villages and farms had been ruined and farm labor had ceased.
The peasants were obliged to consume their grain seed and to Kkill
their yoke animals for food. Starvation, with the accompanying
contagious diseases, particularly typhus, began to scourge the
people. Drugs were scarce, with drug stores empty.

External communication was completely cut owing to Turkish
control over the single railway line. Import of goods had ceased,
since all ties with Russia, Persia, and Europe had been cut. There
was scarcity of every product. Chaos and anarchy reigned in the
country. The Government had to erect a new national life on the
ruins of the old one.

The Memorandum represents new conditions that complicated
even more the situation since the end of 1918. In December of this
year, in pursuance of the Mudros Armistice with the Allied Powers,
the Ottoman Army began its evacuation from the Transcaucasia,
including the Russian Armenia. The Turk departed slowly,
completing the destruction of our devastated country. They carried

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away everything they could, and everything they could not take
away, they burned or demolished. The people in that territory had
been severely looted and made destitute.

Such were the conditions that the republic had to overcome in
the first year of her life. The Armenian Government worked
tirelessly, to meet those conditions. During 1919 “the Government
(1) organized central and local police forces to protect life and
property and the means of communication; (2) reorganized the
judicial system and recommenced the regular sessions of the
lawcourts; (3) reorganized the army, small in number, but great in
morale and in discipline; (4) reopened the schools; (5) as far as
possible put in order the postal, telegraph, and telephone
communications; (6) in a measure restored tail communications
which had become almost impossible by the destruction wrought by
the Turks, and by inadequacy of locomotives and cars; (7) put the
finances in order, organized a system of taxation, and the
machinery of collection; (8) reorganized and established medico-
sanitary institutions to fight against epidemics; and (9) devoted its
greatest energy and effort to the relief of the famished and
incapacitated people and the reconstruction of the ruined economic
life of the people, more than half of its budget being appropriated
for that purpose”?2°.

Summing up the results of this work, the authors of the
memorandum emphasized: «The results of the labors of the
government are far from being sufficient. There are still numerous
crying needs awaiting attention. But considering the exceptional
conditions surrounding the government, it is no exaggeration to say
that these results were greater than could be asked or expected.

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The one-year life of the republic is convincing proof of its stability
and of the capacity of the Armenian people for self-rule. ...

The people, though in distress, proved their intrepidity and
patriotism to an unlimited degree. The idea of an independent
Armenia has so far stirred their souls that they were ready to
submit to any sacrifice or want in order to consolidate their
independence. ... Only by this devotion and patriotism of the people
can be explained the fact that the Armenian republic passed the
first year of its life without internal turmoils and disturbances and
the government was enabled to establish order and to engage in its
constructive efforts”?’.

In connection with the aforesaid, the document thankfully
reminded that “the Armenian republic has received a measure of
economic aid from America, notably the supply of flour being
received since April, 1919, in pursuance of an arrangement with the
Hoover Food Administration, also supplies of various kinds from the
Near East Relief, which aid has materially contributed to the
amelioration of the suffering brought on by the war and cruelty of
the enemy?8.

Coming to “The Present Need for External Aid” in chapter 10, it
started with the assertion, that Armenian land and its nation had all
requirements for the maintenance of the autonomous state. It
mentioned wealth of the national resources and capability of people
to attain the highest type of civilization, since they respect law, are
industrious, enterprising and saving. Being sturdy and healthy
peasantry, the nation was firmly attached to the soil and accustomed

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to all kinds of farming. “There is a host of artisans and mechanics,
who in Transcaucasia and especially in Asiatic Turkey, have for
centuries held in their hands almost all the arts and trades in the
country. There is an extensive class of murchants and manufactures
of large and small proportions, furnishing proof of the capacity of
the Armenians to develop and conduct industry and trade along the
same broad lines as among highly civilized nations. There is a
numerous intellectual class, thousands of specialists and
professional men, educated in the universities of Europe and
America, competent to conduct the various affairs of the state.
Finally, there are military men and officers of all ranks who have
received their training in the service of the Russian Army and are
competent to conduct an orderly and disciplined army.

The economic and financial future of the country is safe. The
republic under the present most distressing conditions in a
devastated and ruined territory has already met its ordinary
expenses by ordinary revenues”?.

