Correlation and factor analysis of emotional-personal characteristics:
ontogenetic aspects of transformation

A psychometric research was carried out among 408 healthy persons - vol-
unteers of three age groups: I —22,7+2,8; I — 38,7+6,2; IIl — 57,4+4,4 years old.

It was revealed that there occurred progressive increase in the number of
introverts and reduction of extroverts with the age (Eysenck Personality Inven-
tory), increase in the number of persons with external personal type and reduction
of those with internal type (Rotter Internal-External Locus Control Scale). Parallel
with the years there was marked progressing increase in the number of persons
with high level of personal and, especially, reactive anxiety (Spielberger State-Trait
Anxiety Inventory) on the background of relatively uniform alexithymia distribu-
'tion (Toronto Alexithymia Scale) and light depression level (Beck Depression
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Inventory). It was established that the number of persons with high level of physi-
cal, verbal and indirect aggression reduced with the years (Buss-Durkee Hostility
Inventory). Methods of correlation (Spearman) and factor analysis revealed that
age changes in emotional-personal characteristics structure were accompanied by
significant transformation of their correlation interrelations with simultaneous sta-
bility of the pattern: anxiety <> alexithymia <> depression.
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
