New York -FFears have heen
ropeatedly oxpressed during the last
threr montha that the Tarke are plan
ning another genernl massacre of the
Christians in the Intorlor of Turkey.
The Kurls particularly in KKurdistan,
are miech exelted, and It needs only a
apark to start them upon thelr awful

work,

The Whorld has Information which
Indleates that at Mardin, BItlis Diar
bekr and Ifarpoot. the prineipal citiea
of central and eastern Turkev.
Mussulmans are only walting a favor-
able opportunity to repeat thelr hor-
rible work of rapine and murder of e
fall of 18956 and the spring of 1896,

At that time, It will be remember-
ed, village after village of unproteeted
and Innocent Armentans was wipad
out of eoxistence because the inhabi-
tants would not. renounce Christianity
and bow down to Islam,

At Harpoot the Armeniang Jive in a
constant state of terror, and this was
triue of many of the ather cities in As-
iatle Turkey. The Turks threaten the
Armenians openly In the market place
and tell them that they have but a
short time to live,

A letter written hy the World cor-
respondent at Treblzond, a seaport
town on tho Dlack Sca datgd December
31 says:

.rafd on the Christians,

“There Is mueh talk among the
Turks throughout Aslatle Turkey to
the effect that Armenians were con-
spiring against them. The former are
planning what they will do when such
an exigency arrlves.

“0Of course the talk of the Armen-
ians revolting is all bosh, for they are
completely erushed. But this is just
the kind of talk the Turks indulged In
provious to the massacres of 1895,

“rwo weecks ago there was a goof
deal of fear and anxiety at Mardin. Tt
was understood that a massacre of the
Armenians by the Turks was very
carcefully planned.

“Every Armenian was to have heen
killed and all his property confiscat-
ed by the government. Providential-
ly a telegram came from Constantino-
ple in time to stop it.

“Large patrols were sent out af
night by the military governor, and
the soldlers were ordered to sleep with
thelr arms by the side. The Armen-
ians wondered at these patrols but on-
ly learned of their danger after the
crisis-seemed past for the time.

“I learn that at Harpoot, too, a mas-
sacro had been planned. A friendly
Turk told an Armenian that the Mus-
sulmans were walting for an outhreak
somewhere as an exeuse for another
The unruly
Turks have very little fear of the gov-
ernment while it is not at all certain
that the government does not wish an-
other outhreak. The local government
is very slack.

“Leading men have told me that
they were sure there was to be another
velgn of terror, The Turks had de-
cldedl that no Christlan males should
be spared this time; but the women
were to be roserved for a fate worse

than death.”
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
