AEGEAN WORLD AND THE PECULIARITY OF THE MINOAN TYPE
“PALACES”

EKA AVALIANY (Thbilisi)
Summary

Number of facts suggest a strong palatial role in social organization, religion and commercial-
economic life of Aegean society in Minoan and Mycenaean times. This evidence comes from the
palaces themselves and from the town of Knossos and its hinterland, the rest of Crete and Aegean.
We think we may see something of the following functions of the palaces, many of which are
interdependent or related:

1) Administration — the hieroglyphic tablets and other documents suggest that Knossos was
an administrative centre.
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2) Religion — apparently sacred deposits, such as on the Vat Room and Loom Weight Base-
ment and nearby, and perhaps in the Koulouras, show some practice of religion of Knossos. The
cult included doves and pillars.

3) Miscellaneous — the construction of the West Court and of the earlier court at the Theatral
Area suggests public assembly near the palace.

4) Economy — industry — the palaces with their immense storerooms of oil and wheat, their
important cattle — breading, their looms, kilns and potters or lapidaries workshops, were the chief
centers of economic life and trade.

5) Foreign relations — we can see the reception at Knossos of raw matenals from the. Levant,
such as semi-precious stones, metal and possibly some technology, and the exporting from Knos-
sos and Phaistos of almost all the MM pottery that went abroad and particularly to Syria. Leba-
non, Cyprus and the Aegean. The statuette of Khyan and User may be an offering of an Egyptian
diplomats who actually visited Knossos. The prevalence of Knossian or Phaistian pottery abroad
would suggest that Knossos, perhaps with Phaistos, was in some way a leader in trade and foreign
relations.
