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THE ARCHITECTURE OF ANTIQUE ARMENIA
(B.C.Vl c.-A.D.IV c.)
A concise presentation

The architectural culture of ancient Armenia is indissolubly
related to enclosing the cities and the development of its inner life.
S.T.Yeremian was right when he said “the prosperous cities of
ancient Armenia were not only military-administrative centers, but
also had trading significance”. Cities -in the full sense of the word-
started to come to existence in the IV-I centuries B.C. This was the
beginning of the expansion of slave-owning system, and of the
goods and money circulation for Armenia. It was a time when
farming was detached from craftsmanship, when the international
continental trade and the local production became active

In all existing more than twenty cities, the Armenian
Hellenistic culture started to prosper with its unique characteristics
(Fig.1). We can divide the antique Armenian legacy into three
following epochs of development: The Orontid or Yervanduni
epoch, Armenian Hellenism (lll B.C. — | A.D.), Roman and early
Christian (I-IV centuries A.D.).

THE ORONTID OR YERVANDUNI EPOCH
(VI-IV centuries B.C.)

One of the famous monuments constructed in the Orontid
centuries is the remodeled apadana or the columnar hall of the
temple of the “khaldi” god of the Erebuni’s Arin-Berd castle-
fortress (see fig.2). This hall (29 x 33 meters) served as a hall of
formal receptions. It is a hall of 5 by 6 columns. The two fire
worshipping temples of the palace complex are attributed to the
same epoch. These temples (19 x 19) and (8 x 12) were found
during the excavations, they also have entrance areas that

correspond to their mentioned sizes. We can encounter temples
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like this in Armenia in Bayazed, but outside Armenia, similar
temples exist in Syria (the Horan region) in Mesopotamia (in Hatra)
and middle Asia etc..

In this ancient Armenian period, the expansion of city-
building became significant. Besides the enlargement and
remodeling of many old cities such as (Ani Commagene (fig.3),
Van-Tosp (fig.4), Armavir (fig.5)), numerous new big and small
cities were constructed across Armenia.

The city of Armavir, was one of the oldest cities of antique
Armenia, it was the capital of the Yervandunis and is considered
one of the first cities of ancient Armenia. Excavations proved that
Armavir was built at the place or neighboring to the Urartian city of
Argishdihinili. According to historian Movses Khorenatsi, the city of
Armavir lay on a hill on the bank of Yeraskh (Arax) river, on one
side there were Armavir and Haykavan, on the other - the village of
Nor/new Armavir. The first two villages border the city on the
south-east, and the third one from the north. The exact limits of the
city have not been cleared yet. Across the wide area between the
north and the south, there were many rock hills forming a chain,
the highest and biggest of which lay in the south east of the hill-
chain. Arax River used to run on the eastern side of the law hills,
and then - not so far away from the high hills, it passed round the
southern part. In the above mentioned land, it is not difficult to
notice the dried river-bed of Arax, which the locals called
“Yeraskhahun” and used it as a sand-pit. On almost all the rock-
hills, starting with the northern one called St. David, researchers
found old constructions and the remains of towered fences. On the
field side, the city is believed to have been protected by a deep
trench. The information Khorenatsi has given us, proves the
worshipping significance of Armavir, and the fact that they could
make predictions using the sycamore tree leaves, and the fact that
they made pagan temples in the city in addition to erecting statues
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dedicated to the gods of the Sun and the Moon and others. Another
information by Khorenatsi is that Artashes the first, during his
victorious marches, being in Asia, brought the copper made-golden
plated statues of Ardemit, Heracles and Apollo to our world to be
put in Armavir. The high priests, who were of the Vahuni tribe, put
the Apolon and Artemit statues in Armavir, but Heracles’s in Taron.

Based on Khorenatsi’s statements, we conclude that in
Armavir, not only there were temples dedicated to the local gods,
but the Hellenistic gods were also given a great importance. In 1911,
on the southern slope of the big hill in Armavir, a fragment of rock
was found, and then another one in 1927. The Greek records on
the rocks do not only prove the Urartian aspect of the city of
Armavir, but also the Hellenistic effect. The city used to grab
attention for its unique city-building characteristics. Too bad the
drawings on the last found rock fragment, were erased because of
carelessness. Today we only have the photograph. It was probably
the fortress-outline of the city of Armavir, (which was the tradition
of the Hellenistic cities.).

