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On the Way to “The Great Lockdown”: Recovery or a
New Downturn?- The paper is devoted to the comparative
analysis of effects of the new COVID-19 coronavirus pandemic on
the economies, especially on the labor markets of Armenia,
Belarus, Ukraine, Georgia and Estonia. In order to prevent the
spread of the pandemic, many countries of the world adopted
mandatory quarantine and restrictions on certain types of
economic activities. As a result, the health crisis was accompanied
by a slowdown in economic growth, significant reduction in
various sectors of the economy, increase in unemployment. To
mitigate these effects, governments implemented a variety of
measures to support quarantined or sick leave workers, those
who have lost their jobs or incomes, businesses to preserve
effective jobs and affected sectors. They have somewhat curbed
the decline, even provided some recovery, but obviously it will
take economies more than 2 years to return to the pre-pandemic
level, in case if the second wave of the pandemic is more
"favorable."
