BOOM OF THE RWANDA'’S ECONOMY

Abstract. The study of the Republic of Rwanda is topical, as it is very interesting
that the country that survived one of the greatest genocides of the 20th century, having

provided an average of 8% economic growth since 2001, is considered to be the
country that has an economy with the fastest growth in East Africa. Rwanda that has a
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territory equal to Armenia with almost no mineral resources and sea communication
overcame genocide, famine and civil war, was included in the top five developing
countries in 2000.

The purpose of this article is to present the boom of Rwanda’s economy analyzing
some indicators and indexes, identify ways to achieve it and suggest possible ways to
localize them in the economy of the Republic of Armenia. There are the following
challenges: to analyze a number of indicators characterizing the boom of Rwanda’s
economy, to study strategic documents for the economic development of Rwanda, to
develop a typical example of a vision for economic stability and growth for Armenia
according to the successful version of Rwanda. The scientific methods of dialectical,
historical, logical, systemic-situational, comparative and factor analysis served as a
methodological basis for this research to ensure the principle of scientific
objectification. The study found that in Rwanda there was ensured the boom of
economy primarily as a result of institutional reforms based on political stability, a
credible legal system, an honest and united government, legislature and competitive
and open markets.

Scientific novelty. Rwanda's economic and political multi aspect analysis and
studies let us reveal the factors and conditions for the support of Rwanda's rapid
economic growth, on the basis of which the institutional grounds for realization of the
vision of economic stability and progress in Armenia have been developed. In
particular, the strategic documents and development plans (poverty reduction strategy,
national investment strategy) should be developed, each of which with its annual
action plan and budget. The results can be used by government agencies, economic
policy makers and researchers.
