EASTERN COAST OF LAKE SEVAN DURING THE EARLY BRONZE
AGE
(Summary)

Keywords: Lake Sevan, Early Bronze Age, Kura-Araxes culture, settlement

The eastern coast of Lake Sevan is poorly studied from the archaeological
point of view. The prehistoric sites of the region were first subjected to regular
research in the 1990s by an Armenian-Italian survey expedition. Then the Arme-
nian-German expedition surveyed the region. The latter has also been carrying
out regular excavations since 2011. Up to nowadays the expedition has excavat-
ed 4 settlements and 4 necropolises. Early Bronze Age has been documented
in three of the settlements.

Sotk 2 is located in the eastern part of the homonym village in Vardenis
community, on the road leading to the gold mines of Sotk. This natural mound
is a multi-layered settlement that was intermittently inhabited from Early Bronze
Age to the Early Iron Age. Early Bronze Age is represented with disturbances
due to subsequent settles. Here were fixed clay floors, rock-pits, black polished
but typical pottery without any ornamentation, stone, obsidian and flint tools.

Norabak 1 is located in the south-eastern part of the homonymous village
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in Vardenis community, on the road to Karvachar. Test excavations of Norabak
have shown that it was intermittently inhabited since EBA until the High Middle
Ages. EBA is represented by clay architecture, the pottery assemblage com-
pletely repeats the collection of Sotk 2.

Artanish 9 is located between Artanish and Shoghakat (formerly Shorzha)
villages of Shoghakat community. The site became known in 2015 during survey
carried out by the Sotk expedition of the Institute of Archaeology and Ethnogra-
phy of NAS RA. Artanish 9 was inhabited only during the EBA. The settlement is
characterized by round-plan stone-built dwellings, typical clay hearths, pottery,
stone, obsidian, bone and flint tools.

The radiocarbon analyzes from Sotk 2 and Artanish 9 date back to the 29-
26th centuries BC. The archaeological data and the composition of tools prove
that the local communities were engaged in agriculture, pastoral farming, hunt-
ing, and perhaps metalworking. The pottery assemblage is especially remark-
able, which is unique for the region. Further studies may essentially complement
our knowledge of the Early Bronze Age Kura-Araxes culture.

THE BURIAL Ne 30 OF THE SITE OF JODJ-DAR
(Summary)

Key words: Yeghegnadzor, site of Jodj-dar, the Late Classical period, stone
box, glyptic, glass intaglio, Leda, Mercury.

On the eastern outskirts of Yeghegnadzor city, on the left side of the road
leading to Vayk city, there is a hill called Jodj-Dar, where in 1983-1985 the ar-
chaeological expedition of the Museum of the History of the Foundation of Ye-
revan “Erebuni” led by Vahan Hovhannisyan excavated 30 stone boxes. These
above-ground tombs, constructed on natural soil with a slight deviation from the
north-south axis, have single-row, less often two-row or three-row walls made
of vertically standing slabs or large cobbles. The study of the material allowed
the researcher to tentatively date all the excavated burials, except tomb No. 30,
to 10"-8™" centuries BC. Burial No. 30 was excavated in the central part of an
elongated hill.

Structurally, it absolutely did not differ from the other 29 burials, but the
accompanying material - ceramic vessels, a working iron tool, different kinds of
jewelry, seal rings, glass tear bottles - is typical for the 2"-3" cc. AD. Among the
subjects mentioned above, two glass intaglios with images of Leda and Mercury
were found. In Armenia, among glyptic finds of this period this kind of intaglios is
documented for the first time.

In the upper layer of this burial fragments of pottery dated back to the 1st
millennium BC were found. Most likely, in the Late Classical period, the old grave
was reused for a new burial, having previously removed all the goods from it.

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THE ARMENIAN-GERMAN ARTAXATA PROJECT:
RESULTS FROM THE EXCAVATIONS 2018-2022
(Summary)

Keywords: Artashat, Artaxata, Ancient Armenia, Archaeological Prospec-
tion, Excavation, Urartu, Hellenistic, Roman.

The Armenian-German Artaxata Project (AGAP) was launched in 2018 and
focuses on the study of the capital of the Artaxiad and Arsacid Armenian king-
dom. It is a collaboration between the Institute of Archaeology and Ethnography
of the Armenian Academy of Sciences and the Institute for Classical Archaeol-
ogy, University of Minster. The primary area of research is the Lower City of
Artaxata. In particular Hill XIll, located at the transition of the Upper City to the
Lower City, and the surrounding plain are under investigation. In six campaigns
so far, an area of over 30 hectares has been geophysically prospected and ex-
tensive excavations followed on Hill Xlll as well as to the north and south of it.
Up to now, about 900 square meters of ancient structures have been uncovered
and documented. In addition to the three-phase construction on Hill XllI, which
dates from the 2nd century BC to the 1st century AD, and the remains of an un-
finished Roman aqueduct from the early 2nd century AD, a large scaled Urartian
Structure was partly uncovered in 2021. According to the C' data this building
was in use from the time around 800 BC. To determine the function and more
precise dating of this structure, excavations will be continued here as well as on
the western part of Hill XIII.

MULTILAYER MAP-CATALOGUE OF ANCIENT
ARMENIAN CULTURE
(Summary)

Keywords: Armenia, culture, map, database, archaeology, petroglyph

The reliability of cultural and historical primary sources and their scientific
significance depends on the degree of study, prerequisites and means. With
such a variety and number of petroglyphs, a complex classification should be
carried out. It covers their location and conditions of existence, time and phases
of development, functions, methods and level of study. As a result, the gener-
ated electronic catalog becomes a powerful tool for searching and comparing
data. There are five stages in the history of the study of rock art in Armenia.

First: the stage of the emergence of petroglyphological thought (Movses
Khorenatsi, Anania Shirakatsi, V-VII Ce.).

Second: the stage of discovery and description of petroglyphs (1886-the
first half of the 20" c).

Third: the stage of scientific expeditions, the publication of four academic
monographs, two articles and one book-album, in which the comparative-histor-
ical approach already prevails (1965-1985). About 2200 copied petroglyphs and
42 photographs are published.

The fourth stage is in process — the creation of an electronic catalog. Any
request — search for monuments and their parameters, counting, comparison,
grouping, etc., is presented in the form of tables, diagrams, graphs and maps,
as well as in the required time period. Through photography, location and mea-
surement, a multilayer map-catalog has already been formed, containing about
4000 petroglyphs and related archaeological material of the Armenian Highlands
and its environs.

Fifth: the stage of in situ digital modeling of the distribution of petroglyphs
— a 3D representation in the environment. This will make possible to remotely
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study petroglyphs and their groups, i.e. to view from different sides and distanc-
es, to perform measurements and calculations, to plan a scientific expedition,
virtual visit, etc. On a primary, general digital cartographic base, which contains
only the main landmarks (mountain, river, lake, settlement, state and historical
border), the coordinates of petroglyphs, their photographs and parameters are
set.

The map-catalog, originally created for petroglyphs and archaeological sites,
is gradually turning into a multi-layered database of ancient Armenian culture.
Each of its thematic layers is a map of a certain sphere of culture and natural en-
vironment, if possible — with sublayers: for example. “Settlements” (states, prov-
inces of Greater Armenia, natural-historical and historical-ethnographic regions,
national composition...) “Geological units” (mountain, cave...), “Water network”
(river, lake, spring...), “Ways of communication” (pass, bridge...), “Biological ele-
ments” (forest, tree, fossil remains, areas of plants and animals, anthropological
material...), “Cultural and historical units” (civil and cult buildings, ancient set-
tlements, cromlechs, inhabited caves, petroglyphs, vishap-steles, khachkars...).
Such a complex catalog may contain the main layers of Armenian culture, con-
tributing to the solution of a large number of natural-science and historical-cul-
turological problems.

THE JAR BURIALS OF KARCHAGHBYUR IN THE CONTEXT OF THE FU-
NERAL RITE OF THE CLASSICAL PERIOD
IN THE SEVAN BASIN
(Summary)

Key words: Sevan basin, Karchaghbyur, jar burials, Late Classical period,
dog burial.

The settlement and the tomb field of Karchaghbyur are located 1.50 km
east of the village of the same name in the Vardenis district of the region of Ge-
gharkunik. The tomb field was discovered and excavated by H. Mnatsakanyan,
Ph.D, in 1971-1972, and in 1975-1991 the excavations of the settlement and the
tomb field were carried out by the expedition of the Department of Ancient Arme-
nia of the Institute of Archeology and Ethnography of the Academy of Sciences
of the ArmSSR. The investigated burials, made in pithoi and jars, were mainly
found in the upper cultural layer of an already abandoned settlement dating back
to the Hellenistic period. These burials do not contain accompanying goods, but
the vertical and horizontal positions of the jars, their orientation relative to the
cardinal points, the method of returning the upper part of the vessel back after
its removal in order to place an individual in a fetal position into the vessel, as
well as other distinctive features of the burial rite date back to the 15t -2 cc. AD
and are similar to the jar burials of the famous sites located in the Sevan basin.

ROCK TOWERS: NEW MONUMENTS IN THE CULTURAL
LANDSCAPE OF ARMENIA
(Summary)

Key words: sacred landscape, megalithic culture, tower-type structures, sa-
cred rock.

The tower-type structures are among the various components of the mega-
lithic culture forming the sacred landscape of ancient Armenia. Today there are
more than 200 such structures. These are clearly divided into types and sub-
types. Such a subtype are the structures discussed in this article and obtained
by natural rocks processing which were first verified on the southern slopes of
Aragats and its vicinity. Until now, the exact type of these monuments wasn’t
researched and had been labeled as “observatory towers” without being studied
separately.

Today we have 11 documented examples of rocky tower-type structures
which are located in Aragatsotn, Armavir and Syunik provinces of Armenia.

