Many Massacred.

Armenian massacres, “‘Die Informa-
tion” continues, have already begun in
the distriets of Van, Vas Puakan, Mush
and Sassum. In the fighi near Van the
Armenians resisted the Kurds fiercely,
with the result that 209 were Kkilled angd
several hundred wounded, many of the
casualties being among the Kurds.

Armenian fugitiVes, gcecording to the
paperd, crossed the Russian fronticer
ncar Sarikamysh, pursued by Turkish

cavalry. The Turks continued the pur-
suit even into Bwrsian territory. The

frontier guards raised an alarm and a
regiment of Cossacks appeared and fired
on the Turks. A brief encounter fol-
lowed, atter which the Turks withdrew.