However, the Memorandum noted that although Armenia has all
the resources for a national life, at the present critical period of
convalescence and rehabilitation after a terrible war, she needed of
friendly assistance from outside to organize and develope her
possibilities. At the same time, the document emphasized that
“these needs of Armenia are less than were those of other newly
formed states in the past”. Current Armenia had already been
“organized and prepared for national life to a greater extent than
were Greece, Serbia, Bulgaria, or Roumania during the first few
years of their independence. The present needs of Armenia from
outside are more moderate than were the needs of those states

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during the years of their infancy”*.

At the end the Memorandum asked for the recognition and
temporary aid, to be afforded by the Allied and Associated Powers,
above all, by “the great democracy and Government of the United
States of America”. Therefore, it respectfully requested:

1. “That the United States recognize the government of the

republic of Armenia.

2. That the rail line from Batum to the Armenian frontier
be held, if possible, by a few thousand American troops or
marines.

3. That the United States lend to the republic of Armenia,
or enable it to procure a loan in the United States, for the
following purposes:

(@) To purchase in the United States goods, munitions,
and supplies for shipment to Armenia for the organization of
an Armenian army of 30,000 men; and

(b) To purchase in the United States provisions and

supplies for the relief of the civil population of Armenia
until the crop of 1920.

The question of the unification of the present Armenian republic
with Turkish Armenia is now before the peace conference at Paris.
The whole Armenian nation is awaiting with hope and confidence
for the decisive word of the United States of America, knowing well
that the friendly voice of America will be the greatest guarantee for
the favorable solution of the Armenian question”3'.

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Conclusions

The Memorandum on the recognition of the Government of the
Republic of Armenia, presented to the American Government on 28
October 1919, contains a lot of information about the Republic of
Armenia. However, it had not particularly attained the goal of the
Armenian side. Though it imitated the requirements of the
Resolution by Senator Williams, the Memorandum limited Armenian
independence to the borders of its Republic. The American side was
well aware of the situation in the newly created State even without
the aforementioned Memorandum. Its politicians got adequate,
fairly detailed and first-hand information from the reports,
submitted by the King-Crane and Harbord missions, sent by the
American Government to the Middle East and Armenia.

To sum up, we should note that the long months of work of the
civilian mission of the Republic of Armenia, sent to the United
States, and later joined them as members of the military mission,
General Bagratuni and Commander Andranik had very limited
results, confined by the financial assistance, afforded by the U.S.
Congress.

As for Secretary of State R. Lansing, who requested an official
memorandum, he had not attached much importance to this
document and did not support the idea of American military and
political assistance to the Armenians, except for the humanitarian
sphere. While this person remained in his post, he opposed to
recognition of Armenia. Only after his resignation on 13 February
1920 as a Secretary of State and few months later than the Allies,
the United States recognized the de facto Government of the
Republic of Armenia on 23 April 1920.

Summary

Considering the guarantees given by the Allies and the new
Ottoman government after the Armistice of Mudros, the Armenians
scattered in Mesopotamia and Syria returned to their former
settlements in the Ottoman Empire hoping to regain what they had lost.
However, the promises of the Ottoman government were not actually
implemented, which practically did not contribute to the resettlement
of the emigrants. On 28 February 1919, by the decision of the National
Central Administration of Constantinople, as well as under the control
of the Patriarchate of Constantinople, the "Armenian National Foster
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Care" was established on the basis of the Armenian Orphanage and
Refugees Central Commission. The latter had its branches in all the
districts of Constantinople and as the only authorized body had to take
care of the needs of emigrants and orphans. The "Armenian National
Foster Care" carried out significant humanitarian work placing orphans
in orphanages and emigrants in refugee camps.

Summary

For various reasons, there is still a disagreement in the Soviet
Armenian historiography concerning the exact date of the beginning of
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the Turkish-Armenian war in 1920. This article gives an analysis of the
estimations, regarding the military-political developments in
Transcaucasia during the summer of 1920, by the Soviet Armenian
historiography. The author examines the general attitude of historians
and party leaders towards the main reasons for the outbreak of the
Turkish-Armenian war.