THE EPOCH OF ARMENIAN HELLENISM
(B.C. IV-1 A.D. cc.)

Continuing the development the Armenian antique cities gave
birth to the government’s military and economic interests, that’s
why many cities were built on important roads and some other
cities, upon less important main roads. According to historical
resources, Hellenistic Armenia had more than 20 important cities
(see fig.6). Moreover to above mentioned cities created new cen-
ters such as Arshamashat ( see figures 7 and 7.1), Karkateocerta,
Yervandashat, Yervandakert, Artashat, Zarishat, Zarehavan,
Nakhjavan, the capital Tigranacert of Dzopk, Tigranacert of
Artsakh, Mcurn, Paydagaran, Yerizavan, Shirakavan, Artamet, etc.
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Khorenatsi also tells us that during the days of the Yer-
vandunis, and because of changes in the Arax river-bed, the city of
Armavir lost its significance and the Yervandunis had to build
another city not far from Armavir, called Yervandashat.

Yervandashat (fig. 8), at the end of the Ill century B.C.,
Built in the Ararat plain, inside the limits of the Arsharunik
province. Khorenatsi writes that “Yervand...enclosed the hill, and
then — from inside the fences - he had many pieces of rocks cut,
and took them down to the bottom of the hill, equal to the surface
of the ground, so that the river water will flow through the dug
areas, so they would have drinking water. He fortified the citadel
with high fences, in which he placed copper doors and iron stairs
that connect the upper and lower doors. Between the sets of stairs,
he built secret rooms, so any betrayer who’s climbing up would be
caught. It is said that there were two kinds of stairs, one for the
daytime, for the royal servants and generally for going inside and
out, and one for the night, against the schemers.” . The outline of
the city had similarities with Jerusalem’s Herodium and Bishapour
cities.

Artashat (figures 9, 9.1, 9.2), in 190 B.C. during a battle
waged next to the Magnesia city of minor Asia, the Roman army
defeated the king of Seleucia’s Antiochus the third. Gradually, the
Helenian powerful government of Minor Asia started to fall, that
had started to weaken in the third century B.C. The battle of
Magnesia was a sign of warning for throwing off the Seleucia’s
power for many countries. Seizing the opportunity, the Armenians
led by Artashes and Zareh rebelled against the Seleucia and
declared Greater Hayk and Dzopk as independent kingdoms.
Artatshes became the king of the Greater Hayk region, and Zareh
of Dzopk region. We still don’t have an accurate date as to when
the Artashat city was founded. But scientist tend to think that it
happened during the years 170-160 B.C. Brief information about

the construction of this city has reached us, through the antique
historians Strabo, Plutarco, also through the sources of Khorenatsi.
Artashat lay on the west bank of Arax River, 10 kilometers south-
west of today’s Artashat city. It extends from the village of Lusarat
to the adjacent hill-slopes of Khor Virap. The city is on the
peninsula that lies between the Yeraskh and Medzamor rivers.

An old Armenian story tells us about the depth of the
Medzamor River, saying that king Artavazd, son of Artashes the
first, fell into the river along with his horse and drowned.

The fact that the city of Artashat was surrounded by the
Medzamor and Yeraskh rivers, by fences, embankments and
trenches, served the adjacent lands in irrigation ,it also served in
protecting Artashat so well that Plutarco named it “Armenia’s
Cartagena“. The city stood on nine chained hills, a fact that we
learned about from Agathangelos, when he told about Gregory the
illuminator’s imprisonment in Khor Virap. He also says that there
was a fortress on the hill, no doubt, he was referring to the citadel
of Artashat. This new capital of the Ararat plain, was an important
center for caravan trading, that’'s why its royal boulevard was
connected to the international caravan roads. According to histo-
rical resources, so far we have explored only three of the city gates,
one of them was in the southern part of the city that opened next to
the bridge of Taperakan on the Arax river. The caravan main road
that took them to Persia, started from this gate. Another gate
opened on the west, next to a bridge on the Medzamor River, and
from here started the road that took them to the cities of
Yervandashat, Armavir and Vagharshapat.