These monuments of the cultural landscape have dominant central posi-
tion situated on the top of the hills or mountains: Orgov-2, Kagavadzor-1; or in
the open field with a separate rock outcrop: Ashtarak-2, Voskehat, Aghavnatun
(tomb 54). They were formed around the natural rock exposure by the principle
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of concentricity and were gradually covered by stone formations or walls: Shinu-
hayr-1. Although, the rock is natural but certain refinements are still visible: the
missing places were filled with rock fragments or rough stones. Usually these
monuments have no interior or cell but Orgov-2 and Kakavadzor-1 have interi-
ors on the top. Moreover, the concentric and radially stretching rock formations
create separate floors, such as Lernakert-3. These monuments have a distant
resemblance to the “wheel houses” popular in the Near and Middle East, which
are like the so-called “desert air-baloons”. However, unlike the examples we are
discussing, these mostly have an incline position and have no rock exposure
in the center. Exemining historico-archaeological environment and similarity we
also can confirm the fact that these monuments are from the common world.
Especially, when we find “wheel houses” in the vicinity of this or other tower-type
structures.

THE RESULTS OF THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL WORK
OF THE BARDZRAKASH MONASTERY IN 2021
(Summary)

Keywords: Bardzrakash, St. Grigor, monastery, church, gavit, excavations,
artefacts.

Under the state programme of the RA ESCS Ministry archaeological exca-
vations, measurment, geological and other research were provided in the Bardz-
rakash St. Grigor Monastery, which were to precede the design work. "National
University of Architecture and Construction of Armenia” ("NUACA") Foundation
was awarded the contract. Under the framework of the programme, in July, Au-
gust and September of 2021 archaeological research and excavations have
been carried out by the archaeological expedition of the RA NAS "Institute of
Archaeology and Ethnography” SNPO (the expedition leader_ Arman Nalban-
dyan).

Bardzrakash St. Grigor Monastery is located 3 km northeast of the village
of Dsegh within RA Lori Marz, on the left wooded slop of the Marts river, which
is also known as St. Grigor’s gorge. It is located on the site of the Dzorapor or
Tashir canton of the province of Gugark, near the village of Drsegh, which was
mentioned in ancient times. It was popularly known as Spitak (or Tchermak)
vank (White Monastery). This majestic complex has a strong and impressive
impact on the hearts of all visitors. It's no coincidence that researchers use ep-
ithets equal to its splendor talking about the Monastery. It is the pinnacle of the
building art of Hamazaspyan branch of the Mamikonyans, one of the gorgeous
monuments of the Developed medieval culture. The Mamikonyans settled near
the historical village of Drsegh in the 11" century. They carried out huge con-
struction work, the crowning glory of which was the monastery itself. It was also
supposed to serve as a cemetery for the Mamikoni/yan dynasty. In the lithog-
raphy and manuscripts the monastery has the names Bardzrakashi Surb Ukht
(Bardzrakash Holy Covenant), Skanchelagorts St. Grigor (St. Grigor the Won-
derworker), Bardzrakashi St. Grigor vank (Bardzrakash St. Grigor Monastery).

The main group of the monuments of the complex consists of two churches
and a gavit (vestibule), to the southeast of them there are the oil mill, the St. Ha-
rutyun Chapel and the medieval cemetery, which is rich in khachkars. The main
subject of our research are the churches and the gavit, which are built next to
each other from north to south.
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The excavations and archaeological survey in the territory of the Bardz-
rakash Monastery gave excellent results in terms of both architecture and ar-
cheology. Complex and lengthy excavations were accompanied by numerous
of finds, it is necessary to tell that the work done, the results obtained are just a
small part of what more extended, and systematic excavations can give us.

During the work more than 230 rubble stones, various details, decoration
elements, painted, inscribed and sculpted stones were found and/ or examined.
*  More than 40 tombstones were found and/ or examined, 11 of which have

inscriptions (8 of which are newly discovered).

* 24 khachkars were studied, some of which were supplemented with newly
discovered fragments or the ones that were on the territory. Khachkars were
found.

* The excavations also gave rich archaeological material, a huge number of
ceramic fragments were found. In addition to the ceramic fragments, 5 intact
or assembling potteries were found. Also noteworthy are the fragments of a
glass vessel and a bracelet, an iron bracelet.

* The work also gave abundant lithographic material. 8 inscriptions on the
tombstones and several inscriptions on the fragments of khachkars were
found, which are a completely new word in the research history of Bardz-
rakash. Several well-known inscriptions have been examined and deci-
phered; some of the inscriptions were supplemented with new discoveries.
Particularly noteworthy is newly discovered 13" century inscription in the
northwest of the Mets Church (Big Church). The 17" century inscription was
also investigated, even though it was open, for whatever reasons did not
cause interest among the researchers in the past. However, the inscription
is important for the reason that it states that the monastery operated in the
17" century.

Difficult processes of the cleaning of ruins and reconstruction of stones were
the main part of the work in the Bardzrakash. In some cases, this layer with earth
and numerous stones reached about 2 meters. The excavated layer of the earth
was as follows:

I layer_filling, which has different depths in different parts.

Il layer_a layer of Developed Medieval Ages of the 13"-14" centuries with
typical tombstones and ceramic of that period. This was a period of intense ac-
tivity of the monastery, after which it gradually lost its former liveliness. The Late
Middle Ages is very weakly expressed. Losing its former glory, it's possible that
the monastery was still operating in the Late Middle Ages. This is evidenced by
the 17" century inscription and possibly by several ceramic fragments. It can be
assumed that the monastery was abruptly abandoned due to some event and
even several of its ritual vessels remained undamaged in their places.

SHAKHMURADYAN MARIAM
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“DESERT KITES” OF ARMENIA
(Summary)

Key words: Armenia, desert kites, geographical and archaeological envi-
ronment, structure, dating, function.

“Desert Kites” are large -scale stone structures, usually consisting of two or
more long stone rows, a large enclosure and towers attached to the outside of
the enclosure. The enclosures have different shapes, some of them are geomet-
ric (circle, rectangle, triangle, etc.), and the other part are more complex shapes.
For the first time these structures were discovered in the deserts of Syria and
Jordan at the beginning of 20" century by the pilots of the first world war. One of
the pilots called them ‘kites’, comparing their appearance to toy kites. That name
gained wide acceptance and is still used today.

Currently, “kites” have been found in other regions as well, including in the
territory of the Republic of Armenia. In this presentation, the history of the dis-
covery of ‘kites’ in Armenia, their geographical and archaeological environments,
structural features, as well as the problems of dating and function will be pre-
sented. The results of the excavations of the Aragatsavan and Tlik complexes
and their significance in determining the date and function of these structures
will be presented.

TRACES OF ANIMAL AND HUMAN CULTS IN ANCIENT ARMENIA
(BY CLAY FIGURES OF THE EARLY BRONZE AGE)
(Summary)

Keywords: Early Bronze Age, figurines, Kur-Araxes culture, Harich, cult.

The territory of Armenia has been known since the Neolithic for the various
technologies of making and firing clay objects, which were further developed,
especially in the Early Bronze Age. When the Early Bronze Age figurines of
Armenia and the region are discussed, it should be noted that not in all of the
monuments were found them, and the number of figurines in the existing ones
is very small. Such figurines are mentioned in Aygevan, Shengavit, Agarak, Jra-
hovit and Mokhrablur, R. Badalyan mentions 2 bull figurines in Gegharot, and
only one dog figurine was found in Margahovit. The largest number of figurines
was unearthed in the Early Bronze Age settlement of Harich, where there are
335 of them.

These objects are mainly models of cattle, there are also examples of dogs,
bears, and birds. The figurines are hand-made, made of fine-grained clay, are
mostly 2-7 cm long and were found exclusively in the area of settlements. Some
of the figurines have preserved traces of fingerprints and tools, some of them
have very well-expressed body and face parts (tail, mouth, fangs, ears). After
firing at different temperatures, they got many different colors, but mostly they
are different shades of brown and gray, sometimes orange and light-yellow fig-
urines are found. These objects symbolizing agriculture and pastoralism and
engaged an important place in the life of early Bronze Age societies and later
became very widespread in Late Bronze-Early Iron Age monuments (Lchashen,
Lori Bard). However, it is believed that the relatively smaller figurines could also
be used as pendants.

These archeological objects are considered the most important symbols of
human and animal cult and allow us to get a vastly information about ideas of
the society of the given time.

STAMPED POTTERY OF AGHDZK
(Summary)

Key words: Mausoleum of the Armenian kings in Aghdzk, excavations,
finds, ceramics, stamped vessels.

Since 2015, the expedition of the “Scientific Research Center of the Histor-
ical and Cultural Heritage” of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and
Sports of Armenia (headed by H. E. Simonyan) resumed excavations of the
memorial ensemble of the Arshakuni tomb of Armenian kings in the village of
Aghdzk, Aragatsotn region of Armenia.

As a result of many years of work, the main part of the finds is ceramics
(about 175,000 sherds). We divided it into three groups: tableware, household
and construction products made of clay. The complex of household ceramics
consists of fragments of karases, jars, jugs, pots, bowls, plates, basins and lids
of kitchen vessels, etc... Among them, a separate group is made up of lamps,
smoking pipes, as well as pendants-weights of industrial significance and spin-
dle whorls.

Fragments of stamped vessels deserve special attention. The most com-
mon are karases with an ornamental belt in the form of a stamped pattern. As
well as a large number of fragments of the lids of kitchen vessels, mercury ves-
sels and smoking pipes.

The ornaments contain various plant, geometric and animal motifs: multi-pet-
al roses, flowers, equilateral crosses, goats, deer, birds, etc. There are also im-
ages of celestial bodies.