As for the period of the beginning of the war, the reason for the
pluralism that appeared in the Soviet-Armenian historiography is
explained, first of all, by the limited possibilities of using archival
material and the requirements of communist ideology. Most historians
consider the date of the war to be September 23, 1920.

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Introduction

In the autumn of 1920 Armenia was invaded by the Turkish
nationalist forces. The war-torn country was on the brink of a
humanitarian catastrophe. The arrival of 500,000 refugees
exacerbated the chaotic situation; thousands were starving to death.
Since the government could not meet the needs of its people, it
allowed the American Near East Relief Committee (ACRNE) to assist
them. This decision spared the people of Armenia from absolute
annihilation'.

Along with ACRNE, other small European organisations arrived in
Armenia, conducting humanitarian activities within their capabilities.

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Among them, the Norwegian Women's Missionary Organisation
(NWMO) took its modest place. Having settled in Alexandropol, under
the leadership of Bodil Catarin Biorn, this organisation played a great
role in saving homeless orphans from the clutches of hunger.

In this article, we have tried to present the history of the
humanitarian activities of the Norwegian Women's Mission and its
leader during the Alexandropol period by combining the memories of
former orphans and missionaries.

SCANDINAVIAN WOMEN’S MISSION IN WESTERN ARMENIA

NWMO was the first independent women's missionary organisation
in Norway. Founded in 1902, it aimed to improve the lives of women in
foreign lands.? The founders of the NWMO were influenced by
women's missionary organisations in North America, Britain and
Germany that emerged in the late nineteenth century®. NWMO
missionaries were upper-middle class, mostly highly educated,
professional women who shared an understanding of a personal calling
to missionary work. The few women who chose to work in Western
Armenia defined their missionary vocation as closely related to the
healing of suffering Armenians after the Hamidian massacre of 1894-
1896.

Bodil Biorn was one of the women who worked for the NWMO.
Trained as a nurse in Oslo and in Berlin, she worked in both American
and German institutions during her first year in Turkey from 1905 to
1906. At the same time, she studied Armenian. Biorn then moved to
Mush where, on the eve of World War | she ran the polyclinic of the
German Asylum. In 1914-1915, Biorn and her Swedish colleague Alma

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Johansson cared for soldiers in Red Cross hospitals. When the
Genocide began, Biorn and her colleagues became part of an illegal
network to help Armenians. The war forced them to become aid
workers, war correspondents, and part of a network opposing the
Ottoman Empire's war against the Armenian people*. These women,
unmarried and without children of their own, felt a deep connection to
the Armenian people. Having lived through war and genocide with the
Armenians, they could no longer imagine a quiet, safe and comfortable
life in Europe.

After the war, the Turkish government banned missionaries from
entering the country, so the missionaries followed the Armenian
refugees who moved to Syria, Egypt, Greece, etc. Tokda and Biorn
came to a resolution that Bodil Biorn’s new vocation would help
Armenian orphans in Armenia.

The war and the Armenian Genocide led to a refugee crisis in
Transcaucasia by 1915. In 1918, the independent Republic of Armenia
was established. “The burden of a few hundred thousand homeless
and unemployed refugees was enough in itself to cause an economic
maelstrom”, writes Hovannisian on the situation during the first year of
the republic. By the summer of 1919, after a season of drought,
200,000 people - 20 per cent of the republic's population — had died.
ACRNE became the only hope for salvation in this situation. By 1921,
when the independent republic was replaced by the Soviet state, the
Committee had taken on the care of some 100,000 orphans in
Armenia, Syria, Palestine, Greece and Constantinople. In 1921, the
ACRNE Committee was responsible for the care of some 100,000
orphans in Armenia, Syria, Palestine, Greece and Constantinople.

Co-operation with ACRNE proved crucial for Biorn. The Soviet

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government did not allow missionary organisations or individuals in
Armenia. The only way Biorn could work in Armenia was to cooperate
with ACRNE. When Biorn arrived in Yerevan in the early spring of
1922, the famine was still raging. American relief workers reported
that during the harsh winter months, there had been several instances
of people becoming so desperate from hunger that they had resorted
to eating human flesh. “Officials said they were doing their best to
prevent this, but people were losing their minds from hunger.”> In
April of that year, ACRNE staff based in Alexandropol reported terrible
hunger among refugees and orphans in the mountain villages of
central Armenia. Returning from a five-day horseback trek through
twenty villages, Committee staff member C.A. Downer reported that
food had dried up throughout the region. People tried to make bread
from all sorts of substitutes, including flax chaff and sawdust, extracted
undigested substances from old waste and gave them to their children.
Due to malnutrition, health conditions were critical, with a quarter of
the adults incapacitated and bedridden. Downer concluded that only
one in fifty residents was normal®.