As for the city’s northern gate, it was put on the neck of the
land —pit and the trench, in order to protect it from the north. One
of the bridges that lay on the trench, probably connected the city to
the road that took them to the royal summer castle Garni that was
25-30 kilometers away.
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Later, during the reign of King Khosrov the second, the whole
plain was covered in artificial forests. From the same northern gate
of Artashat, started the road that took them to the city of Dvin
(established in the beginning of the 4th century). That’s why some
of the Armenian historians used to call it the Dvin gate.

The roads that connected Artashat to the outside, are
supposed to be more. According to tabula Peutingeriana road-map,
the number of the roads was five. Various historical information
prove that Artashat was the most important center of Armenian
Hellenism. The existence of a theater is also mentioned. Most
probably, the tragedies written by Artavazd, son of Tigran the
second, were performed in the Artashat theatre. During the reign
of Artashes the first, while building the city, along with the
protective constructions and the palatial complex, temples were also
built. According to Khorenatsi, there were two kinds of pagan
temples in Artashat, one was especially for the king’s forefathers
and the local gods, the second for the antique Greek-Hellenistic
gods. Agathangelos also mentions the pagan temples of Artashat,
after Christianity became the official religion, a time when all the
pagan temples of Armenia were being knocked down, including the
Dir and Apolon gods’ temples, on the way to Artashat.

Agathangelos and Khorenatsi have the exact same opinion
about the pagan temples of Artashat. They both inform us that the
temple dedicated to Anahit-Artemis was in Artashat and the Tir-
Apolon temple, was not in the city but on a road that leads into the
city. Apparently, the Artemis temple was the only one in Artashat. In
historical resources, we also read about Artashat’s mint (where
money used to be coined with Greek inscriptions), the customs -
house, the palaces belonging to the city aldermen, various
workshops and habitable residences. During the excavations of
Artashat, many materials were found, the most important of which
is the antique-style statuette of Venus. The city survived around 500
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years (2nd - the beginning of the 4th century B.C.). During the time
when the slave-owning system was dissolving, gradually, along with
historical changes, the city lost its significance. The shift of Arax’s
river-bed, and the downfall of economy in the city, all paved the
way to its weakening.

Zarishat (fig.10), is located on the northern side of Van Like,
on the vicinity to the city of Arjesh. Important to mention that the
location derives the attention for the traces of military type not
resided settlement existing on the area. It was mentioned as
Urartian settlementcalled Zernek by Burney and Lawson. Actually
without any hesitation it is a roman type camp and should be
identified as antique Zarishat, as it is referred by many authors.

The city of Tigranacerta (figures 11, 11.1), was founded in 77
B.C. When Tigran the Great had ended his predatory marches, he
started to occupy himself with the country and its internal
regulations. According to Tigran, Tigranacerta wasn’t supposed to
be only the capital and a huge center of international trade and
crafts production, but also the most important center of Hellenistic
culture.