This study is aimed at clarifying and supplementing our ideas and assump-
tions about locally produced products (a kiln and fragments of defective shards
were found on the territory of the monument) and products brought from large
pottery centers of Armenia.

NEW RESEARCH DVIN-YERANOS NECROPOLIS
(Summary)

Keywords: Dvin-Yranos, cemetery, Late Bronze Age, Early Iron Age, ce-
ramics, finds, looted tombs.

In 2021 in Dvin-Yeranos. The excavations made it possible to learn in more
detail and in depth the chronological stratigraphy of the site. We found out that
the monument is not only multi-layered, but also that these layers are not infe-
rior to each other in their rich heritage. This year we managed to excavate four
sites, the results of which are more than satisfactory. In one of the tombs, we
had calcite deposits that formed a geological layer in the tomb chamber. During
this period of excavation, we managed to unearth two more plundered tombs,
as a result of sifting the soil, artifacts from different periods were found: silver
and bronze earrings, fragments of a clay pot, a pipe for smoking, arrows, a large
number of beads. In 2020, one exploratory pit was also dug in the area of the
plundered area we recorded, in which clay vessels and decomposed remains
of human bones were found. Excavations in 2021 confirmed our suspicions that
the site was regularly inhabited until the late Middle Ages. It will be possible to
speak in more detail about the settlement only after a deeper study of these
layers.

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THE CHARIOT COMPLEX OF THE KURA-ARAXES INTERFLUVE. TO-
WARDS PROBLEMS OF YOKE RECONSTRUCTION

Key words: Kura-Araxes interfluve, Late Bronze Age, Lchashen-type mou-

Chariot complexes were used in the burials of privileged groups in palaeo-
populations of the Late Bronze Age in the Kura-Araxes interfluve. Chariot com-
plexes were often replaced by symbolic parts. Four-wheeled and two-wheeled
means of transport are known in the funeral rites of the Highland and adjacent
areas since the end of the 3rd millennium B.C., but chariots emerged in the 16™-
14" cc. BC. In some of the burials, complete examples of the chariot complex
(Lchashen, Lori Berd, Verin Naver in Armenia, Berikldebi in Georgia and Kara-
jamirli in Azerbaijan) and/or separate parts, symbolizing its integrity, were found:
a piece of wood, wheel, yoke, bridle, remnants of a horse, armor of a charioteer,
bronze sculpture etc (Shirakavan, Geharot, Artik, Metsamor, Kuchak, [Alaverdi,
Gavar], Kvemo-Sasireti, Citelgorebi, Aradeti, [Orgor, Shindisi, Chartali, Sura-
mi]). Archaeological data on chariots are known from bronze group sculptures of
chariots, images made on vessels and bronze belts, and petroglyphs.

The chariots found in the Great kurgans nos. 8, 11 (and the wheel only in
no. 10) of the Lchashen necropolis near Lake Sevan, have wheels consisting
of 28 spokes, a semicircular body and a straight, round at the base, as well as
axle (first: 3.5 m in length and second: 1.62 m in length). The floor of the body
consists of leather mesh fabric and served for sitting. The body is closed at the
back and at sides with lattice wooden plates whereas the front part of the body
is open.

The bronze chariot statuettes (models) chariot have wheels with 6, 8 and 11
spokes. The latter have a small body, closed on the front and sides. The drawbar
is crooked. Warriors apparent stand on the body and lean on the railing.

These significant differences in design between the wooden chariot and the
chariot depicted on the bronze sculpture appear to be related to the function and
spiritual image of the chariots.

As for two Lchashen chariots, no yoke is preserved in its integrity (unlike,
for example, in context of wagons). Nevertheless, further objects adorning the
yoke (bronze plates, horn-shaped objects, rings, bird figurines, etc) are found.
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Bone remains of horses and/or bronze disc-shaped bits are also found in several
burials (nos. 1-3, 5, 8-11, 97) accompanied by four- and two-wheeled carts that
were harnessed to bovine. Complete two- or four-wheeled carts were, therefore,
placed in the chamber, and chariots were placed as partial or substitute objects.
Bronze horn-shaped objects (2-6 pieces), bronze cylindrical ferrules with a belt,
rings were interpreted by researchers as end holders of a bow. However, new
discoveries in Berikldebi, Karajamirli, Verin Naver and Gegharot suggest that
they were parts of a chariot yoke. On the bronze group sculptures of chariots,
it become clear that the yoke put around the necks of the harnessed horses is
decorated with 3-4 sculptures of birds. In the context of the chariot or horses the
image of a bird was conditioned by the semantic load of the chariot-horse-bird-
sun. Comparisons can be tracked on Mitannian (Ras Shamra) seals, Iron Age
bronze belts (Lchashen, lvanyan), wheel pendants and on other artefacts.

Noteworthy, three bronze models of Lchashen chariots and one chariot of
Lori Berd referred to four-wheeled wagons (Lchashen no. 1, 8, 10, Lori Berd no.
7). The the yoke of chariots was decorated with a bird sculpture on an anchor-like
setting. Among the collections of objects symbolizing chariots or their parts there
are known 1-3 statuettes of birds (or boars, deer, lions) with anchor-like pedes-
tals, which were fixed at the junction of the yoke and the fair.

The sculptures with wedge-shaped rods attached to the ends of the col-
lar or horned objects served to attach the leather headband of the horse with
grommets to the collar, whereas the chariot was controlled by separate leather
reins attached to the bridles. This control system is identical to the Mycenaean,
Egyptian, Hittite, and Sintashtine chariot control systems.

More than 30 archaeologically documented examples in the burials of chari-
ot complexes of the Bronze Age make the Kura-Araxes interfluvial area the larg-
est center of chariots accumulation and an important region of wheeled transport
innovations. Having representing a symbol of power and used in the burials of
privileged groups endowed with military and priestly functions of communities,
chariots simultaneously demonstrated active links with the Near East and Asia
Minor societies as well as acted as an intermediary in the spread of technology
and ideas in the region.

THREE-DIMENSIONAL MODELING AS A TOOL OF
SPATIAL ANALYSIS (ON THE EXAMPLE OF BURIAL MOUNDS
NO. 3 AND 4 OF GEGHAROT)

(Summary)

Key words: 3D models, burial mound, Late Bronze Age, architecture, ar-
chaeology, spatial analysis, Armenia, Aragats

One of the methods that emerged as a result of the development of digital
technologies is three-dimensional modeling, which is also successfully used in
the study of monuments. 3D models are used as a tool for the restoration of
monuments and sites, for identifying the changes suffered by the building, and
for spatial analysis. With the help of three-dimensional models, the spatial anal-
ysis of burial mounds no. 3 and 4 of Gegharot was conducted. This archaeolog-
ical site is located on a hill in the eastern part of the village of the same name
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in Aragatsotn province. The site consists of Early Bronze Age and Late Bronze
Age Lchashen-Metsamorian layers. The presented burial mounds belong to the
Late Bronze Age layer. The necropolis is located southeast of the hill, about 1
km away. To date, 6 burial mounds have been excavated. In terms of volumetric
composition, no. 3 and 4 are more interesting.

Both tombs have central small chambers attached to the cromlech. Burial
mound no. 3 has two cromlechs that are not concentric. The center of the inner
cromlech is offset from the center of the bigger cromlech in the direction of the
northwest-southeast axis. The main chamber is placed in the center of the small
cromlech. With the support of a three-dimensional model, we find out that:

1. The western wall of the central chamber is located on a plane passing
through the north-south axis of the tomb.

2. A plane passing through the east-west axis divides the central and small
chambers into two equal parts.

The composition of burial mound no. 4 is built around the northwest-south-
east axis. One of the architectural features of the tomb is the horseshoe-shaped
structure placed on the central chamber.

Retaining walls are built into the walls of the central chamber, and a round
stone is placed in the center of the stone filling of the burial mound. The three-di-
mensional model allows us to understand that:

1. On the plane passing through the southeast-northeast axis of the tomb
are the front part of the horseshoe-shaped structure, the edging stones of the
eastern and western supporting walls of the central chamber.

2. The plane passing through the northwest-southeast axis divides the cen-
tral and small chambers into equal parts.

It is clear from the models that the burial mounds were built with a planned
composition, the volumes were created around certain axes and planes.

Thus, with the help of 3D models, we can clearly see the approaches to or-
ganizing the space, which were laid at the basis of the construction of the tombs.

CLASSICAL PERIOD ROCK - CUT WINERIES OF AGARAK AS
THE MOST IMPORTANT MONUMENT ASSOCIATED WITH THE
WINEMAKING OF ANCIENT ARMENIA
(Summary)

Keywords: Classical period, rock-cut winery, wine tank, grape, raisin, white
wine.