It became imperative for Biorn to organise aid as soon as possible.
If the local Armenians in the villages were suffering from hunger and
disease, the situation of refugees in the cities was even worse.
However, the authorities were not prepared for this, and Biorn spent
the first two months of her stay in Soviet Armenia negotiating with
government officials about where to open a Norwegian orphanage.
After two months, Biorn, who spoke fluent Western Armenian and had
lived among Armenians for more than 10 years, was able to reach an
agreement with the officials.

Even before the orphanage opened, Biorn began distributing

wheat to widows who had migrated from Mush. The food
distribution, financed by Norwegian women, saved dozens of
families from starvation in April-June 1922, but it did not solve the
problem completely. Large numbers of homeless children slept in
the streets. In her letters, Biorn wrote that she often couldn't sleep
at night because of the crying of hungry orphans. These reports led
Norwegian donors to contribute 900 Norwegian kroner for a year's
rent for the orphanage’.

The lack of suitable buildings in Yerevan forced Biorn to look for
another place to found a shelter. That's when the local authorities
offered her a large house with a garden in Alexandropol (now
Gyumri).

THE NORWEGIAN ORPHANAGE

Alexandropol was a “showcase” district of ACRNE. This was due
to the good housing conditions provided by the Cossack Post,
former Russian military barrack that housed over 5,000 children.
The American orphanage and hospital, more like a village, was
located about 1.5km from the town. It consisted of about forty
stately and substantial stone houses surrounded by extensive fields.
The community also had schools and courses in agriculture and
crafts for older children. In addition, on the opposite side of the
town was another group of barracks, Polygon, which housed
20,000 refugees®. As the League of Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees, Fridtjof Nansen, a Norwegian explorer and humanitarian,
visited Leninakan (formerly Alexandropol) in 1925. The facilities
where orphaned children were kept made a strong impression on

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him.®

ACRNE cared for boys and girls, most of them under the age of
eleven, who were placed in orphanages or cared by local people
who received financial support from ACRNE.

After the genocide, according to historian Lerna Ekmekcioglu,
unmarried girls and boys, regardless of their age, were considered
orphans if they had lost a parent, usually their father, and if they
had no male relatives to rely on. Orphanhood and the breakdown of
family structures were closely linked. To some extent, orphanhood
meant a lack of support from the family, on whom, before the
disaster, the individual depended for everything.

Biorn's ideal of a Norwegian orphanage was to recreate a family.
She wanted to create a small orphanage that would aim to
rehabilitate the most vulnerable children in a family environment. It
would be a qualitative addition to ACRNE's extensive work with
refugees. According to Biorn, ACRNE's mission was invaluable, but
their orphanages were too large to be a true home for the children.
The large luxury villa she rented in Alexandropol allowed Biorn to
create an orphanage of her own design. The house had ten rooms,
two kitchens, and gardens to the front and back. Biorn was
practical and had plumbing installed — “one of the most important
things in an orphanage”'. She named the orphanage Lyskilden
(“Source of Light”).

The orphanage created jobs for the local population. Biorn hired
two “kind and skillful” Armenian women: one to cook and the other
to look after the children. The cook's name was Azniv Janercharyan
and she was from Bitlis, where she had lived comfortably in a

wealthy family until 1915. According to Biorn, she was a loyal
worker, a quiet and kind woman. Her husband was killed in the
massacre, but her five children survived. As a widow forced to
support a large family, she was fortunate that several of her
children remained in American orphanages, and she was able to
support the rest by working as a cook.