We learn about the foundation of the city of Tigranacerta, of
its enclosure and other incidents, through the works of Roman and
Greek historians Appianus, Plutarco and Strabo, where the
incidents of Roman General Lucullus’s march to Armenia, his
besieging and occupying the city are mentioned. The most
interesting of these mentioned records, is the information given by
Appianus the Alexandrian about the city. According to him, the city
had 50 high fences, the width of which made it possible for them to
include horse stables and storehouses. The same historian tells us
that there was an inapproachable citadel in the city of Tigranacert,
but outside the city was Tigran’s luxurious palace around which,
there were gardens, promenades, hunting places and fish ponds as
well as an inapproachable fortress. According to Roman sources,
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the city fences were ruined by Lucullus during his occupation, but
later they were reconstructed and continued their protective role till
the IV century. Fortunately, thanks to Lehman Haupt, today we have
the photographs of the remains of the city fences, to be more
accurate, only separate parts of the remains. Plutarco’s record of
the city’s architecture is essential, he mentioned that the city was
enriched with beautiful constructions. The same historian tells us
that Lucullus, upon his invasion of the city, met with actors from all
over the capital, who were invited by Tigran on the occasion of the
opening of the Theatre he constructed. Taking advantage of this
opportunity, Lucullus, this time to celebrate his own victory,
organized games and theatrical performances in the theatre.
According to professor Gevorg Koyan, the theatre of Tigranacerta
was similar -in its creation- to many Hellenistic city theaters of
Minor Asia, such as the Pergamum, Priene, Ephesus and the
Miletus Theatres. We should also mention, that upon the order of
Tigran the second, statues of Greek gods were installed in the
pagan temples of Armenia, statues that were brought from the
antique temples of different minor-Asian countries.

According to recent studies, such as the one by Thomas
Sinclair, in his 4 volume book titled “Eastern Turkey: An Architec-
tural and Archaeological Survey”, as well as an article published in
“Revue des Etudes Armeniennes” studying the location of Tigra-
nacerta, finds that it should be in the place of Clemarion (Climar)
which is a village on situ of ruined placement. It is most likely that
the outline of the city corresponded to the measuring done by J.
Taylor in 1859, found on the corner of a map in the H. Kiepert
geography book (see the map) 4 which is a typical Hellenistic city
having eastern features.

Shirakavan, is considered a newly discovered city in old
Armenia which is worth the archaeological research. The habitat
stands on the west bank of Akhourian, which is 3 kilometers to the
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south of the point where Akhourian and Kars rivers meet. The
habitat has preserved its old historical shape. The area is
completely covered with soil and its main part belongs to the
antique ages and has four date layers. The first archeological layer
is attributed to the first half of the 2nd century B.C. The second, to
the second half, the third to the first century B.C. And the fourth,
to the early Christian periods (2nd and 3rd centuries.) The traces
found in the habitat tell us that it survived till the 9th century.
Shirakavan consists of three separate formations. With its regular
area, it passes over the north eastern and south western rising
grounds of the river valley, and together they all form an area of 6
hectares. To the north-west, there’s a field full of tombs. The
constructions have a rectangular shape, apparently oriented accor-
ding to the four sides if the horizon. The uniqueness of the Dorian-
shaped basis, makes the architectural style of the habitat look like
the Eastern-Hellenistic architecture. According to the results of the
excavations, it is believed that Shirakavan was burnt in the middle
of the 2nd century B.C. In the second half of the second century
B.C. Shirakavan was reconstructed. In the constructions discovered
in the mentioned times, we notice the inapproachability of the
sanctuary (2.5 x 3 meters), the walls of which are also oriented
according to the four sides of the Horizoan. The entrance of the
construction looks out to the south, and the altar to the west.
Around the sanctuary there are dug pitchers. In the first century
B.C. Shirakavan witnessed its most prosperous period and the
habitat expanded.

The materials found in the second site by excavations, clearly
show us that Shirakavan was fenced, based on a regular outline
principle. In this area, a rectangle (10 x 20 meters) is legible, along
with a sanctuary of its own. The residences surrounding it look like
yards and the temple walls have animal drawing sculpted in them.
Apparently the northern part of the habitat had a controlling
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position and significance, a fact proved by the inapproachability of a
construction (with a 100 kilometer diameter) in the same area,
which was most probably a palace with a columnar hall that had a
surface of north-south, west-east orientation (16.5 x 12 meters ). In
the center of the hall, there are four big anchors, according to
archeologists, halls that have been decorated in this way are the
continuation of the architectural legacy that was very common in
the Armenian Highland, the examples of which are found in the
Urartian cities and -by turns- have reached the antique times.
According to experts, this type also existed in the Syriac throne-
halls.