At the southeastern foot of Mount Aragats, on the outskirts of the village of
Agarak, rock-cut wineries of the second half of the first millennium BC were
uncovered, which were a powerful single wine-making complex, where a large
amount of grapes have been processed to produce a large volume of wine.
Comparing these wineries with similar constructions known from other coun-
tries, we must state that Agarak wineries have no analogues. In rock-cut winer-
ies known from ancient Palestine and Chersonese, grapes were crushed with a
lever driven by stone weights. However, Agarak wineries were not designed for
a lever press, since there are no niches carved into the rock that would serve as
a support for the lever. It is possible that the grapes were crushed in Agarak as
it is depicted in the bas-relief from the Neapolitan Museum, where you can see
how the grapes are placed in a basket on a stone platform, and a large stone
is placed on the basket, under the weight of which the grapes were supposed
to be crushed. Based on the design features of Agarak wineries, we can draw
some conclusions about the wine produced here. To obtain red wines, the mass
of crushed grapes must be left to ferment for several days along with the skin
of the fruit, and for the preparation of white wine, the grapes must be crushed
immediately, and the grapes must be fermented without skins. Since the wine
presses of Agarak wineries have low walls, it is unlikely that they were intended
for the fermentation of the pulp along with the skin of the fruit. These wineries
were probably intended for making white wine. The foothills of the Ararat valley
were famous for high-quality wines made from white grapes of the Voskehat
(Khariji) variety. From the excavations of Karmir Blur, it is known that this grape
variety has been cultivated in Armenia since at least the first half of the first
millennium BC, and it is possible that Voskehat grapes were processed in the
wineries of Agarak to produce white wine. Apparently, in order to increase the
sugar content of the grapes in the presses, the grapes were left for some time in
the sun to dehydrate them and turn them into raisins. Probably, a stone platform
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built over the crushing platform of one of the wineries served for this purpose.
The wineries were most likely located in the open air, but it is possible that the
wine presses and cisterns had a canopy. At the bottom of the tanks, there were
recesses for collecting pulp sediment. After clarification, the grape must was
transferred to cellars, where complete fermentation took place in clay vessels
(karases) at a stable temperature. It is obvious that the ancient wineries of Aga-
rak were intended for long-term use. It is noteworthy that winemaking was also
practiced in Agarak in the Middle Ages, as evidenced by the wineries found there
from the medieval period.

During the monitoring of the archaeological monuments of the Gegharkunik
Marz of the Republic of Armenia, the archaeological expedition (head: A. Pilipo-
syan) of the SNPO “Service for the Protection of the Historical Environment and
Historical-Cultural Museum-Reservations” in 2013, in the territory of the village
of Lanjaghbyur, in a place called “Gevo’s field”, accidentally discovered a bound-
ary stone with an Aramaic inscription of the king of Armenia Artashes | (189-160
BC). According to the transcription of the Polish archaeologist K. Yakubiak, the
following inscription is engraved on the stone:

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GENDER AND AGE TRANSFORMATIONS IN THE ARMENIAN
GATHERING CULTURE (TRADITION AND MODERNITY)
(Summary)

Key words: gathering of wild plants, transformation of family and gender
roles, social adaptive mechanisms, food and life support system, men.

In the Armenian food system, wild plants are traditionally widely used. Gath-
ering has not lost its significance even today. Ethnographic materials show that
gathering becomes particularly important in difficult times of socio-political and
economic downturns, when the main ways of providing supply fail. This is what
exactly happened after the disintegration of the USSR. In the social chaos of that
period, the gathering effectively acted as an adaptive mechanism, preserving
its relevance for everyday survival up to now. This applies to those segments
of the population who have been the most vulnerable to the above-mentioned
social changes. In the general context of unemployment and the rapid rise in the
level of poverty, the traditional division of labor in the family has changed and,
accordingly, gender roles in the family have been transformed. That is to say, if
earlier women were exclusively engaged in gathering, in the post-Soviet period
men joined them. This was also facilitated by the fact that products of gathering,
in particular wild plants, acquired market value, bringing tangible income.

The purpose of this article is to show the role of gathering in the life support
system of the family. This analysis focuses on the following research questions:
1. what is the role of gathering in ensuring the survival of the family?, 2. what are
the gender-age differences between traditional and modern forms of gathering
(comparative perspective)?, 3. what factors contributed to the inclusion of men
in the “female” domain of work? In writing this article, | used mixed research
methods that include analysis of my own field materials collected (ethnograph-
ic method); drawing historical parallels, combining diachronic and synchronous
perspectives (historical-comparative method).

Types of dances such as “Yalli”, “Geovnd”, “Gyond”, and “Klor Par” are often
found in ethnographic materials, which were performed during various rituals
and pilgrimages. In the descriptions, there are dances with the above-mentioned
names performed only by males, only by females, or by older women. Another
widespread version is the community dance without age or gender discrimina-
tion.

These dances are divided into two groups:

1. heavy and slow,

2. light and fast.

According to our analysis, “Yalli”, “Geovnd”, “Gyond”, and “Klor Par” names
are used with two meanings. In one case, these are often not the names of a
specific dance but a type of dance that is danced in a circle, holding hands, and
is equivalent to round dance. This is evidenced by the fact that various dances
are performed with different melodies, compositions, and dance steps having
the same name. The names “Yalli” or “Halay” and “Geovnd” are used in a round
dance sense among nations such as Turks, Kurds, and Azeris. In the other case,
it is a clear dance name with specific steps, typical only of some ethnographic
period.

The study aims to show the commonalities between dances such as “Yalli”
or “Yayli”, “Klor Par”, “Govnd”, “Gond”, “Halay” and “Halli” which are described
in ethnographic materials. Also, the study refers to the features of their perfor-
mance in different ethnographic regions. In addition to ethnographic materials,
there are references to the dances mentioned above in Armenian scientific and
fiction literature such as (Komitas, S. Lisitsyan, Atrpet, J. Khachatryan, P. Pro-
shyan, Raffi), which we have paralleled with the materials collected by us and
provided by others.

THE PROCESS OF CREATION OF A “NEW WORLD”
IN ARMENIAN HISTORICAL-EPIC FOLKLORE
(Summary)

Key words: Armenia, Armenian folklore, Middle Ages, mythological repre-
sentations, civilization.

The process of creating a “new world” refers not only to the creation of the
world, but also to a new beginning of civilization based on new territories. The
process of creating a “new world” refers not only to the creation of the world,
but also to a new beginning of civilization based in new territories, who become
a kingdom or principality. In the Middle Ages Armenians called ministries or
provinces worlds: Syunyats ashkharh, Artsakh ashkharh, Taron ashkharh, etc.,
which found an echo in Armenian epic folklore: the Armenian ecclesiastical nov-
el “Mokos” begins with the story of King Bagh building the city of Baghdad in
search of a suitable place to live, in “Sasna Tsrer” Sanasar and Baghdasar, leav-
ing their homeland, founded their city, Sasun, and became founding kings. Hayk,
as Khorenatsi mentions, rebels against Bel and comes to live in the country of
Ararat: he named the mountain plain where he lived Hark, and the settlement
he built - Haykashen. Hayk’s sons and grandsons choose places of residence
for themselves, which are named after them: Shara-Shirak Aramayis-Armavir,
Garnik-Garni, etc.

The stages of the process of creating a “new world” are remarkable: search
and selection of the area, establishment of a settlement, improvement of the
area (hunting ground, sanctuary, etc.), naming, settlement, care and responsi-
bility towards the inhabitants of the area, own army, based on the popularization
of principality or kingdom.

The aim of the study is to reveal the religious-mythological notions of the
creation of the “new world”, their origins, the basis of belief, the stages and fea-
tures of the process of “world creation” as a new beginning of civilization.

In the Soviet Union, in parallel with the formation of the worship of Stalin’s
personality, a monuments to the “Father of Nations” were erected throughout the
USSR. Armenia was also involved in that intention. Such a statue was built in
city of Hrazdan, in the region of Jrarat. It was situated in the central part of Jrarat.
The statue of Stalin in this square continued to stand even after his death-until
1960. One night of 1960 three people from Rndamal secretly removed the statue
and threw it into a pit of a nearby gorge, but they did not touch the pedestal. In
1995, at the initiative of the prefect of Jrarat Ashot Nersisyan and with the help
of fellow villagers, the pedestal was repaired, on which a khachkar was installed,
and at the bottom there was a memorial plaque in memory of the Jrarat people
who died in the Artsakh war.

A PHOTOGRAPHY AS A DOCUMENT, APHOTOGRAPY AS A CULTURAL
HERITAGHE: THE HISTORICAL-CULTURAL HERITAGE OF SYUNIK IN
THE PHOTOS OF GUROS

Keywords: Guros, Syunik, monument, photo, heritage.

During the Soviet-era, photographer Guros (Gurgen Paronyan) made an
important contribution to the documentation of cultural and historical monuments
of Syunik. Cooperating with various scientific research groups, he photographed
the archaeological and medieval historical-architectural monuments of Syunik in
two phases (first phase: 1920-30s, second phase: 1960-70s). Since the 1920s
in the Sisian region he photographed the ancient settlement of Zorats Karer,
Ishkhanasar rock paintings, Melik Tang Bridge, Aghitu Monument, Vorotnavank,
Islamic tombs in the Berdzor region, Lalazars Bridge, Baghaberd Bridge in the
Kapan region and several other monuments.

Guros has photographed Tatev Monastery three times: Firstin 1928. In 1931
for the second time, he photographed in detail the ruins of the monastery in
consequence of the earthquake of April 29, the destroyed dome of the church of
Poghos-Pethros, a three-tier bell tower, also St. Grigor Lusavorich and St. Ast-
vatsatsin churches. The monastery complex was photographed for the last time
about 35 years later, in 1965, as he mentions in details in his diary. In his mem-
ories, he describes in detail the situation of the monastery after the earthquake
and the looting and destruction that took place during the 30-35 years after the
earthquake.

Since the XIX century, photography as a method of documenting cultural
heritage was collected, archived, studied, exhibited and interpreted in various
museums and research centers. Innumerable photos of the cultural and histori-
cal heritage of the Armenian Highlands, which, in addition to being a documen-
tary source, have already become a cultural heritage, have been handed over to
many researchers and photographers.

In this context, the photographic heritage of Guros can be considered both
as a documentary source of cultural heritage and as a “cultural heritage” by itself.

Since time immemorial, Armenian primeval bread lavash in our life process
has remained as an important component of the ancient arable farming culture,
the use and consumption of which continues to the present day.

The purpose of this report is to reveal Soviet and Post-Soviet perceptions of
bread through the analyses of various sources in the field of folklore and expert
materials.

During the Soviet years (1920-1991), awareness of the creation of bread
was on very high level (planned state production of bread, production of national
types of bread in a limited range, weigh control of bread, presence of special
bread kiosks and specialized machines, provision of sanitary and hygienic con-
ditions).