“The Source of Light” could accommodate up to thirty-six boys
between the ages of four and ten. The weakest children were found
by Biorn and her staff outside one of the ACRNE canteens. In many
cases, mothers or other relatives living in extreme poverty begged
Biorn and her staff to take care of their children. Soon there were
thirty-five children in the orphanage: all of them weak, sick, and
extremely malnourished. Skin diseases, stomach and intestinal
disorders were common among the local population due to
malnutrition. Mabel Evelyn Ellott, an American physician who
worked at the American Women's Hospital in Alexandropol in 1921-
1923, reported that there was not a single healthy child among the
40,000 orphans in American care. They were all suffering from
infectious diseases.. Similar health problems plagued the
Norwegian orphanage, with many suffering from severe abdominal
bloating caused by a diet of grass and “greens.”

Food shortages were a major threat to the existence of Armenian
orphans. ACRNE struggled to find enough food to distribute and
had strict rations. Although there was supposed to be enough food
for each child under their charge, many children went hungry.
Biorn also had to ration food, even though she had enough
provisions for the children. Nefissa Naguib writes about nutrition

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and food distribution among refugees, “While food deprivation
breaks the human spirit, feeding others provides human meditation,
care, and healing for others. Unravelling the many facets of
humanitarian food distribution .... is a complex process in which
truthfulness and sentimentality must be constantly evaluated.
Nevertheless, when we consider the simple act of feeding others,
something rich is revealed.”®

Biorn did not cook or feed the children herself; Armenian women
took care of that. However, every day she took meals together with
the children and the staff. The fact that the foreign woman who
headed the orphanage preferred not to eat alone shows that food
was important not only as a help, but also as a social interaction,
which implied eating together in everyday life. For this, the orphans
affectionately called her “Mama Katharina”. Food was also
discussed in letters to the headquarters in Norway, where reports
from Armenia were published. Members of the NWMO and other
interested readers received a detailed picture of the shelter's
warehouse filled with food for the whole season: vegetables,
potatoes, flour, fat, tinned meat, beans, tomatoes'®. This reassured
the Norwegian women donors that their money was being spent on
sustainable farming.

It was important for Biorn to limit the number of children and to
accept only the sickest and weakest, as a quiet and closed
environment and proper nutrition were essential to the healing
process. During their stay at the orphanage, the children received
full nutrition, medical attention and care. After recovery, the
children returned to their families or other carers. It was important
to create a sense of home for children living on the streets. Keeping

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warm during the winter months was part of this strategy. And in
this respect, the Biorn shelter differed significantly from others. For
example, during a visit to the ACRNE shelter, Fridtjof Nansen
noticed that the children's bedrooms, although large, clean and
bright, were not heated. In a region where snow lies for five
months and winter temperatures drop to minus 25 degrees Celsius,
living in unheated dormitories was unacceptable even for a polar
explorer.

ORPHAN CARE

Biorn describes in detail the work she and her colleagues did in
the long evenings. For example, making woolen bed linen was a
common activity for Norwegian women. In Norway, wool was
essential to keep people warm during the long winters. Norwegian
women knew how to knit; girls were taught knitting at school from
an early age. Women supporting missionary relief work knitted
socks and jumpers for the Source of Light children. This voluntary
needlework created an imaginary link between their own world and
that of the Armenians. According to Liisa H. Malkki, knitting and
sewing for the distant sufferer “was a giving of one's skill, time and
self to help others and linking this to the skill and giving of others.
It was a way of imagining himself as a member of the living world
and as something greater than himself”'8. This was a way of seeing
himself as a member of the living world and as something greater
than himself. In the context of Source of Light, hand-knitted socks
and jumpers kept Armenian children and their relatives warm at a
time when most Armenians, refugees and orphans had no clothes.

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In 1919, the American Red Cross donated 754 tons of clothing to
Armenia. Despite this, many still could not afford winter clothing,
and old American clothes were “far more valuable than money”™.
Biorn encouraged Norwegian donors to send warm clothing to
Armenia, specifying that the recipients would be forty Mush families
living in and around Alexandropol. Biorn assured supporters that
their gifts would be delivered safely and facilitated personal
connections between donor and recipient.

Boxes of clothes and toys played an important role, both
materially and psychologically, in the transnational connections
between Norwegians and orphanage children. The clothes warmed
little bodies and at the same time reminded the children of their
breadwinners.

Women in Norway “adopted” Armenian children in the
orphanage. Each one who donated money to support a child
received the title of “foster mother.” Norwegian foster mothers not
only donated money, but also knitted socks, jumpers, and sewed
clothes for “their” child.