Tigranacerta of Artsakh (fig.12, 12.1, 12.2, 12.3), is one of
the novelties of last 2 decades. The excavations begun here from
2005. The supervisor of the expedition is Hamlet Mkhitaryan.
Location of the archaeological site is in Artsakh region of Martakert
district. The settlement is one of more than 10 cities established by
Tigran the Great by his name. The city established in | century B.C.,
the site converted into an active and most prosperous archeological
excavation areas in an swift way. The city combines an antique and
Early Christian parts. Actually it was existed until late medieval
times. The castle is on High Mountain. The antique walled city is on
the slope. There are the Central Square and a Christian cemetery
on the skirt towards the south and west. On the Eastern part of the
Central Square there are fountains. A very interesting early
medieval ruined ecclesiastic complex on situ of the Central Square.
Very notable is the building technique of the city walls performed in
an antique manner of dry masonry of massive lime stone used,
which are connected by the mean of iron anchorages etc.

Many other Hellenistic cities there are from these centuries
in Armenia, such as Mcurn, Paytakaran, Yerizavan (on vicinity of
Alten Tepe, see fig.13), Artamet (fig.14) (Ertemit, not far of Van city,
on the southern shores of Lake Van) etc.
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ARMENIA ARCHITECTURE IN THE EPOCH
OF ROMAN-PARTHIAN CONFLICTS

In the final phase of slave-owning system, the reconstruction
of old cities and the building of new ones became a phenomenon in
Armenia. In the middle of the first century A.D. during the reign of
Armenia’s King Trdat the first, the old capital of Artashat was
reconstructed. During the first and second centuries, two new
cities were formed, they were the cities of Mdzurn of the Taron
province of Greater Hayk’s Daruberan state, during the reign of
king Sanadrouk the first (100-110 A.D.), and the city of
Vagharshapat, built instead of the Vardgesavan in the Ararat plain
during king Vagharshak’s reign ,who followed Sanadrouk (117-140
A.D.).

The City of Yagharshapat or the New City (fig. 15), In fact,
Vagharshapat is considered the last antique city built in Armenia.
According to Khorenatsi, the city lay on the Shresh hill (near
today’s Ejhmiadzin). As a result of the excavations of 1933, it tur-
ned out that the city was on the plain, where Ejhmiadzin exists today
with its gardens and lands. Taking into consideration the unfavo-
rable location (protection wise) of Vagharshapat, we can understand
how important a role the protection-system-constructions played,
like the fences, the watery trenches and the embankments. We can
read about this in other sources too.

The city of Vagharshapat, during the short reign of the
Romans, was declared in 163 A.D. the “first city” or the capital city.
We have records from those days that tell us about the Roman
general Marcius Veros’s construction works all over Vagharshapat,
especially during the Armenian rebellion and the Artashat demo-
lishing period. This policy lasted till 185 A.D. In Agathangelos’s
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story about the Hripsimiantz nuns, one can indirectly come across a
description of Vagharshapat. According to the story teller, Trdat the
third’s palace, where virgin Hripsime was imprisoned, was inside
the citadel, surrounded by fences. Besides the palace, there were
other constructions connected together by inner streets .Because of
the anticipated Trdat and Hripsime wedding, a crowd has gathered.
Some were in the inner streets and some in the city.

Vagharshapat’s citadel, or as Agathangelos used to call it -the
castle, was different from the other citadels of Armavir, Artashat or
of the other cities of old Armenia. Because of its location, it couldn’t
be high, instead it lay on the relatively flat area of the city. The city
fences had gates that were connected to the trade roads of which
Agathangelos mentions only two. The eastern gate, which opened
on the main way to Artashat, that passed by a sandy hill. It is certain
that the mentioned place corresponds to the current area of
Hripsime temple. The other gate opened on the bridge over the
Medzamor River. On this side, the city was protected by the trench
which was full of the Medzamor water. This marshy section called
“Bargen ditch” surrounded the city on one side, thus becoming
part of the city protection system.

Garni (figures 16.A, 16.B), beside the cities of antique
Armenia is distinguished for being the summer fortress of the
Armenian kings. Garni with its unique architectural monuments,
characterizes the Hellenistic culture of Armenia from Greco roman
period. There are traveling researches about the fortress of Garni.
Starting 1909, different expeditions have worked there and in the
70s with the supervision and efforts of Alexander Sahinian, the
pagan temple of Garni was restored.