In the post-Soviet period there was less information (bread production of
private enterprise, lack of bread because of war situation, absence of weight
control, food supplements, relatively expensive types of bread).

Study of the topic and possible transformations, marked over time, can en-
lighten once again the disclosure of many issues of social-domestic, socio — cul-
tural and political life of our nation, because bread in public perceptions is much
more than a means of life support.

THE MYTHOLOGEME OF THE TRUTH AND LIES
IN ARMENIAN ORAL TRADITION
(Summary)

Key words: truth, lie, myth, tradition, Armenian folklore.

In different genres of Armenian folklore there can be found various manifes-
tations of universals of human behavior, in particular relate to telling lies both in
verbal and non-verbal communication. In all dictionaries, the primary meaning
of the word ‘lie’ contradicts to the truth. Lying as a socio-cultural phenomenon
is classified into three types: distortion, exaggeration and disguise. It is ambiv-
alent and can be positive (fair) or negative (unfair), depending on the purpose.
Concealing a lie requires from a liar a balanced behavior, facial expressions,
gestures, plasticity, speech, voice control to ensure the continuity of the culture
of lying. The chain of cumulative, self-centered or other-centered manifestations
of lies are especially evident in formulaic genres and folk narratives and folk
epics, fables and folktales, such as “False Tale”, “The Tale of the False Hunter”,
“ The Liar”, “Shepherd the Liar”, etc. In “The Hunter the Liar”, the liar reaps so
much of a grain of millet that he does not know where to store it. In the end, “he
catches a flea, slaughters it, strips it of skin, lets it take off, and brings the rest of
the millet and puts it in that bucket.” In Armenian proverbs and sayings - “God is
the truth” and “Devil is a lie”. Or, “The legs of a lie are short,” but “Until the (right)
snout comes, the lie will eat the world”, so the people with their life experience
warn that “A thousand lies are not worth a penny”. In folklore materials it can be
seen that that ‘lie’ is almost in all spheres of human activity, which turning into a
means of linguistic and cultural communication, becomes an inseparable part of
stereotypes, norms, moral values, contributes to the integration of the socio-cul-
tural environment.

IN ARMENIAN FOLK TALES AND IN THEIR TRANSLATIONS
(Summary)

Folktales present a model of the world, or rather of a society, on the exam-
ple of one kingdom. The king and queen in this world have certain functions,
depending on the type and plot of the tale. Basically, they are not the main
characters of the tale, but they have a great functional significance in its context.

SOCIO-CULTURAL FEATURES OF THE RELIGIOUS BEHAVIOR
OF THE INHABITANTS OF KIROVAKAN IN THE SOVIET PERIOD
(Summary)

Keywords: Kirovakan, religious, anti-religious, ecclesiastical, behavior, So-
viet, socio-cultural, holiday, tradition.

The purpose of this study is a complete analysis of the religious behavior
of the inhabitantsof Kirovakan during the Soviet period. The initial Soviet period
(1920-1930), both throughout Armenia and in Kirovakan, is distinguished by a
pronounced anti-religious and anti-national policy, which affected the decline of
faith. The target of the state’s anti-religious policy was primarily the traditional
Armenian religious holidays and rituals. Naturally, the persecutions were direct-
ed especially against the churches and the clergy, which was manifested by the
closing of churches, their destruction, murders and exiles of the clergy. The or-
ganizers of anti-religious actions were mainly within the republic and especially
the local organization “Union of Fighting Atheists”. However, their activity was
ineffective due to the still preserved national and religious traditions. During the
Il World War, there was a certain increase in the religious behavior of the inhabi-
tants of Kirovakan, which was a consequence of the difficult conditions of he pe-
riod. In the late Soviet period, as a result of the anti-religious policy of the state,
the religious behavior of the inhabitants of Kirovakan significantly decreased,
which was caused by a special educational policy that denied religion.

The results of an ethno-sociological study (1980) fully reflect the real picture
of the religious behavior of the inhabitants of Kirovakan in relation to faith, the
motives for visiting temples and the extent of distribution of church holidays.
The total number of believers in Kirovakan is 25.3%, vacillators - 22.2%, indif-
ferent and non-believers - 41.8%, actively fighting against religion or intolerant
- 8.8%. In the religious behavior of parents, mothers have a certain predom-
inance (mother - 39.9%, father - 27.7%). In the context of church visits, reli-
gious and recreational factors are almost equal. Religious motives for visiting the
temple include the following ritual components: lighting candles - 9.8%, prayer
- 6.7%, liturgy - 1.5%, sacrifice - 1.0%, holidays - 1.0%, baptism - 0.5%, pilgrim-
age - 0.5%. Recreational or random factors have the following picture. interest
- 12.9%, excursion - 4.1%, historical monument - 1.5%, rapprochement with the
national culture - 1.0%, for no reason - 1.0%. Friendly mutual visits are espe-
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cially popular during holidays and family celebrations - 48.8%. The most popular
feasts are Easter (56.7%) and partly Vardavar (17.0%). The least mentioned
were Vardanants (5.2%), Hambartsum (Ascention) (6.2%), Assumption of the
Holy Mother of God (6.7%), Nativity of Christ (8.2%), Elevation of the Holy Cross
(8.2%), Thearnandaraj (Candlemass) (8.2%) %).

It is noteworthy that the majority of Kirovakan residents did not attend tem-
ples at all (57.2%).

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THE ORIGINS OF “BERD” DANCE
(EXPERIENCE OF HISTORICAL-ETHNOGRAPHIC STUDY)
(Summary)

“Berd” dance performance stands out in the pages of the history of Arme-
nian dance with its long stage history and originality.

A group of famous specialists from the 1930s worked on the Armenian
Folk “Berd” (Fortress) dance performance in particular, ethnographer, dance
researcher Srbuhi Lisitsyan, composer Alexander Alexandryan, dance artistic
director Vardges Rashidyan, director of Armenian folk Song and Dance Tatul
Altunyan.

The fortress game typical of Armenians was one of the favorite games of
young boys. The game is combative. It was played in two teams.

Commonly, young boys learning martial arts and dance, overcoming their
technique and expressive complexity not only do they train physically, but also
mastered the system of social and cultural norms, which is accepted among
Armenians.

The principles of the Armenian folk fortress are partly reflected in the “Berd”
dance performance.

The Folk Song and Dance Ensemble led by Tatul Altunyan first performed
“Berd” dance performance on stage in 1957. It became one of the jewels of
dance art performance, which remains in the repertoire of various dance en-
sembles.

Based on the rich ethnographic museum materials of the 1930s-1980s , col-
lections of carpets, silverware, decorative woodwork, rich iconographic material
and reviews by a number of Soviet figures of the 1950s dedicated to Stalin, an
attempt is made to identify manifestations of the cult of personality in the decora-
tive and applied arts of Soviet Armenia, observing the perception and presenta-
tion of the image of the leader by Soviet society, environment, confederates and
comrades in arms during his administration and after his death.

The leaders of the Soviet state were compared and combined with the deity
and were presented as creators. Being worshiped during their lifetime, Lenin and
Stalin were attributed a mythical character, immortality, and thus their characters
were identified with the Sun. In 1930s-1950s. Many of the Armenian minstrels,
poets considered Stalin “a caring father, the father of the New World, a direct
leader, a friend” in their praises, sang songs to him and compared their leader
with the Sun. These samples of decorative and applied art are mainly works
made by state order, handmade products of factories, having the stamp of Sovi-
et ideology and style. The collapse of the communist system was accompanied
by disglorifying the socialist ideology and its heroes. Stalin, the most powerful
of the communist idols, was unmasked and discredited back in the 1956-1960
is, being presented in a diametrically opposite image, and Lenin, “the leader of
the world proletariat, the symbol of the revolution,” was glorified after the Soviet
countries gained independence.

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THE EPIGRAFICAL HERITAGE OF TSAKHKUNQ
(Summary)

The Gegharkunik region of RA is rich in historical and architectural monu-
ments, the number of which increases every year as a result of archaeological
excavations and earthworks. Their first study was done back in the Middle Ages.
Later, as a result of complicated military-political turns, some of the monuments
were destroyed or damaged. Already in the 19th century, after Eastern Armenia
joined Russia, a huge attention was paid to the initiation of several branches of
Armenology. During that time, the researchers by complementing each other,
not only reported information about Armenian and non-religious settlements, but
also collected Armenian lithographs, handwritten records, folklore, ethnograph-
ic, demographic, and historical materials.

In the recent period, the study of the monuments has been comprehensive;
especially the study of the inscriptions has given a new color to the study of the
history and cultural values of Gegharkunik. In general, in the 70s of the last cen-
tury 1547 inscriptions were recorded from Gavar, Martun and Vardenis, which
were summarized in the “Divan Armenian lithography” volume. Over 140 newly
discovered lithographs have been collected and copied by us in the last decade.
In this article, we present the material evidences of the Tsaghkunk community of
the Sevan region, the number of which reaches two dozen.

Tsaghkunk is located in the northwestern part of the region, on the right
bank of the Hrazdan River. The ancestors of the current residents migrated in
1828-1829 from historical Maku, Khoi, Van regions. The village is rich in me-
dieval monuments. In XVII-XVIII cc. The head of the village, cemeteries with
khachkars built the Harutyun church and tombstones have been preserved in its
adjacent area and in different parts of the village.

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THE ROLE OF THE ORNAMENTS OF MEDIEVAL KACHKARS (CROSS-
STONES) IN MODERN KHACHKAR CREATING
(Summary)

Key words: khachkar, creating khachkar, grave monument, master of creat-
ing khachkars, modern and traditional approaches.