Many of the photographs of the children living at "Source of
Light" also fulfilled the donors' “need for affection”, and these
photographs became another important factor in creating personal
bonds between the “mothers” in Norway and the children in
Armenia. Many of the children were photographed when they were
welcomed into the home: emaciated, dirty, dressed in rags®. A few
months later, Biorn photographed the children again, and these
“after” photographs proved that the donors had made a difference
in the lives of these children. The Norwegian Women's Missionary

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Organisation printed these photographs in its magazine. In addition
to the printed reports in the organisation's magazine, Biorn also
wrote letters to each donor. This process was not one-way. Biorn
asked each foster parent to send pictures of "their" child. She told
the children about the foster mothers and showed them on a map
where the donors lived in Norway.

Knitting clothes for a particular child, adopting from a distance,
exchanging photographs, letters and parcels of clothing were all
part of what Watenpaugh calls “the dismemberment of the object of
humanitarianism.”?' He argues that at the centre of the modern
humanitarian mind is a process whereby the object of
humanitarianism seeks to help less those who are alien and
different and to help more those who happen to be familiar, similar
and deserving of help. The aim of humanitarian reason is to make
“the victims of war, famine and disaster seem familiar” and to turn
the problems of these victims into problems of humanity?. By
presenting children as individuals and creating personal
connections between them and their givers, Biorn made orphans
familiar to a specifically female Norwegian audience.

The short biographies published for potential Norwegian donors
were also part of this process of “unbundling”. While the
biographies depict the helplessness and suffering of refugee
women, a characteristic feature of representations of Armenian
sacrifice during that time, they also present a more complex
picture. Such was the case with the story of a widow who twice
travelled long and arduous distances to ask Biorn to take care of
her five-year-old son. To support herself, the woman resorted to
begging, but it was not enough to support her son. She married

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twice, and both her husbands were killed: the first one in the Mush
massacre in 1915, the second one in Tabriz in Persia in 1918. The
boy was born when she fled from Mush. The woman was a
Protestant and asked to work in an orphanage. Biorn was unable to
provide her with a job, but the boy remained?3.

Despite her evident grief and suffering, this woman is not depicted
as helpless and passive. On the contrary, her account emphasizes that
she was determined to get help from Biorn and was willing to travel a
long way to do so. In addition, she was looking for a job. This refugee
woman is not portrayed as an archetypal victim but as an individual
with a religious and geographical identity. These facts (she is
Protestant and from Mush) create a familiar connection for the
Norwegian donors who supported Biorn's medical and educational
work in Mush before the war.

In her seminal study of the history of the modern refugee, Gatrell
argues that “images of refugees are unidentified and decontextualised.
Only rarely are individuals identified”?*. Biorn’s work is an exception.
By identifying orphans and their relatives, the refugees in Biorn’s
published texts and photographs are given historical context.
Moreover, by identifying children, parents, and other caregivers by
name and age, and by telling their unique, individual stories of
survival, Biorn did not portray Armenian refugee children and women
as anonymous, passive recipients of aid. On the contrary these stories
show very young children actively trying to escape destructive
situations in search of a better life. Armenian refugee women and
children were portrayed as destitute, hungry and sick victims, but at
the same time as embodiments of “will and courage”?°. Moreover, the

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eyewitness reports from the Biorn’s shelter contributed to the
individualization of the “Armenian refugee” through context - the
provision of names, surnames, family and geographical affiliations of
individual survivors. This contrasts with the prevailing tradition of
depicting refugees as nameless people grouped into a “collective
category of concern”?.

Conclusions

In 1924, Biorn became seriously ill and had to return to Norway.
She hired a Protestant Armenian woman from Bitlis, who had been
educated at the American Council Mission, and was confident that she
would make a good manager of the orphanage. However, the Soviet
government was no longer willing to tolerate this Christian institution.
The Soviet authorities asked ACRNE to take the children from the
Norwegian orphanage. If the Americans had refused, the children
would have remained in the care of the state.