Khorenatsi attributed the construction of the Garni fortress to
Trdat the third (287-330) and about that he says:” In those days,
Trdat completed the construction of the fortress of Garni with
polished stones that were encased with iron nails and lead. Inside,
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he made an umbrella with statues (lodging), passages and high
reliefs for his sister Khosrovitught and wrote his records in Greek
letters.” Based on accurate historical proofs, we should attribute
the construction of Garni to Trdat the first, when- in the year 66 -
he went to Rome to present himself to Nero the Caesar and to be
crowned by him. The new king returned to Armenia with presents
he received from Nero the Caesar. Along with him, were experts
who are thought to have been from the cities of Minor Asia, as well
as local experts with the collective participation of which, he
constructed the antique temple of Garni. It is likely that the
construction of the Garni temple, was a compensation for the
ruining of Artashat by Gnaeus Domitius Corbulo.

The temple of Garni is placed on a triangular and beautiful
cape, the sides of which, have these approximate sizes (180 x 800 x
300 meters). From the north, it looks down to the plateau, on
which, lay the former city-like settlement (now, the village of Garni).
On the north —eastern side of the plateau, the fortress is protected
by fences (314 meters in length), 170 meters of which were in the
north-west and 144 in the north-east sides, thus enclosing 2/3 of
the fortresses entire limits .The sole gate had a width of a little
over two meters and was installed on the northern side. The
fortress -with its fences- provided inapproachability and protection
for the vulnerable part of the northern plateau. The fences are
made of basalt cubic form stones, which are connected by iron
poles. The edges of those poles are attached to the stones on both
sides, and the base is filled with molten lead. The fences are around
two meters, the weight of each of those huge well-trimmed cubic
form stones was around 5-6 tons. During the excavations in Garni,
iron tools were found that are believed to have been used to trim
those stones. Among the castle fences, there also were 14
rectangular towers installed in the outline filled with concrete
solution. On the northern vulnerable side, they were 10-13.5 me-
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ters, and on the eastern almost inapproachable side, 25-32 meters
away.

The temple, the palace and the bath completed the Garni
fortress complex, but the dominating one in the complex is the
temple, which is directed with its main huge frontal part to the
square. The temple of Garni is one of the most important
monuments of Armenia’s architecture, which belongs to a category
of Greek-Roman temples called Peripteros. In the middle of the
high main bearing is the sacrifice hall. It is surrounded by 6 Greek-
Roman lonic orders from the frontal side and 8 from each of the
other sides. In front of the entrance, there are nine beautiful steps
that extend from the northern front to the bearing platform, and
they extend as wide as the front itself.

The temple has been made of blue tiny, polished local stones
of regular shapes that, as in the fences, are attached by lead, and
internal iron links. Lime concrete has been used in the base of the
main bearing, but in the roof of the prayer hall, they used lime
solution. We should also mention that the temple composition has
been done according to Greek-Hellenistic principles.

The elements used in adorning the temple, such as in the
columns bases and caps, the entrance’s frontal and upper eave,
the sculptural  ceiling stones of the columnar hall ,and the
beautiful artistic front and side ornaments, were all made with
perfection and a great deal of taste. Here we can mention the
uniqueness of the sculpture-decorated belt on top of the columns,
called murals. On the same site of the temple, archaeologists have
also discovered the palatial hall, the bathroom and other assisting
constructions such as the special cantonment for the garrison’s
small group.

The bath that was discovered in Garni in the years 1953-1954
consists of four rooms in a raw. The room floor (with a surface of
2.9 x2.9 meters) is completely covered with mosaic, the theme of
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which is about the old Greek sea mythology. There’s also a Greek
inscription.

Three out of the four rooms served for bathing. The floors
have been raised 70 cm on round bricks aligned over tiny columns.
This means that here also, the heating system called hypocaust, was
used.