The report is dedicated to the medieval khachkar’s traditional designs
used in nowadays khachkar ornaments, as well as to the manifestation of the
problems of khachkar turning from an art branch into a mass-produced grave
stone. Khachkar art faces such a dangerous phenomenon as the production of
machine-made khachkars. Being the most affordable and accessible method,
among the main classes of society, it leads to the mechanization of this branch
of art and the gradual elimination of creative thought and imagination, which is
key of creating khachkars.

The purpose of this work is to try to present the importance of knowledge of
the traditional and the real way of creating new khachkar based on the history
of the creation of one exact khachkar. The khachkar created by us is a compo-
sition; it is made up of combining the components of three separate khachkars
and creating a new one. On the right side of this composition there is a copy of
a destroyed khachkar of 12th century from the lost homeland, only a photograph
of it has been preserved, on the left side is a reproduction of one of the khach-
kars selected from the destroyed cemetery in Jugha. In the center is carved a
new composition, which has a cornice decorated with vegetal ornaments. The
belt with geometric, deep line patterns does not have a border separating the
new from the traditional, with that we wanted to show that the khachkar art is
eternal and does not have stereotypes and limitations.

Our finished khachkar was named “Renaissance”. Therefore, it was born
from the traditions of medieval khachkar art of XII-XVII centuries and supple-
mented with new content; it is a stone work, which in its fictional context includes
the past, present and the future of our people striving towards a bright eternity.

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THE LAPIDARY INSCRIPTIONS OF DONATIVE CONTENTS
OF THE AVAN CATHEDRAL
(Summary)

Key words: the Avan Cathedral, the Armenian anti-see Chalchedonic
Catholicosate, Zakharid Principality of Armenia, monastic order of Avan,
ownership of Medieval Armenia.

The temple - located in the north-eastern part of the Avan administrative
region of Yerevan - was founded at the end of the 6th century as the residence
of the Armenian Anti-See Chalcedonite Catholicosate. From the first decade of
the 7™ century, the temple began to function as an Armenian monastery, under
the authority of the Armenian Catholicosate.

The lapidary inscriptions of the monument of unique historical value, are an
invaluable source for the scientific study of the medieval history of Armenia.

The lapidary inscriptions of the Avan temple date from the 6th century to the
17" century, thus covering the entire period of the monument’s activity.

Among them, the lapidary inscriptions of donative contents have special sci-
entific significance. Five inscriptions from this group, two of which have been
partially preserved, and four in full, belong to the 13"-14t centuries.

The observed inscriptions were the object of scientific study from the end of
the 19th century until the 70s of the 20th century. The decoding of the group of
these lapidary inscriptions was published by K. Ghafadaryan in 1945 and 1975,
making the subject of scientific research mainly dogmatic and partly economic
issues. These lapidary inscriptions were also considered by S. Sagumyan and
A. Avagyan, who have made some corrections to individual deciphering units,
semantic clarifications of an economic nature.

This report presents the results of a historiographical, linguistic study of the
economic component of this group of lapidary inscriptions using the method of
multilateral and comparative analysis. The object of the study is donation, the
donor and the recipient, which are considered in the administrative and econom-
ic context of this period.

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GAREGIN NZHDEH’S ASSISTANCE TO NIKOLAY MARR’S
ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXPEDITION AT ANI (1918)
(Summary)

The life of Armenian statesman and military figure, politologist-philosopher
and national ideologist Garegin Nzhdeh is full of many fascinating and remark-
able events that need to be covered and publicized. Such an event is Nzhdeh'’s
assistance to Professor Marr’s archaeological expedition at Ani in 1918.

On the eve of the First World War, having been “pardoned” by the tsarist
government, Nzhdeh returns to the Caucasus under the condition of participat-
ing in the war against Turkey. In 1918 in the spring, Nzhdeh conducted the bat-
tles of Alaca (a settlement in the vicinity of Ani), which enabled the retreating
Armenian military units to reach to Alexandrapol (Gyumri) unscathed. Nzhdeh
with his people also ensures the transportation of valuable antiquities found by
Professor Marr’s expedition at Ani. This important event is recorded in Garegin
Nzhdeh’s autobiography. “... and Arpachai (Akhuryan) | crossed only when my
men with the last retreating Armenian soldiers managed to transport the valu-
able antiquities that are the result of Professor Marr’s excavations at Ani.

This report will present the details of the above-mentioned event, as well as
the future fate of the rescued archaeological finds. An attempt has been made
to outline the important role of Garegin Nzhdeh in the safe transfer of valuable
materials resulting from the excavations of Nikolay Marr atAni to Alexandrapol
(Gyumri), as well as his appreciation and preservation of historical and cultural
monuments and archaeological materials.

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SINO-ARMENIAN CULTURAL RELATIONS THROUGH THE LENS
OF THE ARMENIAN PATRONAGE OF CHINESE
PORCELAIN AND TEXTILE

In the year 2014, George Manginis, the Greek archaeologist and art histo-
rian, published an article referring to the unique pieces of Chinese export por-
celain dated back to the mid-18" century, gems of the renowned Kalfayan col-
lection, spreading the light on the Armenian-Chinese cultural interactions and
the concept of the Armenian patronage of Chinese ceramics. The importance
of this porcelain pottery was not only in its formal qualities of bearing inscrip-
tions in Armenian but also in its relation to the Armenian church and Armenian
meliks of Karabakh, regarded as probable commissioners. The current article
attempts to discuss those pieces within the framework of the Sino-Armenian
artistic exchanges and point out the significance of those pieces as the rare
materialization of cultural ties between two civilizations that have been for a
long time considered non-direct and vague. In addition, the research focuses
on the idea of tracing back the Sino-Armenian cultural interconnections and the
embodiment of those artistic exchanges in the form of visual cultural artifacts,
covering the Tang Dynasty “sancai” statuettes of Armenian merchants, Chinese
dragon-inspired decorations in the Armenian miniatures of Cilician manuscripts
up to the newly-discovered 18th-century altar curtain with the Chinese drag-
on motifs made for the Armenian Cathedral of Saint James in Jerusalem. The
current academic paper gains more importance by assuming that the vast Ar-
menian audiences are barely acquainted with the theme of Armenian-Chinese
interactions in porcelain production and its international trade and the notion of
Armenian patronage regarding Chinese-inspired or China-made craftwork and
ceramics for the global market.

SURVIVORS OF THE GENOCIDE AND THEIR DESCENDANTS

The Memorial Complex “Armenian Freedom Fighters”, known in the village
under the name “Hushardzanner/Monuments”, is located in the village Ujan in
Aragatsotn province (marz) and it has not yet been studied. Not only has the
Memorial Complex not been studied, but there is no complete information about
the complex either. Only brief information about the Memorial Complex can be
obtained from the records of the villagers, mainly on the Internet.

The Memorial Complex has become a pilgrimage site not only for the pop-
ulation of the village, but also for Armenians all over the world, mainly for the
descendants of the victims of the Armenian Genocide. They continue to visit
the Memorial Complex for many years. In the center of the Memorial Complex
in 1989, a monument “Armenian Freedom Fighters” was erected with busts of
Arabo, Smbat Pasha (Makhluto), Aghbyur Serob, Sose Mayrik, Gevorg Chaush,
Soghomon Tehliryan (Tehleryan) and Garegin Nzhdeh. The history of the cre-
ation of the Memorial monument is recorded only in the memories of the old
residents of the village, and as a result of the change of generations, we must
note with pain that it will all be forgotten.

AZERBAIJANIAN FALSIFICATION REGARDING THE ISSUE
OF DADIVANK’S AFFILIATION
(Summary)

Key words: Artsakh, Dadivank, church, war, Azerbaijan, protocol, cultural
genocide, historical falsification

The purpose of the article is to highlight the history of Dadivank, the etymol-
ogy of the name, and justify the Armenianness of the monastery with relevant
arguments. As is known, as a result of the third Artsakh-Azerbaijani war of 2020,
a number of Armenian churches and monasteries remained under Azerbaijani
control. From November 9, 2020, the Armenian Church faced a new difficult
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reality. 130 historical monasteries and churches remained under enemy control.
With the joint statement of November 9, 2020, it became clear that Dadivank, lo-
cated on the border, should also suffer the same fate as a number of our histori-
cal places. Dadivank was the religious center of the Vakhtangians, the Armenian
princely house of the Upper Khachen province of Artsakh, and the presbytery of
the corresponding church diocese. From the 5th century, Dadivank is mentioned
as an episcopal church, and the preserved structures of the complex date back
to the 9""-13" centuries. The historical monument was brought to life in the 13"
century by the wife of Prince Vakhtang, Arzukhatun. The propaganda machine of
Azerbaijani falsification was also used against Dadivank. In May 2021, the video
shared by the Azerbaijani side on the Internet, where Dadivank is presented as
an Udinyan church complex, became the subject of active public discussion. It is
obvious that this process is an open threat to the Armenian Apostolic Church and
is fraught with many dangers. According to the spiritual leader of the Udis, Khu-
daveng (that's what they call Dadivank) is their historical church complex. It is
also added that there are many evidences of Azerbaijani medieval culture here,
and the Armenians artificially Armenianized the monastery complex. Of course,
the above is negated by a number of undeniable facts. There is no non-Ar-
menian component in Dadivank, which is expressed by architectural solutions,
khachkars, murals, it is enough to note that there is no inscription in other lan-
guages in Dadivank. The medieval monastic complex is now under the control
of Russian peacekeepers on the territory of Azerbaijan. The article also refers
to another Azerbaijani lie, that is, the ancient monuments of Nagorno Karabakh
are not of Armenian origin, but of Caucasian Albanian or Aghvan origin. The re-
ligious-cultural policy conducted by Azerbaijan, that is, taking away the cultural
heritage from the descendants of its creators, is an actual cultural genocide,
which Azerbaijan carried out in Nakhichevan. Therefore, the purpose of the arti-
cle is to attract the attention of international institutions to the crime committed.