We do not know what happened to the children at "Source of Light."
In 1927, the Norwegian Women's Missionary Organisation curtailed its
work in Soviet Armenia and Bodil Biorn founded a new orphanage for
Armenian orphans in Aleppo. She and her Armenian colleague also
assisted and trained refugee women. In 1934, at the age of 63, Biorn
retired and moved to live in Oslo with her adopted Armenian son and
his family. Biorn died in 1960. Until her death, she continued to write
and publish works on the lives of Armenian refugees.

Biorn's deep knowledge of the Armenian language and culture, as
well as her experience in humanitarian work during the Genocide,
were crucial to her success in Soviet Armenia during the interwar
period. Building on her pre-Genocide ties with Armenians, especially in

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the Mush district where she lived for seven years, Bodil Biorn was able
to operate as an independent humanitarian worker. The surviving
residents of Mush prompted her on where to organise a relief
operation and helped her with practical matters when she visited
Armenia. The Mush network created a familiar sphere in an unfamiliar
political and geographical context. In addition, Biorn was able to use
her connections with former American missionaries now working for
ACRNE in the Soviet Republic, while remaining separate from their
wider activities and thus maintaining the distinctive nature of her work.

The network of Norwegian sponsors from further afield also played
a crucial role in organising and carrying out her relief work. Through
photographs and biographies of orphanage residents and surviving
Armenian parents, Biorn established personal connections between the
Armenian children and women benefactors in Norway. By donating
money and time, writing letters, binding and stitching for the “needy,”
the latter created imaginary connections between their own world and
that of the Armenians. These ties were strengthened through the
exchange of texts and photographs about the refugees.

Summary

In 1960-1970s to increase the effectiveness of development of
national economy in Soviet Armenia, qualified human resources with
secondary education were needed. The Secondary Educational System
of our republic was producing specialists for different fields of
industry, agriculture, education and culture. There was a need to
increase the level of Specialized Secondary Education Institutions both
in quality and quantity.

Due to the decisions made by the authorities of state-parties, the
incumbent system was extended, new typical complexes and
dormitories were built for the Specialized Secondary Education
Institutions, the material-technical base was enriched with new
equipment and laboratories, the educational programs and plans were
reviewed, the workbooks were published in native language. The great
importance was given to the arrangements of the industrial practices.
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For advancing the quality of education, the system was enrolled with
new pedagogical specialists. The educational grants were raised, the
social and health guaranties were provided.

Thus, in our republic, essential efforts were made for the
development of Specialized Secondary Education Institutions in
observed period.

Summary

In the 1990s, in the context of Armenia's independence, a complex
process of transformation of the political system took place: a transition
was made from the Soviet system of governance to the system of an
independent democratic state. As a result of the transformations, the
form and content of legislative representative bodies were changed. It
went easier in the Supreme Council of the Republic of Armenia,
because the deputies who came to power here had accumulated some
experience of democracy in the streets and squares of Yerevan and
other cities during the two years of the Artsakh movement and were
ready to make the transition to the new rules of the political game.
Moreover, many of them were the authors and initiators of those
changes. The situation was different at the local government level, in
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the local councils, where the communist elite still ruled. In the first
period of independence, a sharp contradiction arose between the
Supreme Council and the local councils. The Supreme Council tried to
take full control of the local councils, but the process failed and actually
led to anarchy at the local level. It was possible to solve the problem
only in 1995 after the adoption of the RA Constitution. Based on the
Constitution, the system of local self-government was introduced in the
country and local councils were replaced by local self-government
bodies.

Summary

Throughout the hot war operations unleashed in Syria, since March
15, 2011, and later, the Armenians, as devoted citizens of the hospitable
Syrian country, together with the local population, as well as the other
ethnic groups, in particular - the Christians, suffered significant
human and material losses.

During the Syrian war, the Armenians suffered harsh experiences of
physical and moral deprivations, as well as in some cases, due to the
necessity of survival, in some cases even were obliged voluntary to
convert to Islam, etc..

In these cases, it is difficult to imagine at what cost the Armenians
should return or continue to live and also restore the districts in Syria,
once full of Armenians, but destroyed as a result of the war and
increasingly populated with Muslims.

It is a case, where some representatives of still acting Armenian
community organizations in Syria, as well as diminishing community
have repeatedly made appeals to all Syrian-Armenians resettled abroad
- to return and to reborn the community.