The Memorial Mountain, Commagene Tumulus (B.C. 69-
34 A.D., Figurel8), measured by American schools of oriental
Studies 1953-1956. The monument is a unique example of antiquity
built by Antiochus having Armenian, Greek and Parthian origins.
The complex is a memorial having worshipping terraces from the
north-east and north-west, as well as from southeast. There are ice
caves, springs, as well as stelas related to the celebrations. All
around in an linear way are installed statues of Gods surrounding
Antiochus eyc.

A lot of research has been done about Armenia’s cultural
legacy, and according to the results, we can characterize the city-
building and architecture of ancient Armenia as follows:

1. Landscape archtitecture city-planning. Results

Just like in the case of ancient city-building style, also in the
Armenian, there is something called the zoning of a habitat. For
example Necropolis served as a habitat, a palatial complex and a
worshipping capital. We can see this in a clearer form in the
Egyptian culture. Habitats like this exist in Lashed especially along
the areas of Yervandashat, Pagaran, and Yervandakerd.

According to the Armenian antique city style, the fortress is
supposed to be in the middle of the habitat. This was the
characteristic of the berdshen /castles. We can encounter the same
style in the Herodium habitats of Rome, Ouri, Athens, Tisiphone,
Babylon, Bishapur etc..

In Armenian architecture, we can see this style in the
constructions of Artashat, Vagharsgapat and Theodosupole (ancient
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Karin). In the city-building monuments of the antique world, we can
see that the fortress is inside the limits of the habitat. Famous
monuments of the mentioned style, are: Ashur, Khorsapat, Shusha,
Carchemish and the prevailing part of the Hellenistic cities.

We can also mention -with reserve -that in the latter
examples, the fortress has been built a bit far from the city and was
connected to it via an under the castle square. In Armenia, we can
encounter constructions like this in Tushpa, Teishepaini and
Urartian cities, as well as in Arkishdikhinili and Armavir. The city of
Tigranacert is also famous for having a similar construction.

In the Armenian architecture, there was also something called
the camp cities. These cities had military significance and were
constructed in the Urartian region, such as Erebuni, Bastam and
Teishebaini. Another similar example is the incomplete city of
Zarishat near Arjesh city on the northern shores of Lake Van.

In Armenian cities, outlines looking like animals or people
were also common. A proof of which is Khorenatsi’s description of
the city of Yervandahsat.

2. Architecture

We hope that the research into the Armenian Hellenistic
architecture is still a long term plan. In fact , the Nemrout and the
Garni pagan temples are famous , and literature wise , Armavir’s
“Arekag and Lusin “/Sun and Moon temple is famous , also Ani
Commagen temple of “Zeus”, Yeriza’s temple of “Anahit” , also
the “Anahit” temple in Ashtishat , the “Anahit” and “Asdghik”
temples in Artashat , also the “Anahit” temple of Antsevatsik, the
Pagaran complex, Terjan’s temple of “Mihr”, the worshipping
temple of the Til settlement in Pakayrij ,the "Tir” worship center
between Artashat and Vagharshapat, the complexes of Pagrevand
and Titsavan, the pagan temple that used to occupy the place of the
Vagharshabad temple of “Hripsime”, and the pagan worship
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center that used to occupy the place of the Ecjmiadzin mother
temple etc....

The Domestic Architecture instances are in behalf following
cities: Ancient Armavir, Artashat, Tegranacerta capital and
Tigranacert of Artsakh.

The public buildings are presented on the example of baths,
thermae, both are from Artashat. There is a good enough survived
palatine bath survived in Garni complex also. According to literal
evidences there were many theatre buildings in Antique Armenia
existed at Armevir, Artashat, Tegranacerta capital and else. There is
a mentioning conducting the existence of a Royal library in Armavir,
as well as  many commercial shops and artisan rows in Artashat
and Artamet etc. The same should be said about some corporate
buildingsin behalf of Custom houses and monetary etc.

Engineering structures should be too much. But very few
examples are documented till now. Such are bridges (capital
Tigranacerta, Artashat). Nice enough example is the road making
renowned monument is in the example of Royal Avenue connected
the capitals of Tigranacerta and Artashat (fig. 17).
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