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MUSEUM EXHIBITIONS OF CHURCH UTENSILS
(Summary)

Keywords: church rite, ceremonial utensils, museum item, exposition, spir-
itual lifestyle, communion cup, censer, iconography, cultural value.

When we have made studying museum exhibitions of church utensils, sev-
eral important remarks related to the structure of the exhibition sets and the
verbal information given on church utensils during the excursions. It should be
noted, that practically there are no separate exhibition sets of ceremonial uten-
sils in museums, which is mainly explained by a number of reasons, including
the following:

The museum, not having a sufficient amount of church utensils, does not
have an opportunity to exhibit it as a separate set, either.

Because of the nature and content of the exhibition conception of the museum.
The lack of information on the topic under discussion or a specific object, which
causes a problem in the construction of oral speech.

Because of the above-mentioned reasons, the church utensils are exhibited
along with the items of everyday use in exhibition complexes representing crafts
(silversmithing, coppersmithing) as handicrafts. Without considering it wrong
that the church utensils are handicrafts, we believe that such exhibition sets
cause quite an important problem, i.e. a misperception of the function of cere-
monial utensils.

Summing up, it should be emphasized, that church utensils of the museum
collection need a comprehensive study, which will contribute to hold such exhi-
bitions in museums, where the visitor will have an opportunity to get acquainted
with the function of ceremonial utensils in everyday life, the peculiarities of their
use and ritual significance.

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PROBLEMS OF PRESERVATION OF ARMENIAN PRINTED
HERITAGE IN THE DIASPORA

Keywords: Armenian Printing, Cultural Heritage, Digitization, Bibliography,
Armenian Printed Books and Periodicals, Collections, Preservation of Printed
Heritage.

The history of Armenian printing documents that a large part of the printed
heritage has been preserved outside the borders of the Republic of Armenia
itself, in the libraries of various countries around the world or in the personal col-
lections of individuals. Finding and preserving this printed heritage is considered
a priority today.

It is necessary to protect the Armenian printed heritage abroad.

a. To conduct searches with traditional and online options. The search works
are crowned with success, because currently, in the era of universal digitization
and the development of information technology, all the largest libraries of the
world are digitizing books; there are also Armenian prints among them. How-
ever, digitization alone is not enough to complete the picture, as there are still
countries (e.g. Turkey) that do not make their library collections public. There is a
need to conduct research on the ground, overcoming legislative or other artificial
obstacles created by the countries in question.

b. To list Armenian printed books and periodicals, if possible compile bib-
liographic lists. The researches carried out so far document that there are Arme-
nian books and periodicals that were not included in the collective bibliographic
lists of Armenian books and periodicals, because they did not have the oppor-
tunities that exist today. Some libraries or collections have similar lists, but they
are compiled with errors. Meanwhile, the listing of Armenian books or periodicals
of each library or collection will provide an opportunity to determine how much
this printed heritage is, in what condition it is and how well it is known to Arme-
nian and foreign researchers.

c. To study especially the private collections kept in various centers of the Di-
aspora. Due to various political, historical, and social reasons, a valuable part of
the Armenian print heritage has ended up in private collections, where there are
no proper preservation conditions and appropriate lists. It is necessary to study,
identify similar collections, register them so that later it is possible to control the
movement of these collections.
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d. To organize the transfer of endangered collections to the Republic of Ar-
menia. It is a fact that especially in the countries where Armenians were forced
to leave the country due to wars in recent decades, many Armenian printed
books and periodicals appeared in the war zone, among which there are also
unique editions. The fate of similar books today is unknown or at risk. Their re-
patriation is urgent, as the loss may be irreversible.

e. To resolve all legal and tax obstacles that arise during relocation. In ad-
dition to endangered collections, there are also individuals in the Diaspora who
have unique personal collections, ready to donate to Armenian libraries, but ad-
ditional legal and financial problems arise in connection with the transfer, the
solution of which is possible only thanks to state support.

We believe that the discovery and preservation of Armenian print heritage
in the Diaspora is possible only thanks to the joint efforts of individuals, various
structures and of the state.

ISSUES CONCERNING THE ATTRIBUTION OF
MUSEUM PHOTO SOURCES

Keywords: Photo, collection, museum, study, passport

During the development of computer technologies, one of the most important
problems of museums is the unification of attribution and scientific description
of museum items and the creation of universal standards, as well as a unified
information database, the absence of which hinders the exchange and under-
standing of inter-museum information. In this context, the question of the need
to create a unified system of the scientific description of photographic sources
will be considered. For many years, some researchers and museum workers,
considering photo sources as supplementary materials, did not develop a unified
approach to their study. Most likely, this is due to the abundance of the photo
materials and the misconception caused by the fact that photo material as an
exhibit is informative but not attractive, expressive, and coherent. However, as a
source, it is more objective and unbiased.

Perhaps the main obstacles to the correct distribution of photo sources are
the lack of awareness and the small number of photo catalogs, as well as the
absence of a universal approach to the scientific description of museum objects.
Numerous photo sources included in the “ Service for the protection of historical
environment and cultural museum-reservations” SNCO collection have tremen-
dous scientific and cognitive value, as they allow the researcher to get an idea of
the characteristics of Armenian architectural monuments and changes that have
occurred over time. A significant part of them are the only current documents of
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structures that have been destroyed, lost their original appearance, or radically
changed for various reasons over the years.

Thus, a comprehensive study of photo materials stored in different collec-
tions will lead to the creation of a certificate containing unified fields, which,
in case of publishing, will make the photo material of any profile collection a
source for architectural, archaeological, ethnographic, historical, cultural and
other types of research.

The role of photography; one of the greatest inventions of the 19" century is
inestimable in making the past and present permanent, visible and transmitting
it through the time. The contribution of Armenian photography in the history of
world art from the middle of the 19" century to the middle of the 20" century is
significant. As a result of various historical events and due to fate, many Arme-
nian artists lived and created in different countries of the world and some of them
had to change their names and hide their national identity. Often they received
highest appraisals. Some of the famous photographers working in pre-soviet
Yerevan are G. Tariverdyants, M. Dadayants, R. Rubinyan, H. Kyrkchyants, M.
Aghamalyan and others, who are the founders of Armenian photography.

The aim of the paper is to represent the late 19" and the 20’s of the 20"
century’s photo workshops with name seals and inscriptions and the Armenian
photographers according to the materials of the “F” collection of Armenian Eth-
nographic Museum. Those seals of famous photographers one can find on the
reverse side of the photographs.

THE WAY TO THE TEMPLE:
IDENTIFICATION AND REGISTRATION OF ARCHITECTURAL
FRAGMENTS IN ZVARTNOTS
(Summary)

Key words: Zvartnots, monument, architectural fragment, identification, ac-
counting, popularization.

“Zvartnots” historical and cultural museum-reserve, which occupies an area
of 14.1 hectares, is one of the centers of active cultural tourism. It has been a
branch of the “Service for the protection of historical environment and cultural
museum-reservations” SNCO, since July 8, 2004.

The complex consists of a cathedral and secular structures (catholicos
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palace, utility rooms, baths, winepress and well). The remains of the one-nave
church of the 5" century (altar, pool for christening, etc.) have also been pre-
served in the southeastern part of the temple complex. Appreciating the his-
torical-architectural value of the temple, a museum was founded in 1937 on the
southern side of the temple, near the ruins, which until the beginning of the 90s
of the 20™ century had a small exhibition summarized in one hall.

In 2012, a new exhibition was held in the museum. The permanent exhibi-
tion of “Zvartnots” historical-architectural museum-reserve has the problem of
combining the methods of presentation of the theme in the museum and outdoor
exhibition.

Tomb materials of the middle (the 22" -15™" cc. BC) and late (15"-12" cc.
BC) bronze periods, of the antique era (the 6"-3th centuries BC), remains of
material culture, medieval (4"-14"" cc.) pottery, remains of mosaics, four-pointed
cross carved in a frame, Greek and Armenian inscriptions, human face sculp-
ture, household, and ritual utensils, objects of luxury, etc. were found in the area
of the monument from the excavations carried out in different years.

Based on the requirements for the preservation, purposeful and prospective
development of this unique monument, in 2002 the fragments of “Zvartnots”
temple were surveyed, measured, and registered (head of the group: architect
Mary Danielyan, scientific advisor: doctor of architecture Tiran Marutyan). Ac-
cording to serial numbers, 2023 fragments and 30 fragments with dash numbers
were measured and examined during the project. The total number of fragments
is 2053. Electronic certificates have been made each of which contains a de-
scription of the fragment, a sketch, and a photograph.

With the effort of the employees of the “Service for the protection of his-
torical environment and cultural museum-reservations” SNCO the identification
and registration of architectural fragments, started in 2020 (stopped due to the
pandemic), and continued from March 29 to May 27, 2022, based on the photos
and drawings placed in the laser discs of the characterization of the fragments
from 2002. Working groups together identified and registered 1820 fragments.

The purpose of the report is the popularization of the exceptional architec-
tural artifacts kept not only in the outdoor space, but also in the museum’s funds,
and the clarification of the problems that arose during the work, after complete
identification, cleaning, and partial restoration works, the preparation for the ex-
hibition in line with modern conditions, supplementing and completing the mu-
seum’s permanent exhibition, with an exhibition complex dedicated to the art of
sculpting the monument, architectural and spatial solutions. At the same time,
we consider it necessary to create conditions in open-air repositories that fulfil
modern requirements and standards, which will undoubtedly contribute to the
exhibition of museum collections, their popularization, and their expansion in the
scientific field.

THE PECULARITIES OF PRESERVATION AND
MUSEIFICATION OF ANTHROPOLOGICAL MATERIALS
(Summary)

Key words: anthropological material, skull, osteological material, anthropo-
logical fund, museification of anthropological material, necessary conditions for
preservation.

The archive of anthropological materials forms a separate fund of museum
value collections of the “Service for the protection of historical environment
and museum-reserves” SNCO, which is the only archive in Armenia that has
the status of a fund and a specialist fund keeper. Osteological and craniological
materials of 343 individuals dating back to the 2" half of 3 mil BC to the Late
Middle Ages are included here. The anthropological fund is replenished every
year with the materials of excavations of various archaeological monuments in
the territory of RA. Taking into account the importance of anthropological ma-
terials and the growing interest in their study, due to the development of new
scientific methods, it is extremely important to properly process these materials
in advance and to ensure undisturbed funding conditions.

If in the past, mainly the craniological material was collected as the most
important witness of the representation of the ethnos, then in order to meet
the requirements of bioarchaeology, it is necessary to compile the collection on
the basis of all the osteological materials that came out of the burial complex.
Arranging the proper preservation conditions of paleoanthropological material
makes it not only an important source of historical information, but also samples
for radiocarbon analysis and paleoDNA studies.

NOBLE WOMEN AND TOWN ENVIRONMENT
IN 9™-11™ CENTURIES
(Summary)

Key words: Noble women, urban environment, Medieval Armenia, Bagratids.

One of the main problems of historiography today is the study of history,
daily life, town environment and towns as a whole. The problem has political,
economic and spiritual-cultural importance.

The time frame of the report lays between the 9" and 11" centuries, but in
some cases the issue is illuminated up to the 13™ century. The report is mainly
carried out on the basis of data from Armenian historians’ works and lithographic
protocols, as well as archaeological artefacts. The peculiarities of town environ-
ment of Bagratid Armenia were studied in the context of history of the Armenian
noble women.

The study of sources shows, that the noblewomen in Bagratid Armenia were
generally engaged in donor activities. As a result, a lot of religious and cultural
buildings were built and restored with their money and care.

But especially lithographic protocols, which usually have donor content give
us a lot of facts not only about their donoship, but also about the influence they
had in town environment. It has rather a large specter: from attempts to interfere
in state affairs up to making their own various deals, managing their own money.
And this all was implemented with the help of their own power, influence and
social position.

STRUGGLE FOR “CUROPALATES” TITLE BETWEEN
THE BAGRATUNIS OF TAYK AND KGHARJK
(Summary)

Key words: curopalates, Byzantine Empire, the Bagratunis, Ashot Curopal-
ates, Atrnerseh, struggle, Bagrat Curopalates, David Curopalates.

“Curopalates” (Latin: cura palatii) translates into curator or guardian of the
palace. In IV century, curopalates was a high-ranking official, commander of the
imperial bodyguard. In the beginning of V century the curopalates’ duty was to
take care of the material state of the imperial palace. Over time, curopalates as
a title was being granted to foreign princes who had played a significant role in
the spread of Byzantine influence. For that purpose, the empire also granted the
title of curopalates to Armenian princes. It was, at the same time, a way to build
their loyalty.

After settlement of the Bagratunis in Tayk, the Byzantine Empire granted the
curopalates title to Ashot Bagratuni in the beginning of IX century. The latter laid
the foundation for the curopalates hereditary rule. Before that also, especially
some of the Armenian princes of VIl century received that title. However, neither
they nor their kinsmen or other rulers had ever fought to become a curopal-

ates. Whereas, within the Georgian branch of the Bagratunis, since IX century,
a struggle begins for that title. The main reason for the struggle was that among
the Bagratunis of Tayk-Kgharjk, the supreme power belonged to the curopalates.
After the death of curopalates Ashot the Great (in 826), his power was divided
among his sons. And the title of curopalates passed to his middle son Bagrat.
After the death of the latter (in 876), a fierce struggle for supreme power, as well
as possession of Virk took place. The conflicting parties were not only Tayk and
Kgharjk Bagratunis, but they were also joined by the Abkhazian kingdom and the
Armenian prince of princes, later king Ashot | Bagratuni (885-890). The actual
struggle ended with the establishment of the latter’s supremacy in the region.
However, conflicts for the title of curopalates did not stop until the end of X cen-
tury.

During that period, representatives of the Georgian branch of the Bagratunis
also received the title of king. l.e. they held the titles of both curopalates and
king, but surprisingly, the struggle continued for the first one. Therefore, it can
be assumed that the curopalates was more influential than the king among the
Bagratunis of Tayk and Kgharjk, that is why the latters strove to acquire that title.

THE HAYKIDS’ STRATEGIC ACTIVITY — GUARANTEE
FOR STATE BUILDING
(Summary)

Key words: Movses Khorenatsi, “History of Armenia”, patriarch Hayk, coun-
try Hayk’, Aram Haykid, Armenia, state building

In the context of the current geopolitical situation, the problems of the state
are of particular importance, and are comparable to some of the key episodes in
the beginning of ancient Armenian statehood, evidenced in “History of Armenia”
by Movses Khorenatsi.

Episode 1. Hayk, the ancestor-patriarch of the Armenians, settles in the
country of Ararat, starting his activity from building his habitat and distributing
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territories for his relatives. Despite his desire for peace, Hayk does not obey the
tyrant Bel and prepares for war. (Compare the situation with the first years of the
formation of independent Armenia and with the beginning of the Artsakh war).

Episode 2. Bel attacks with a huge army, and despite the fact that Hayk’s
army is much smaller, but consists of devoted relatives (about 300 in number),
everyone bravely fights against the hordes of the enemy. In order to avoid heavy
losses of his warriors, Hayk, using a combat maneuver, pierces the enemy with
the three-pronged arrow of his wide bow and defeats him. (The episode can be
compared with the first Artsakh war).

Episode 3. After his significant victory, Hayk founded the country of Hayk’
and became the eponym of the Armenians. His activities are continued by the
descendant Haykids, expanding and strengthening the country and naming their
own areas after their names. (Compare the situation with the post-war years of
the Artsakh victory).

Episode 4. Aram, from the sixth generation of Hayk, expands the country so
much and becomes so famous among the neighboring peoples that they call the
country Haik’ — Armenia after him, and the people — Armenians. With a well-or-
ganized army (about 50 thousand in number), having entered into battles on the
eastern, southern and western borders of Armenia, he defeats his enemies and
expands the country in all directions. (The direct opposite of the 44-day war and
its consequences).

Episode 5. Thanks to Aram’s victories, the Armenian ethnic component be-
came dominant in the Armenian Highlands. Aram laid the basis of the Armenian
statehood, creating a united country where inhabitants were mainly Armenians.
(Compare with the consequences of the 44-day war).

The lessons of the Haykids’ patriotic and creative activities, their true strate-
gy and tactics may be very instructive for nowadays Armenia and Artsakh in the
matter of preserving statehood and helping to strengthen the country in order to
be able to resist geopolitical challenges.

THE FOREIGN POLITICAL STRATEGY OF RA IN THE
TRANSCAUCASUS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE ACTIVITIES
OF THE GREAT BRITAIN’S POLITICAL MISSION IN 1920
(Summary)

Key words: Republic of Armenia, Great Britain, Cl. Stokes, Turkish attack,
Entente, Allies, Turkish-Armenian war, Treaty of Alexandropol.

In the context foreign political strategy of RA, given the entire disclosure of
the activities of the Allied military-political representatives in Armenia and Trans-
caucasia, it is possible to cover the activities of the British High Commissioner
Colonel Claude Bayfield Stokes. After deciding at the beginning on the with-
drawal of British troops from the Transcaucasian region in 1919, he became the
representative of the Allied High Commissariat in Baku. Cl. Stokes was born in

India as a staff spy in different countries; from 1907-1911; he was a British mili-
tary attaché in Tehran. During the First World War, he served in the intelligence
department of the General Staff of the British Indian Army. Like many British
officers in the “Indian Service,” Stokes knew Russia well, his intentions in the
Middle East, and his attitude toward Azeris, a staunch supporter of Azerbaijan’s
and Georgia’s independence. By his order, the first British detachment, on Au-
gust 4, 1918, arrived in Baku; after demobilization, Stokes 1919 remained in
Baku in the fall as an unofficial political observer before his Joining Ol. Wardrop’s
mission was to become a loyal friend of Azerbaijan and the anti-Bolsheviks,
through whom Azerbaijan gained a reliable ally. According to Dj. Hasanli, Stokes
was a crucial link in the British mission in securing contacts between the «Azer-
baijani government» and representing its interests, discussing Chicherin’s note
with Azerbaijani Foreign Minister Khan-Khoyski, establishing connections with
London, and so on.

Encouraging the restrained support and words of the Entente allies ended
for Armenia with the fall of Kars and Alexandropol; until then, the British High
Commissioner Colonel Stokes had persuaded the government to support Arme-
nia actively, and even in this connection in Tiflis on the misunderstanding, after
the crushing defeat of the Republic of Armenia, Stokes was transformed. He
once again asserts that Great Britain, with all its responsibility for sin is obligato-
ry to establish its own positions in the Muslim world and to uphold relations with
M. Kemal. Therefore, the British Commissar in the Caucasus, Stokes, consid-
ered the best way out for the Armenians to make peace with the Turks — to back
down, or rather to abandon their enormous plans to create a Greater Armenia,
rather than lose their independence to the Bolsheviks or come under their rule.
Thus, Stokes was on his way to Armenia for Alexandropol. Stokes believed that
the Turkish invasion of Armenia had radically changed the completely political
situation in the region. Drawing on regional differences became essential for
Stokes.

Stokes and British military-political representation in Transcaucasian also
tried to direct the issue of the Armenian-Georgian defense alliance, to use it as
an opportunity to put the struggle against the Soviets on the agenda, thereby
turning the Transcaucasian republics into a bulwark against Russia, albeit at the
cost of their possible sacrifice.
